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Canadian Proposal Re Agenda Item 7 -  

Revision of IECEx Scheme Rules of Procedure – IECEx 02

This proposal is a result of the ExMC discussion on Agenda Item 7.

 It was noted that the Transitional Period for the majority of active ACBs will extend for at least 7 more years.  Therefore, urgent measures were suggested to facilitate the current operation and the growth of the scheme in its present form, while not detracting from the ultimate, long-term objectives of the Scheme.

It was further suggested that a clear, complete and self-contained set of rules is needed to cover the operation of the IECEx scheme during the Transitional Period.  The existing rules for the Transitional Period are embedded in the text of IECEE 02.

Proposal (for ExMC/WG 1)

Phase 1: Enhanced Rules for the Transitional Period

· Identify all clauses and/or requirements in IECEE 02 which pertain to operation under Transitional Arrangement or during Transitional Period;

· Create a Provisional Operational Document (OD) for the Transitional Period containing the “Transitional” requirements identified as above, and additionally including the ExMC-approved WG1 recommendations contained in document ExMC(Bern/WG1)02.

Note: The initial document created through this process may or may not yield a complete set of rules and may need to be supplemented.  

· The objective is to produce a Provisional OD that could be used in the scheme immediately upon approval by the ExMC, pending the revision of IECEx 02.

Phase 2: Re-thinking and Re-engineering the Approach to Full Implementation 

· Consider renaming the operation under Transitional Arrangements (during Transitional Period) as “Level 1” participation, and the operation under the full rules of the Scheme as “Level 2” participation.

Note:  This would remove the need to declare a transitional period but would provide continued motivation for the participants to progress towards the final objectives of the Scheme.

Phase 3: Full Revision of IECEx 02

· Revise IEXEx 02 as required, in accordance with WG 1 proposal.
