Pudong International Airport (PVG) is situated 32 kilometres (20 miles) from the central area of Shanghai, close to the mouth of the Yangtze River. The airport handles a large number of domestic and international flights to the orient and the wider world.

There are three ways for delegates to reach the Radisson Plaza Xing Guo Hotel Shanghai.

1. Take Maglev train to the terminal in RongYang Road (50 Yuan), then take taxi to the Radisson Plaza Xing Guo Hotel Shanghai (100 Yuan).

2. Take taxi directly from the airport to Radisson Plaza Xing Guo Hotel Shanghai (about 200 Yuan).
3. Take Airport Line 2 to City Air Terminal (Jingan temple) (19 Yuan) then take taxi to the Radisson Plaza Xing Guo Hotel Shanghai (15 Yuan).
Hongqiao International Airport is located in the western suburbs of Shanghai, only 13 kilometers away from the city center. For many years, it has always been the alternative name of Shanghai airport. Nowadays, it is used specially for domestic airline. Sometimes, if the weather is bad in Pudong International Airport, it will be the alternative landing place.

If delegates come to Shanghai via Hongqiao International Airport, you could take taxi to Radisson Plaza Xing Guo Hotel Shanghai (40Yuan).
CLIMATE

The best time to visit Shanghai is autumn. The temperature during this period is mild and rain is less likely than in spring and summer. Shanghai's weather is moderate (annual average temperature is about 15 degrees centigrade) and the seasons are not as distinct as in the North. A warm spring, hot summer, cool autumn and cold winter characterize Shanghai. Shanghai receives abundant rainfall and the average annual rainfall is over 1,000 cm. The "Plum Flower Rain" season (frequent light rain) is from mid-June to early July with an average daily rainfall of 259 mm. During July and September, strong storms with torrential rain become frequent. However, it seldom snows in Shanghai. Shanghai summers are hot and humid. July and August are Shanghai's hottest months with average highs of 27.4 degrees centigrade. In winter, January is the coldest month, with a temperature average of 3 degrees centigrade. All in all, it is best to go prepared with light clothing in summer and warm, heavy clothing in winter. Also, always be prepared for rain by carrying an umbrella. Most hotels can supply one if needed!
