Theatre   Grimethorpe Colliery Band is a traditional English Brass Band which has played world wide.  They are well worth hearing and are playing for one night only at the local theatre, The Buxton Opera House, which is just a short walk from the hotel.  The theatre is one of several in the UK designed by Frank Matcham about 100 years ago and is beautifully preserved.

Tickets prices vary according to seating and status/age of patron but are about £12 -£14.00.  Please check availability direct with the theatre as all seats may be sold out.  If you wish to book in advance, please do so directly by internet at www.buxton-opera.co.uk
Chatsworth   One of the foremost ‘Stately Homes’ of the United Kingdom is less than an hour from Buxton. It is owned by the Devonshire family, who were responsible for developing much of Buxton, and is open to the public most of the year. To be seen are the grounds, stable yard restaurant and gift shop, orangery and more formal gardens, with fountains and kitchen garden, and also the house itself, full of priceless antiques, pictures and artefacts collected over five centuries.  Chatsworth is generally believed to be ‘Pemberly’ in Jane Austen’s ‘Pride and Prejudice’ and has been used as a principal location for the new film version due out this autumn.

York   York is a lovely historic city, dating back to pre-Roman times.
