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German Proposal to establish a Working Group of ExMC to deal with the

‘Full implementation of IECEx Certificates of Conformity in National Regulatory systems’

short name ‘Full implementation’

Background:

Due to the fact that the use of Ex apparatus and the free trade of explosion protected electrical equipment is to see in close relation to National regulatory systems the German delegation suggests to establish a working group of ExMC to deal with this very important issue in a structured way.

To ensure the success of our scheme and to ensure an increasing interest in the IECEx Certificates of Conformity (IECEx CoC) by the manufacturers the target of the working group is to get a sufficient respect of the applicable National institutions with the final goal of achieving the recognition of the IECEx CoC within the National systems. To ensure an active role of the IECExScheme members facing the critical issue of Full Implementation of the IECExScheme and not to wait for upcoming Mutual Recognition Agreements of governmental parties the German delegation is suggesting the ExMC working group ‘Full Implementation’.

To achieve this ambitious goal the working group needs the following terms of reference:

1. Identification of the applicable National Regulatory Institution by using the national contacts of the IECEx member organizations (i.e. called Ministry of Labor, OSHA, EU-Commission, ...)

2. Analysis of the present status of the regulations and recognized national certification schemes,

3. Development of a vision of how to implement the IECExScheme in this existing scheme

4. Creation of an individual path to go in contact to the responsible persons in order to discuss possible options for the national implementation and the conditions for this

5. Compilation of the investigated conditions for the full implementation in relation to the individual regulatory systems

6. Preparation of a report for the ExMC meeting to give evidence of possible changes of our rules to achieve the full implementation in a specific area (as negotiated with the representatives in charge)

The working group should be the first address for the representatives of the National Regulatory Institutions in case of any trouble with the IECEx Certificates of Conformity in order to ensure a fast action from our side. The necessary investigations and actions in case of trouble have to be reported to the ExMC meetings.
