Meetings

ExTAG WG01 met on 29 September 2008 during the 2008 IECEx Scheme meetings in Paris (France).

Additional Issues

Key issues under consideration:

· Based on feedback during the 2007 IECEx Scheme meetings in Denver, CO (USA), a “Format 2.5” is being considered for select ExTRs…

· Format 2.5 is intended to structure ExTRs such as to assist ExCBs/ExTLs in providing additional content for targeted requirements, along with a defined area at the end of the ExTR for additional narrative content as may be deemed appropriate.

· IEC 60079-1, 5th edition, is the first ExTR selected for consideration under this proposed new format approach.  

· Use of IEC 60079:2007 when issuing IECEx ExTRs and CoCs…

· It is the position of ExTAG WG01 that IECEx ExTRs and CoCs are to be based on the dated version of IEC 60079-0 that is referenced in any given IEC TC31 standard.
· No published IEC TC31 standards yet reference IEC 60079-0:2007. 

· IEC 60079-1:2007, IEC 60079-2:2007, IEC 60079-5:2007, IEC 60079-7:2006, IEC 60079-11:2006 and IEC 60079-15:2005 all reference IEC 60079-0:2004.
· IEC 60079-6:2007 and IEC 60079-18:2004 involve undated references to IEC 60079-0.

· IEC SC31G to consider an interpretation sheet that would allow ExTRs for IEC 60079-11:2006 to be combined with IEC 60079:2007.

· TC 31 to consider the broader issue of similar interpretation sheets that may be needed across other IEC TC31 standards.  Also to emphasize the need to minimize dated references.

· Revisions are being pursued to OD010, "Guidance for the Preparation of IECEx Test Reports (ExTRs) by IECEx Certification Bodies (ExTRs) and the Processing of ExTRs by Receiving ExCBs".

· A new OD is also being pursued that will address the guidelines for both the creation of new ExTRs and for the revisions to existing ExTRs.
