ACTIVITIES IN THE EX FIELD THAT MAY IMPACT ON IECEX


Inmetro (the Brazilian Regulator and Accreditation Body), is changing the form of regulatory approach in Brazil. 


The new regulatory model aims to increase Inmetro's effectiveness by creating general safety and performance rules as already practiced in other countries, such as USA, Canada, Japan and the European Community, which cover 100% of products and services over which Inmetro has responsibility.


It intends to increase the accountability of interested parts, establishing clearly its responsibilities for products, components, parts and services, proportional to their role, through risk analysis and management mechanisms, regardless if there is or not a conformity assessment associated.


Inmetro's new regulatory model aims to increase the focus and effectiveness of market surveillance through general rules for enforcement and sanctions that establish a system based on risk analysis and management, based on active product, accident and risk monitoring, complaints, supported by data and information collected from the sector, focusing on distributors, manufacturers, importers (ports, airports and borders) and product testing in their own or designated laboratory facilities.


Although the current Ex product certification regulation (Inmetro Ordinance 179:2010) was previously written and established, the good news is that it is already in line with the guidelines of this new regulatory model, allowing the use of test reports issued within the IECEx System. So, it is not expected substantial changes, but improvements.


The Brazilian Subcommittee has been performing annual meetings with the chemical and petrochemical associations and with the Ex community to disseminate the activities of the IECEx System regarding all certification schemes: equipment certification, service facilities certification and personal competence certification.


Up to date, Brazil has two ExCB for equipment certification, one for personal competence certification and one for service facilities certification. There is also one laboratory as an ATF.
ADDITIONAL INQUIRE REGARDING ANY CHANGES IN THE INMETRO ORDINANCE (Portaria Inmetro 179:2010)

Regarding the question raised during the meeting we inform that there was no change in the Inmetro Ordinance 179:2010 since 2012.
