ExTAG The Hague 2014 Meeting Report
1. Opening and Welcome

The Chairman, Mr. Ron Sinclair, opened the meeting at 09.00 a.m. on Tuesday 26th August 2014 first thanking the host, DEKRA, and their sponsors, for the excellent host facilities and preparatory work for these meetings. He then welcomed special guests Mr. Hiromichi Fujisawa, IEC Vice President and CAB Chairman, also CAB Members present as well as the new Chairman of TC31, Mr. Mark Coppler. He also welcomed the IECEx Executive and delegates of Ex Test Laboratories and Ex Certification Bodies and Observers present. Mr Sinclair reminded the Observers that they would not be able to attend the “Closed Session”.
Mr Sinclair then invited Mr. Jan de Jonge – Business Line Manager Explosion & Process Safety, at DEKRA Certification, to speak to the members. Mr. De Jonge commenced saying that DEKRA was very proud to host this event. He continued his introduction by explaining the details of the special event planned on the Wednesday for all members. Finally he wished the members a successful meeting.
The Chairman thanked Mr. de Jonge for his words and DEKRA as hosts for their wonderful organisation of the meetings and for the excellent facilities provided.
2. Approval of the Agenda

Draft Agenda the Sixteenth Meeting of the ExTAG to be held In The Hague, The Netherlands 26th August 2014
The Chairman then sought approval of the agenda from the members. He explained that the version of the agenda presented on the screen, and available from the web site, is only different by the addition of the Green Papers posted on the Meeting Website the day before the meeting.

The US asked that the assessment of ExCBs and ExTLs be included as a topic during the closed session. The members approved the Draft Agenda ExTAG/332A/DA.

Report of the ExTAG Fortaleza Meeting 17th September 2013 

3.1 
To note the Report of the last meeting held in Fortaleza 17th September 2013, and subsequent action items from the meeting.

Report of the Fifteenth Meeting of the ExTAG – Fortaleza, Brazil
The Report was noted. As there were no comments on the Report during the session, or received after circulation and prior to the meeting, the Chairman moved to the next item.
3.2
To note a report of the action items by the ExTAG Chairman on the ExTAG 2013 Fortaleza Meeting.
The ExTAG Chairman provided a status report on the actions arising from the Fortaleza 2013 Meeting and which are detailed in “Annex A” of ExTAG/308/R. Members were asked to note the completion of most items, while, the Chairman advised, others were covered by items on the agenda. 

The Chairman referred to Action Item 3 of the report – the appointment of Mr. Julien Gauthier as ExTAG Secretary. The Chairman commented that he is delighted to have Julien, who has been a very active and professional secretary since his appointment, as the ExTAG Secretary. The ExTAG welcomed Mr. Gauthier.
4.
Report on ExTAG The Hague Training Workshop held Monday 25th August 2014 
The Chairman then gave a brief summary of the ExTAG Training Workshop, held on the previous day, highlighting the main points.
He commenced by advising that this was a very successful workshop session, opened to Test Laboratories, Certification Bodies and observers. He reported that there had been five presentations:
· Jim Munro (Convenor ExMC WG4 and 
ExMC15)


Introduction to ISO/IEC 17065: 2012 Conformity assessment - Requirements for bodies certifying products, processes and services.
· Julien Gauthier (LCIE and ExTAG Secretary)
IECEx and ATEX joint application for equipment certification
· Marco Erdhuizen (DEKRA)

Experience in operating in the IECEx 03 Services Scheme
· Ralph Wigg (Vice Chairman ExPCC)
Extension of CoPC to include Training Organizations
· Jim Munro (Convenor ExMC WG4 and 
ExMC15)

IECEx certification of non-electrical Ex equipment - prepared by 

Mr. Roger Jones
He then gave a brief outline of the presentations. He informed the members that these presentations are now available on the IECEx web site.
He informed the members that Mr. Munro’s first presentation had guided us through many of the clauses of the standard ISO/IEC 17065, which is more logical and easier to understand than existing Guide 65. Regarding the fundamental changes, the main to be highlighted is about proving the maintenance of impartiality.
He also advised that Mr Munro reminded that the first assessment for Bodies should be performed by September 2015 (implementation on line with IAF recommendation). The main items of Mr Munro’s presentation were:
· Presentation on the new standard and highlighting changes to ISO/IEC Guide 65

· Introduction to the new checklist for ISO/IEC 17065 - OD107

· Discussion on implementation timetable and approaches

He advised that Mr. Gauthier’s presentation was dedicated to the differences and the commonalities between the IECEx and ATEX schemes, and consequences on joint ATEX and IECEx applications. The Chairman reminded the members that ATEX is a legal framework intended to ensure fair trade in the European market while the IECEx system is dedicated to ensure conformity with standards. The main items of the Mr Gauthier’s presentation were:
· IECEx vs ATEX certification process
· Application requirements

· Practical examples where joint IECEx and ATEX certification may not be possible

He informed the members that Mr Erdhuizen’s presentation has highlighted the great expectation for the expansion of the Service Facilities Scheme, IECEx 03, and also of the Certification of Personnel Competencies, IECEx 05, in order to demonstrate and assess competencies of personnel involved in service facilities.
He then explained that Mr Wigg’s presentation introduced the recognition of training organization in the frame of the IECEx CoPC. Nevertheless, he outlined that the Recognized Training Provider (RTP) will be managed by the ExPCC and noted that an RTP cannot issue any other document than an attendance document to avoid the dilution of the CoPC scheme. The main items of the Mr Wigg’s presentation were:
· Why the interest in training?
· The relationship with Competence of persons

· How will the Training Organisations benefit?

· What will this extension of the CoPC Scheme involve?

· The method of acknowledging a Training Organization

· Proposal for ExMC and potential commencement date.

He informed the members that Mr Munro’s second presentation, prepared by Mr. Roger Jones, as well as Mr. Houeix’s presentation, was dedicated to the preparation for introducing the non-electrical standards certification to IECEx. He advised that the publication of standards is expected next year and that IECEx scheme would be ready for certificates issuance because of the market expectations. He also reminded that manufacturers have a great role for the assessment of non-electrical products. The main items of the presentation were:
· Brief introduction on what is proposed by WG15

· Summary of how the standards deal with ignition hazard assessment – Thierry Houeix

· A manufacturer's perspective on how they have been doing 
this in Europe

· Final Q&A panel to seek feedback and answer questions 

The Chairman invited any questions/comments. There were no questions raised.
5.  
IECEx Equipment Scheme 
5.1 
The IECEx Secretary to report on the status of the Equipment Scheme
The Chairman asked the IECEx Secretary to report on this agenda item.

In addition to the document ExMC/938/R, the Secretary advised the members of the following:
· there have been 40667 CoCs and reports issued at this time across all schemes.
· he informed the members that as of July 2013, almost the same time, there were approximately 32,435– and that the current figure represents a growth of 24.3%.

· he advised that there had been increased membership including new countries, and welcomed the UAE and Israel. He also mentioned that Belgium was in attendance at these meetings as an observer and that ongoing discussions were planned regarding an application by the end of the year. 
· he informed the members that there are 48 approved Certification Bodies and 8 new applicants as well as 56 laboratories and applicants.

· he also advised that there are a couple of new bodies to be considered for approval during the ExMC Meeting.
· he informed the members that the promotion of the scheme is well underway especially via the conference held in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia, with the support of SIRIM. This conference had been successful and for now this should be an annual event. The next conference is already scheduled to be held in 2015 in Poland.
· he informed the members about the upgrade of the IECEx dedicated smartphone application saying that there had been more than 3000 downloads.

The Chairman asked if there were any questions. There were no questions.
5.2
The IECEx Secretary to report on Applicant ExCBs and ExTLs since the 2013 Fortaleza Meetings
The Chairman asked the IECEx Secretary to report on this agenda item. The Secretary informed the members that there are 8 applicants currently within the scheme but that this item will be covered in more detail during the ExMC Meeting later in the week. 
6.
Assessment/Re-assessment/Surveillance of ExCBs and ExTLs

The Chairman asked the IECEx Secretary to report on this agenda item

The Secretary once again informed the members that this item will be covered in more detail during the ExMC Meeting later in the week. One point however that he wished to report was that, as a result of discussions held in Buxton during June 2013, regarding bodies covered by National Accreditation the mid-term surveillance visit by an IECEx Assessor had commenced in 2014. He advised that this mid-term visit is mainly a technical assessment based on review of files, and has been introduced to gain confidence in the system for all bodies and that the process is on-going. He concluded his report by thanking Mr Ron Webb, who had carried out the first midterm surveillance assessments, as well as the bodies that had been assessed.
7.
IECEx Website and On-line Certificate of Conformity

The IECEx Secretary gave an update concerning the Online CoC system. He reminded the meeting that an audit tool is available on the IECEx website in order for ExCBs, to keep track of surveillance audit due date, advising that this tool should be used by the ExCB to check the date of the QAR and associated CoCs. The Chairman thanked the Secretary for these reports.
8. 
IECEx Equipment Certificates using X and U 
The Chairman introduced Mrs Aich, Regierungspräsidium Darmstadt, DE, who represents regulatory interests in Europe, on problems that are observed in the field in relation to misunderstandings of the suffix letters “X” and “U” which can lead to potentially dangerous installations. ExTAG members were asked to consider any of the matters raised, including any possible actions.

Document discussed:

Following an extensive discussion, it was agreed to set up a Task Group. 
to prepare a draft ExTAG Decision Sheet which would provide amplification of the information given in IEC 60079-0 in relation to the appropriate way of expressing conditions of use.  There is concern that products marked “U” are being used directly in the market place and that some products marked “X” should really be “U” components.  Although many of the examples related to ATEX, it was clear that the problems also existed at IECEx level.

The Chairman then asked for task group members. The Task group members to include:

The members agreed that the task of the Task Group is to, taking account of the paper presented by Mrs Aich, consider the current definitions in IEC 60079 series of standards and any existing requirements of the IECEx System, prepare a draft Decision Sheet giving advice on the use of the symbols “X” and “U” and the associated wording for use on Certificates. The Task Group should also consider the ongoing arrangements by the Secretariat monitoring and allocation of Certificate suffices.

The first meeting may be held in October in conjunction with the TC31.

Items raised during the ExMC WG1 Dubai 2014 Meeting that may impact ExTAG
Document noted:

The Chairman presented the 2 recommendations that may have an impact on the ExTAG. 

9.1
DE proposal to deal with manufacturer’s instructions 

The Chairman commenced with Item 6.1 regarding the matter raised by DE concerning handling of revised manufacturer’s Instructions of Ex Products covered by IECEx Certification be handled via the preparation of an ExTAG Decision Sheet. He advised that the ExTAG is now waiting for formal acceptance by the ExMC of WG01 proposition to issue an ExTAG decision sheet, which would be easier than a change to the rules.
9.2
Assessment of Pressurised enclosures and purging systems
The Chairman referred to Item 7, of ExMC/948/R - concerning assessment of Pressurised Enclosures and Purging with the possibility of an ExTAG Decision being developed. He mentioned that pressurized enclosures would be discussed later during this meeting under item 12.6. 

10.

Performance feedback from ExCBs and ExTLs (Restricted participation)

(Agenda Item 10 - Restricted participation is timed at 11:00 prior the lunch break)

The Chairman invited members to raise any other business to be discussed in addition to the existing agenda. The following items were suggested:

· Assessment procedures of ExCB : possible inconsistency of the assessors and impact on the credibility of the scheme

· Lack of attendance of ExCB and ExTL in meetings

· List of mandatory in house test equipment required for ExTL and possible clarification in the rules

· Lack of clarity in the local regulatory requirements regarding the expected content of ExTR to ensure local certification of products

On this last point, the IECEx Secretary advised that there is expectation of co-operation between Certification Bodies. He advised that should a body not receive an answer when seeking information from another Body the Secretariat should be contacted for further action.

10.1 
ExTAG Officers 

10.1.1
Election of the ExTAG Chairman 

Documents noted and considered:

ExTAG/319/Inf -  Term of Office - ExTAG Chairman
ExTAG/321/Inf - Nomination received for the position of ExTAG Chairman – Professor Jianping Xu
ExTAG/324/Inf - Nomination received for the position of ExTAG Chairman – Mr Jim Munro

The Chairman commenced by stating that two very good nominations had been received to fill this position. He then suggested that before taking the vote a question of principle of the field available from which candidates for Chair of ExTAG could be nominated be discussed. After extensive discussions as to whether or not a candidate should be a permanent employee of an existing ExTL or ExCB, consensus was not achieved and clearly opposing views remained. However, on a vote, the majority opinion was that a candidate should be a permanent employee of an existing ExTL or ExCB.  On learning of the result of the vote, Mr. Jim Munro, who is associated with a candidate Ex Certification Body, voluntarily withdrew his nomination.  With Professor Xu Jianping as the sole remaining candidate, the meeting voted by an overwhelming majority that he be recommended to ExMC for appointment to the post of ExTAG Chair from 1 January 2015.

10.2 Co-operation between IECEx Bodies 
The Chairman opened this item by advising that under this item IECEx Bodies are given the opportunity to discuss their working experiences with other ExCBs and ExTLs. It was also noted that suggestions for improvement can be forwarded to the ExMC. It has been noted in feedback from Stakeholders that there is concern over timing of responses from ExCBs this was presented by Mr Ajay Maira (TUV Australia) on behalf of AU MB. The Secretary advised that the rules require that issues, or concerns, relating to a Test Report or QAR must first be raised with the issuing body. Also, he reminded the members that reports shall be complete, for example, a tick is not sufficient there is an obligation to supply detailed information as somebody may have to make a certification decision based on the content. The IECEx system is intended to facilitate trade and assist manufacturer, and there is requirement that bodies work together to solve any issue on a report. If no solution is found, the issue should be sent to the IECEx Secretariat.
10.3 Operating to IECEx Rules and Operational Documents  

The Chairman advised that under this item IECEx Bodies were given the opportunity to discuss their working experiences in using the IECEx Rules and Operational Documents.
The question was raised by Mr. Paul Kelly (UL,US) that in IECEx 02 Rules of Procedures under Clause 10.4 – Appeals, there is a clear definition for Certification Bodies, but not for manufacturers. After a quick verification of the rules and operational documents of the system it was agreed to recommend to ExMC WG1 for a revision of the rules 02  Clause 10.4 to align with IECEx 01.
10.4 Out of date QARs

The Chairman opened this topic by advising that this matter was a reminder of the ExCB responsibilities. He then introduced Mr. Ajay Maira (TUV Rheinland Australia) who gave a presentation concerning information required on the QAR summary and inconsistency observed.

Document discussed:

ExTAG/327/CD ExTAG – Regarding variations in the completion of IECEx QAR Summary – Speaker: Mr. Ajay Maira of TUV Rheinland Australia.

The IECEx Secretary reminded the members that the Certification Body is responsible for the CoC, including surveillance of QAR. After extensive discussion about discrepancies between the content of OD011 and current practices, for example regarding the date of issue, it was agreed that Paul Kelly (UL, US), in conjunction with Mark Amos from the Secretariat, propose a revision to OD011-2.
Another question was raised about errors in the QAR out of date list. The Chairman advised that in case of problem of data, the Certification Body should contact the IECEx Secretariat.
10.5
Industry discussion items
The Chairman opened this topic for discussion by advising that Mr. Bipin Parmar, SIMTARS, would present the following document and its background.
Document discussed:

ExTAG/326/Inf ExTAG Industry Discussion Request

Application of IEC 60079-0 Ed 6 2011 Section 16.6“Selection of suitable cable”
Mr. Bipin Parmar informed the members that a question has been raised by the manufacturer about the special condition of safe use relative to the selection of cable and any associated commercial disadvantages. After extensive discussions, it was agreed by the members, that even if the selected test program was not the most relevant for the assessment of the product, it had been agreed by the manufacturer prior to the performance of the tests. It was also agreed, that for such specific products, the input and knowledge of the manufacturer should be considered, and a new test method be defined. 
The Chairman sought agreement from the members about the following points:

· Recommend to SIMTARS to contact manufacturer and review the test method.

· Letter to the manufacturer that this is complex product which requires a careful consideration of the testing regime that involve agreement between the manufacturer and test house. On this occasion it appears the regime use may not be adequate Therefore, it is recommended that the manufacturer and SIMTARS agree a different regime.
The members agreed.
10.6 Indemnification of ExCB and ExTL Liabilities 

The Chairman invited Mr. Paul Kelly (UL, US) to briefly present the document prepared by the IECEx Secretariat, covering Indemnification of ExCB and ExTL Liabilities.


Document discussed:

ExTAG/328/CD Indemnification of ExCB and ExTL Liabilities
Mr Paul Kelly commenced this item by suggesting that members consider the inclusion of Indemnification text from, or similar to, that in IECEE OD-3000 into IECEx 02 under a heading that reads “Indemnification”. He remarked that this would add a further level of protection. The IECEx Secretary advised that there is no statement currently in the rules of the system, and if necessary it should be mentioned in basic rules. After short discussion the Chairman suggested that the subject required more attention and that a paper should be sent to ExMC WG01 for further consideration. The members agreed. Mr. Paul Kelly and the IECEx Secretary to prepare a paper to forward to ExMC WG01 for inclusion in the IECEx Rules of Procedure. 
10.7     Use of subcontractors in support of IECEx ExTR
The Chairman invited Mr Mike Slowinske (UL, US) to present the document about the use of subcontractors. The main question was relative to the acceptance of test results based only on national accreditation of a subcontractor, and the presentation was supported by practical examples.
Document discussed:

ExTAG/325/CD Use of subcontractors in support of IECEx ExTRs
Mr. Slowinske commenced by referring the members to the points of discussion listed in document ExTAG/325/CD. The Secretariat advised that assessment teams ensure and evaluate the procedures of the Certification Body’s, ExCBs, procedures for the use of sub-contractors and that this information is included in the Site assessment Report. It was suggested that Accreditation of sub-contractors may be acceptable however, after much discussion, there was general agreement that the accreditation is not sufficient and this justification in ExTR is not acceptable. The discussion was then extended to include the definition of minimum test equipment required for a Test Laboratory. The IECEx Secretary suggested that ExMC WG02 includes in the TCD the list of minimum test equipment for each standard. It was also agreed by the members, that even for the tests concerned by these equipment, subcontracting may be possible, for example because of temporary capacity issues. 
10.8  
The Chairman has been asked to include, for general discussion, the future structure of ExTAG Meetings to encourage more open exchange 
The Chairman invited any comments/ discussion at this point any additional items. Mr. Bipin Parmar offered suggestions for improvement of the content of an ExTR (argument to waive a test, drawing languages, etc).  It was agreed that Mr. Parmar prepare a list to the secretariat. The secretariat agreeing that these points be considered during the mid-term assessment.
An additional topic was then raised by Paul Kelly and supported by Nick Maalouf (QPS) about the content of assessment report of ExCBs, which are sometimes questioned by stakeholders in North America. The IECEx Secretary advised that the report made available is not the full assessment report which remains confidential. He also mentioned that the discussion on assessment was raised by UL and may be taken into consideration by the ExMC, noting that the approval of OD003 revised document was on the agenda of ExMC later this week.

Revision of  OD 034 Operational Document - Guidance on the preparation of IECEx Equipment Certificates and Reports covering more than one identifiable item of equipment following feedback on its implementation

The Chairman opened this topic for discussion by advising that Mr. Simon Barrowcliff would present the item regarding a proposal to revise OD 034. The revision being suggested  in order to provide further guidance when covering more than one identifiable item of equipment. Mr. Barrowcliff introduced the following document:

Mr. Barrowcliff explained that this question was raised by a manufacturer requiring a certificate including a significant range e.g. for the rules about electronics system. The Chairman sought agreement from the members on the inclusion of an additional Clause 4.1, as presented in ExTAG/322/CD, and the members agreed that the document, after an editorial check by the secretariat, be circulated for a 1 month for approval by the ExMC .

He reminded the members that this is a vital job taken on by Paul Kelly and ExTAG WG 01 and thanked them for their involvement.

A discussion was then raised about the classification of the ExTAG Decision Sheets on the IECEx website and the possibility of search tool by keyword. It was suggested that a review of the presentation of the DS may then allow the inclusion of direct links into the blank ExTRs. The Chairman confirmed that the listing was not logical anymore. The Secretariat advised that it is possible at present to search keywords, that even if was not available for the content of document, it was possible on the title of the decision sheets by the use of the search function of the web explorer. After further discussion the WG sought a view in principle as to whether it might be possible to embed URL links within the ExTR documents to point directly to the text of relevant ExTAG Decision sheets.  ExTAG agreed that this was an excellent idea and agreed the WG should take this forward in conjunction with the secretariat in respect of any necessary IT resource.

Finally the Chairman asked for comments about the new draft revision of OD010-1. Mr. Gorny (GIG) made a comment about specific test report to be included in the ExTR as annexes. The Chairman suggested that this comment should be dealt easily offline directly with Mr. Paul Kelly before the end of week and that the document would then move to publication. The Chairman sought agreement from the members and the members agreed. It has also been confirmed by the members that the wording “ExTR” should remain unchanged.

The chairman invited Dr Klausmeyer (PTB) to provide an update about the proficiency testing. Dr Klausmeyer gave a complete presentation of the last programs (flame transmission and temperature measurements). He reminded the members that all ExCBs / ExTLs were invited to be members of the ExTAG WG10, noting that a recommendation of the ExMC WG 04 was that participation to the program be made mandatory. He informed the members that the next round of programs will be held in early 2016 concerning:

· Intrinsic safety

· Electrostatic tests

The Chairman thanked Dr Klausmeyer for this presentation and all the work performed under this proficiency testing programs. He then came back on the recommendation from the WG to make the participation to the PT mandatory. The Chairman sought agreement from the members and the members agreed to recommend to ExMC to require that the PT becomes mandatory. If the principle is agreed by ExMC, the WG will then prepare an OD for submission to the ExMC.

As there was no consensus the WG have been asked to take note of the comments and prepare a revised proposal taking especially into consideration the following points: 

· Consequence on the marking

· Possibility of ExTL to assess a product without relative protection concept in its scope
