	Question: When documenting the Instructions required by IEC 60079-0 (and the other IEC 60079 series standards), must these required Instructions be provided in paper format, or may they be provided in an electronic medium (such as CD or USB flash drive)?

Answer: The documentation containing the Instructions required by IEC 60079-0 (and the other IEC 60079 series standards) may be provided by means of paper format alone, or by suitable electronic medium alone, or by both formats. 

Examples of suitable electronic medium for providing these required Instructions include a CD or USB flash drive.  
Reference to a website, or a source via the internet for real-time downloadable documentation, shall not be the sole means of documenting any required instructions.

This approach is consistent with how required Instructions can be addressed under relevant industrial standards. 

Note: It is recognized that the issue of reference to a website, or a source via the internet for real-time downloadable documentation, will need to be re-visited by ExTAG in the future as the use of such medium options under relevant industrial standards evolves.
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
