Appendix B

Inclusion of IECEx Conformity Mark on Equipment Certificates
QUESTIONS & ISSUES regarding:

Location on CoC

· Adjacent to the ‘Applicant’ field  …. To be confirmed (noting that this and other areas of the CoC may be impacted by subsequent expansion of the Certificate History box)

· Maximum size = ?
Format

· Is it intended that the ‘Mark’ as per the artwork provided to the ExCB by the Secretariat (eg. Mark Image with License # included) OR only the Mark License # appears on the CoC ?   If the former, would it be acceptable to have the Mark License # appear in a text box overlaid on a graphic of the Mark Image where the License # area is blank ? This option will avoid the need to store ExCBs’ Mark License artwork on the On-line Certificate System database.

Creation Process for CoCs with the ‘Mark’

1. An ExCB logs in and proceeds to prepare a draft of a new (Issue 0) or up-issue Certificate (Issue 1 or greater)

2. After the “Applicant’ field is completed text asking “Is a Conformity Mark to be added to this Certificate?” and tick boxes for “Yes” and “No” are displayed to the ExCB when in edit mode (the “No” box should be ticked as a default setting)

3. If the “Yes” box is selected, text requesting “Type in IECEx Conformity Mark License No.” and a free text entry box is displayed to enable entry of License No..

4. The system checks that the entered text matches a valid IECEx Conformity Mark License No. AND that the License Holder of the nominated License No. matches the Applicant on the Certificate (it is presumed that the system can perform these checks from a draft Certificate and from ‘edit mode’)

5. If all matches are confirmed the Certificate draft can be saved as Draft OR issued as Current as determined by the ExCB in consultation with the Applicant / License Holder.

In the case of ‘Issue 0’ Certificates (which are not already listed as a Certificate # in the Mark License’s “Certificate of Conformity Schedule” the following additional step(s) apply: 

Step 6A: 
The saving of the Certificate adds the Certificate reference number (without Issue #) to the nominated Mark License’s “Certificate of Conformity Schedule”

OR if Step 6A is unacceptable with respect to system integrity and control of the Mark License content then process is as follows:

Step 6B: 


i. The saving of the Certificate DOES NOT add the Certificate reference number (without Issue #) to the nominated Mark License’s “Certificate of Conformity Schedule” AND the ‘Mark’ does not yet appear on the Certificate

ii. When the Certificate is issued as ‘Current’ the ExCB noted on the Mark License links the Certificate to the Mark License’s “Certificate of Conformity Schedule” field

iii. The Certificate is reset to ‘Draft’ by the IECEx Secretariat

iv. The ExCB ‘activates’ the ‘Mark’ on the Certificate and resets the Certificate to ‘Current’ without changing the Issue #

Questions and issued arising from the proposed process

1. Is the application of the ‘Mark’ to Certificates to be restricted to only those Issues of a Certificate listed in the Mark License’s “Certificate of Conformity Schedule” that are issued after the Date of Issue of the Mark License ?

OR

2. Is it necessary / desired / appropriate that all previous issues of a CoC have the ‘Mark’ retrospectively applied (and thereby requiring revision or ‘up-issue’ of all the CoCs – noting the previous agreement within the ExMarkCo and ExMC that up-issues will not attract a fee) in the case that a Mark License is allocated when a CoC listed in the Mark License’s “Certificate of Conformity Schedule” is at Issue 5 (for example)?   
3. If retrospectivity is allowed, will the newly ‘Marked” certificate be re-issued with Mark added and Issue # unchanged?

If yes to both questions 2 and 3 above the following needs to be considered:

· The ‘new’ versions of Certificates with same Issue # will appear different to those held by customers, regulators etc. as hard copies (and perhaps with ExCB signatures) – how will the ‘non-differences’ in content between these and the new on-line version be explained (noting that we promote the On-line version as the Master) without loss of credibility of the IECEx System and hard copies of CoCs provided by ExCBs to Applicants and from them to clients etc.

· What is the status of product manufactured before the Mark License was issued (these will be marked with the Certificate # , specified markings etc. but not the ‘Mark Licence No.)? If a product is listed on a Mark License is the application of the Mark to all units of product covered by the Certificate mandatory? If not, why not? If yes, the IECEx Rules and OD 023 need review to clarify this AND to clarify the status of product compliant with the ‘original Certificate version (prior to its link to a Marl License)’ but not marked with the ‘Mark’.

· The Secretariat will need to manually reset all affected Certificates back to ‘Draft’ to enable changes to be made to the Certificates to add ‘Mark’ and the costs of this potentially large task will not able to recovered (as per agreement regarding no fee for up-issues) 

4. The IT programming to facilitate the proposed process is complicated by the situation where a Mark License from one ExCB covers CoCs issued by multiple ExCBs associated with the ExCB mentioned on the Mark License.  For example DEKRA and KEMA issued CoCs on a Mark License mentioning DEKRA.    With regard to Process Step #4, the system will need to be customised to be instructed which ExCBs Certificate and Mark License sets need to be interrogated when confirming matches.
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
