In submitting a negative vote the AU mirror committee to IECEx believes the Proficiency Testing has not been adequately covered in the assessment, in accordance with the requirements of OD-202
Secretariat response

The Secretariat can confirm that the PTP Program provider, PTB have advised that PTI have since applied to join the Program.  In noting OD 202, the Secretariat suggests that some clarification maybe required concerning the stage of application and participation within the PTP. US Comments

EMI is not nationally accredited for hazardous locations nor is it participating in any 

national certifications to lead one to believe that there is sufficient experience to conduct testing or prepare test reports for the scope of equipment.
Secretariat response

From the report, the assessment team, rightly identified that the body does not hold accreditation for Ex testing.  The Assessment team further commented in their report that the body accepts that it will be subjected to an annual site assessment visit by the IECEx as a result.

Non participation in a national scheme

As we note from the IECEx rules IECEx 02 Clause 11.1 for ExCBs, there is a requirement that the ExCB must be operating in a national scheme unless the country in which they reside adopts IECEx as their national scheme, however for ExTLs Clause 11.2 the same requirement does not apply.  Of course this can be reviewed, either within ExMC WG1 or, by way of a submission to ExMC for consideration.  However such a proposal may need prior consideration of the broader consequences, e.g. what to do with ExTLs and Additional Testing Facilities that fall within such a situation.  
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
