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INTRODUCTION

This document, ExTAG/447./CD Draft ExTAG Decision Sheet – Marking of combined electrical / non electrical equipment, has been prepared by INERIS in order to provide guidance to all ExCBs when assessing the Markings for combined electrical/non electrical equipment.
It is noted that IEC TC 31 is considering the marking requirements for combined electrical/non electrical equipment.  This Draft Decision Sheet is intended to provide consistency for such equipment covered by the IECEx Scheme and intended to be withdrawn once this issue is clarified by TC 31.  

This draft is issued for a six week comment period for consideration by ExTAG Members.

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Background:
Today the marking of electrical equipment is defined in IEC 60079-0 and the marking of non-electrical equipment is defined in IEC 80079-36.

Due to the fact, the combined marking is not defined in 60079-0 neither in 

ISO 80079-36, the electrical part of the equipment has to be in accordance with IEC 60079-0 and the non-electrical part has to be in accordance with ISO 80079-36. 

Therefore, the marking of electrical part and the non-electrical part has to be in two different lines:

 - Ex db IIA T4 Gb

 - Ex h IIA T4 Gb

QUESTION: How shall marking be shown for equipment covered by both the electrical and non electrical Standards (IEC 60079 and ISO 80079 series)
