DK Comments

The budgeted headline surplus to reserves is inordinately large, and we are questioning CAB's objective of building up a general reserve for the IECEx equivalent to 3 years of annual operating costs. We advise that a thorough revision process on the IECEx scheme and other IEC schemes are initiated in order to assess the budget principles and decide for a future model for the IECEx scheme, as well as the other schemes.

Secretariat response
There is considerable history of discussions within both ExMC and CAB regarding the 3 years x Operating expenses for a targeted General Reserve, noting that this is a requirements from CAB, however there is no requirements on the timeframe to achieve this.  This matter is being monitored by the IECEx Executive and discussions within the Executive and IECEx Business Development WG will be considering proposals for what to do when IECEx achieves this level.
Norway - Comment to IECEx 2019 Final Draft Budget 

Norway’s comment to budget clause 1.8 Item 6420 (Certificate fee Personnel Scheme) where the following is stated:

"No change to that provided for in the preliminary 2019 draft Budget ExMC/1279/CD, as presented and agreed during the 2017 ExMC Washington meeting, noting the increasing demand and growth of the IECEx Certificate of Personal Competence Scheme."

Norway disagrees with the level of the fee. The budget should as a minimum be set up in such a way as not to prevent any later decisions to lower the fee. For many people worldwide, the fee represents a cost they are not in a position to take. The same applies for larger companies who considers certifying all their employees. Norway suggests that the current fee level is a constraint to the growth of the scheme.

Furthermore, Norway would like to draw attention to that although the demand for CoPCs are increasing, the growth is far below what it could have been. The current fee level is excluding a large part of the people of the industry. In this sense the scheme is not able to satisfy the needs of the industry worldwide. Those markets, that are more or less excluded, may also be the markets where the CoPC scheme has the most potential to make a safety related difference.

Norway realize that lowering the certificate fee alone may not be enough. Revision work on rules and operational documents has the potential to dramatically alter the number of issued Certificates.
Secretariat response

The NO comment is noted and the issue of the CoPC Certificate Fee is also a matter for consideration at the ExPCC meeting, noting that BR have provided a proposal for its review which is the basis for the upcoming ExPCC discussions.
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
