The following items are the basis for the negative vote:

1) No dust test was witnessed. This test is critical to standards in the scope such as IEC 60079-31, 60079-7, 60079-11, 60079-0. If the Mannheim site is considered to be “nearby” as required by the TCD then it should have been feasible for at least one member of the assessment team to witness testing there. 

2) Change of key personnel without evidence of them being interviewed to establish their competence for the new roles. 
To resolve the above issues, we believe it would require a follow-up visit by at least one member of the assessment team. Given there were a large number of issues raised during the assessment, it might also be an appropriate time to further review the resolutions of those issues. 
Other observations in the report of concern include the following:

· Legal entity not clearly established.

· Considerable change of scope from the application as shown in OD 001 not explained, including the addition of non-electrical standards.

· The relationship and structure with the ExCB is not clearly defined, noting that the ExCB works with more than one ExTL. 

Secretariat Response:

It is noted that the AU comments were received following the close of voting due to a request for additional time.

In noting a number of the comments are dealt within the site assessment report and hence not all details are given in the final Report form submitted to ExMC, the Secretariat further notes the recommendation of the assessment team for a surveillance visit to be conducted not more than 6 months and is to include the Mannheim location.

The Secretariat has included the 6 month special visit in the assessment schedule for Q4 2018.
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
