Interviews with staff members regarding mechanical Ex equipment showed a good understanding of the concepts c, b and k.  Although no certificates had been prepared, several ATEX certificates using the earlier EN13463 series of standards were viewed.
2 Scope extension for IEC TS 60079-46
Although ExTAG Decision Sheet 2015/001A, is already in IMQ’s Scope, it is limited to only Electrical equipment or assemblies that include Electrical items but  does not cover mechanical items. IEC/TS 60079-46 covers assemblies incorporating both electrical and mechanical items, it is necessary that IMQ have capability to test and certify to ISO 80079-36 and -37.  Therefore, IMQ has also requested that their scope extension include ISO 80079-36 and -37.
