OPENING AND WELCOME   
The Chairman declared the meeting open at 0900am and welcomed Members and guests to this the 2018 meeting of the IECEx Management Committee especially those attending for the very first time and in doing so extended a special welcome to the IEC Vice President and CAB Chairman, Mr Shawn Paulsen thanking him for joining us which is a clear demonstration of their support for the work of the IECEx.
The Chair also extended a special welcome to Tim Duffy, Marty Cole and Toshi Kajiya as Members of the IEC Conformity Assessment Board (CAB) and Ms DU of China, noting her previous role in CAB and her work on CAB WGs.

The Chair also welcomed Dr Roman Swartz, President of The International Organisation for Legal Metrology, OIML and the Assistant Director, Mr Paul Dixon.

The Chair also passed on the good wishes from the IEC General Secretary and CEO, Mr. Frans Vreeswijk to members and in return thanked Mr Vreeswijk for his continued support of IECEx and IEC Conformity Assessment in general.
The Chair also thanked Mr Mark Coppler, Chair TC 31 and fellow TC / SC 31 Officers for attending and their ongoing cooperation with IECEx.

The Chair also noted that the IECQ Chair, Marie-Elisabeth d’Ornano is joining this meeting and commented on the good will and spirit of cooperation that exists among the IEC CA Systems.

The Chair further welcomed Mr Frank Lienesch from PTB in Germany noting his role in the UNECE

The Chair then noted apologies from those not able to attend.
The Chair then thanked the French National Committee for these excellent host arrangements and invited the FR Delegation to say a few opening words with Mr Thierry Houeix welcoming Delegates and outlining the various host arrangements.

The Chair then informed that we plan to display each decision taken in order to have the decisions confirmed by the end of the meeting.  The meeting agreed.

The meeting was informed that the Secretariat is recording the audio for this meeting purely to assist in preparation of the formal minutes and that copies of the audio are not distributed nor available to anyone. The Chair asked if there were any questions or concerns.  None were raised.

The meeting received an opening welcome and information concerning host arrangements from Mr Thierry Houeix representing the FR Host Committee and their sponsors.
The Chair then moved to his opening address, agenda item 1.1
1.1 Introduction and Address by IECEx Chair – Dr Arnhold
The Chair gave an opening address to the meeting advising that IECEx continues with impressive growth each year and that noting how quickly time is progressing that next year will be his last year as Chair.  He conveyed to the meeting how pleased he was to see the number of delegates participating but also the numbers attending the meetings earlier this week, especially the IECEx Assessor Training session on Monday and the ExTAG meetings that followed.

He noted the development of the IECEx Scheme and noting that he is proud to see how IECEx continues to dominate globally in the Ex field.

1.2 Address by the IEC Vice President - Mr Shawn Paulsen 

The Chair called upon the IEC Vice President Mr Paulsen to address the meeting.

Mr Paulsen gave a ppt presentation, issued following the meeting as document ExMC(Cannes/CAB Chair) 07.
Mr Paulsen (IEC VP) introduced himself and then noted that for a second year in a row an IECEx Officer is to be awarded the Thomas A Edison award in recognition of their significant leadership and contribution to the IEC, with Dr Arnhold, IECEx Chair to receive the award at the upcoming IEC General Meeting next month in Busan.  The meeting applauded.

The IEC VP then provided the meeting with an outline of current IEC activities including work on the new IEC Masterplan and its implementation, noting in particular:
· The size of IEC membership

· That IEC have offices in 5 continents

· The numbers of member experts and numbers of Standards published

· The number of Certificates issued among the IEC Conformity Assessment Systems

· The new IEC Academy, with e-learning, webinars and other training and educational services  

· The structure of IEC and its governance from Council Board, Standards Management Board, Conformity Assessment Board and the Market Strategy Board

Mr Paulsen then focused on the role and activities of the IEC Conformity Assessment Board for which CAB have been delegated the role of taking care of the Conformity Assessment Interests of the Commission, with all IEC CA Systems, IECEE, IECEx, IECQ and IECRE all report to.

He then outlined the work within IEC CAB including the following:

· The Harmonised Basic Rules (HBR), IEC CA 01 which came into effect this year
· Development of Policy documents, including the Peer Assessment Fundamentals

· Implementation of the IEC Masterplan

· Improved communication between IEC Technical Committees and IEC Conformity Assessment Systems, noting the excellent cooperation between IECEx and TC 31 

· Work in Cyber Security with the United Nations UNECE similar to the work done with IECEx and UNECE, also noting the new services of IECEE for Cyber Security 

· The work of the IEC CAB Bizl regarding the identification of new IEC Conformity Assessment service offerings

· Consideration of a FR proposal for a dedicated promotions person of the Central Office to assist in growing CA services

· Increased IEC visibility at key ISO events such as ISO CASCO which is responsible for the ISO/IEC 17000 series of Standards 

Mr Paulsen then outlined the work of the new IEC Finance Committee, FINCOM and noted work within CAB to with FINCOM.

He also noted that for this year IEC CAB and CA Systems will have a dedicated exhibition booth at the IEC Busan General Meeting next month.

Mr Paulsen then congratulated IECEx in its upholding of the key fundamental principles of IEC including its non-profit operation.
He congratulated IECEx on its evolution from its early days of mutual recognition of test results to move to provide full certification of components, products and systems, thru to certification of Services and more recently Certification of Personal Competence, all in response to industry demand and noted the move to cover Non-Electrical Ex equipment.
In closing Mr Paulsen congratulated the IECEx and its leadership in the excellent work IECEx does and continues to do and wishes IECEx to continue to do so and that IECEx has the full support of the IEC in its work.

The Chair then referred to the latest version of the Agenda, ExMC/1377B/DA, advising that this is the first ExMC Meeting under the new IECEx Basic Rules which includes the new IEC CA 01 Harmonised Basic Rules and the new document distribution timelines.

To this point he thanked the Secretariat as well as the Membership for their collective work in having the agenda and necessary documents available to meet these timelines and trust that the membership also found this most useful.
The Secretariat then outlined some updates and additional items, mainly relating to items being raised following the issue of the zip file of the agenda and papers with proposals from CN and DE concerning specific agenda items 4.1, 7.3, 8.2.3, 8.7.

The meeting then also considered a change in the order of the agenda and agreed to deal with items 11.1 and 12.2.1 on day 1.  

The Chair called for any objections or comments, with AU seeking clarification regarding availability of the late documents with the Secretariat advising that the documents were posted and available for download from the IECEx 2018 meeting website, listed alongside the respective agenda items.

Document Considered: 

· ExMC/1418/R – Status of Action Items from the 2017 ExMC Meeting
The Chair called on the Executive Secretary to provide a report of the actions from the 2017 ExMC meeting with the Secretary referring to document ExMC/1418/R and advised that the US drew the Secretary’s attention to action item 57 for which the report shows the status as “completed” but this should be showing as “on-going”.  He further advised that the slight confusion is that the action to refer the matter to ExMC WG1 was completed but the actual work itself is on-going.
US also raised the issue of a meeting decision register and appreciated that this has now been introduced on the website but asked if the Secretariat could provide a global search feature.  The Secretary advised that at this point only decisions from the last 2 years of decisions have been displayed but that the past years of all recorded DL documents have been pooled into one single word document to enable such a search to be undertaken, outlining that this approach was due to a resource issue as going back and re-loading each decision from all past years would be extremely time consuming and questioned the value of such resources when there is a single document available that contains all.  The Secretary confirmed that it is possible to conduct a word search of past years by downloading the single word file but that going forward the 2017 Decisions will remain on the Website table and the 2018 decisions will be placed ontop of them.

With this explanation the US and the meeting agreed to the approach outlined by the Secretary in the interests of resource efficiency.  The US further proposed that a similar approach to a register of meetings decisions be developed for ExTAG meeting Decisions, noting no need to go back to re-load all past years but to look at going forward. Also something similar for all other committees.

Mr Duffy, noted the use of a single file of all past years decisions which gets updated each year and that can be downloaded could serve this purpose.  The meeting agreed with the Secretary undertaking this action.

US then referred to Good Working Practise guide action item 8 and noted that bullet point “5” from the US document ExMC/1058/CD has not yet been included with the Secretary advising that this will be done and hence action 8 will be captured in these minutes and actions.
US then raised action item 43 concerning the question bank questioning is there any action of ExMC that could assist this moving forward, with the Secretary advising that we plan to discuss this during this meeting when the ExPCC Chair gives his report later today.  On this basis the US agreed to await the ExPCC discussions.  

The US referred to action item 48 questioning what is the application date of new IECEx OD 207, with the Secretary offering to take this away from the meeting and review this application date of the OD and if not clear then to seek an editorial amendment, noting that it is usual practise that new or revised Rules and ODs apply upon publication.  The meeting agreed to the approach proposed by the Secretary.

US referred to action item 58 regarding the hiding of old Working Groups that have since been disbanded with the Secretary advising that rather than hide them can we identify them as being disbanded so as not to lose the history.  The meeting agreed with this approach with the Secretary taking an action on this.

With no other remarks or questions received the chair proposed and the meeting agreed to record the following Decision.

OVERVIEW OF IECEx SYSTEM ACTIVITIES  
4.1

Annual Report Card

Members to receive a report from the IECEx Secretariat on IECEx Schemes activity and general statistics as the IECEx System Report Card 2018.  Members to also receive a report on the updates to the IECEx Website and the IECEx On-Line Certificate System and the status of the IECEx Mid Term Surveillance according to OD 003-2.


Documents considered:

· ExMC/1386/R – 2018 IECEx Annual Report Card
The Chair called on the Executive Secretary to present the 2018 annual report card.

The Secretary advised that the Secretariat introduced the concept of providing an annual report card as a means of communicating the activities, statistics and day to day issues of the IECEx System and its schemes.

The Secretary commenced by advising that as the report card, ExMC/1386/R was issued in plenty of time ahead of the meeting that he did not plan to read it out but rather provided the following highlights:

· The Executive Summary under Item 1

· The statistics of issued reports and Certificates and Certificate types
· The listing of certificates that are in the “Draft” stage which is hidden from public until issued, the numbers show “future certificates that are likely to be issued once the process is completed

· Scheme surveillance activities – highlighting the internal On-Line auditing of issued certificates being done by the Secretariat and the results of this audit

· Administrative activities of the System, eg documents issued, meetings held

· Promotional activities – noting that for 2018 IECEx held 2 separate conferences, one in Split Croatia and a second in Jakarta both a success.

· Daily administrative duties, financials correspondence and emails etc

· Managing of IECEx peer assessments including scope extensions

· Matters being dealt with by the Executive

The Secretary concluded by noting the continued and sustained growth of the IECEx remains impressive.

The Chair thanked the Secretary for his report and for preparing this annual report card as this is most beneficial to the membership.

The Chair called on the meeting to raise any questions or remarks to the Secretary.

DE raised that while looking at both newly issued certificates and “up Issued” certificates they appreciated that the report is showing the number of Issue 0 certificates a real measure of growth for new products being covered.
NL noted (4.1) of the report that the excellent work of the Secretariat in performing the internal audits of issued certificates and noted the inclusion of the Services Certificates and CoPC Certificates noting that while the conclusion of these internal audits done by the Secretariat are being shown, NL would appreciate a little more detail on the items looked at etc.  The Secretary agreed to review the level of information for future.

AU raised the number of Draft Certificates in the system and how many are likely to result in an issued Certificate as opposed to a project that may have stalled or even been closed, with the Secretary advising that as part of the internal audit and review conducted by the Secretariat that they raise “old” Draft Certificates in the system, with the respective ExCBs in an attempt to clean the system of Drafts that look like going nowhere.

While on this issue raised by AU the Secretary responded to a question concerning the ability for an ExCB to delete a draft certificate with the Secretary outlining the inherent Security features of the IECEx “On-Line” System which include among others:
· The automated issuing of the certificate number

· Limiting the scope of the certificate to the scope of the ExCB

· The locking of certificates after 14 days of issue, to allow for minor editorial corrections to be made

· That certificates can ONLY be deleted by the Secretariat

· Others

The feature to only have certificates and drafts deleted by the Secretariat is due to the fact that we have so many ExCBs participating with many of their staff with possible access to ExCB passwords but clarified that the Secretariat can only deleted a draft certificate after it has received formal notification from the ExCB, which is recorded.

The US expressed a desire that it maybe prudent to allow an ExCB to delete its drafts Certificates BUT not issued certificates which need to remain secure. The Secretary advised that there is current work underway within the IEC IT department and that we could look at including this feature and agreed to take an action on this point. 

The Chair then referred the meeting to document ExMC/1435/CD, a proposal from CN and noted that this was presented outside the timelines of IEC CA 01 but asked for a discussion and invited CN to present this.
CN advised that they appreciated the new electronic on-line voting system but suggested that in the interest of efficiency that perhaps the documents be grouped into 4 categories and only need to submit for formal voting be conducted on some documents, according to the CN proposal.

The Chair thanked CN for their proposal and invited comments from the members with SE indicating support.  FR also indicated its support, with AU referring to the proposals from the WG4 Assessor Group similar to the CN proposal.  CH also sought the views of the Secretariat for the website.

The Secretary did remark that this CN proposal on the surface provides for efficiency however he raised that on a practical level of what do we do when the Secretariat receives 1 negative vote but nothing from others.  Does this mean that the matter cannot proceed or should it be assumed that the greater majority are in favour?  The Secretary felt that this issue should be clarified if going forward with this proposal.

US also shared the concerns of the Secretariat but perhaps there maybe additional mechanisms that we could explore.
NO supports the CN proposal but understands the concerns of the Secretariat.
The meeting then undertook a brief discussion on the practicalities of such a process with the Secretariat reminding the meeting that due to the regulatory regime in some countries that a formal report of voting is required for them to make use of the IECEx certificates.

DE supports means to improve efficiency

The meeting also noted practises of other CA Schemes such as IECEE.  The Secretary advised that he regularly discusses matters with his colleagues in the IECEE Secretariat but did note that there is a difference in that in IECEE CB Scheme they issue CB Test Certificates whereas IECEx it is IECEx Certificates of Conformity that are issued with the Certificate number actually appearing on the products.

In conclusion, the Chair and Secretary proposed to refer the matter for discussion within the Executive for the Executive to come back to the membership. On this basis the meeting agreed to record the following decisions.

The Chair noted that since January 2018 IECEx have been applying the new IECEx Basic Rules which comprise both the IEC CA 01 Harmonised Basic Rules together with the IECEx 01-S being the IECEx Supplement.

The Chair informed the meeting that Edition 2.2 of the IEC CA 01 HBR will be available shortly that will include a new Clause 7.6 that will require that where Member Bodies that are not the same organisation as the IEC National Committee of that country that the IEC National Committee will be asked to re-confirm their nomination of the organisation as the country’s IECEx Member Body, on a 5 years basis.  The Chair then invited any comments or questions from the meeting.  None were raised with the Chair proposing and the meeting agreeing to record the following decision.
Decision 2018/11(ExMC/1436/DL)
The Meeting noted that from 1 January 2018 all four IEC Conformity Assessment Systems, IECEE, IECEx, IECQ, IECRE are now operating according to the new IEC CA 01 – Harmonised Basic Rules and received a report from the Secretariat regarding current work within CAB and any other matters relating to the Harmonised Basic Rules.
5.4 Cyber Security

To receive an update, from Mr Amos of the IECEx Secretariat in his role as the IECEx Liaison concerning the situation of Cyber Security to both CAB and IECEE and also to receive an update of developments within the IECEE, following their 2018 CMC Meeting.

Document Considered:

· ExMC/1400/R – Report from Mr Amos, IECEx Secretariat
· CAB/1737A/R – Report from CAB WG17 Cyber Security.  
The Chair informed the meeting that the topic of Cyber Security is being dealt with by CAB WG17 and also noted the new addition of Cyber security within the IECEE.  He also noted that the IECEx representative to CAB WG17 is Mr Mark Amos from the Secretariat and called upon Mr Amos to present a report.

Mr Amos presented ExMC/1400/R as his report highlighting the previous advice from the CAB Chair that IECEE has taken the lead role in CA activities for Cyber Security and is now offering a dedicated scheme based on the IEC 62443 series of Standards.

Mr Amos explained the various types of the Certificates being offered within the IECEE with potentially up to 6 types to cover aspects of capability and processes and referred to IECEE Operational Document OD 2037 which addresses these.

Mr Amos then highlighted that while IECEE is taking the lead role in CA services for Cyber Security under their category “Industrial Automation” each of the CA Systems need to identify any of their specific needs that needs to be addressed either by requesting IECEE to address or that the CA System itself needs to address in order to prevent duplication.
On this aspect, Mr Amos expressed ideas of looking at the different Ex protection techniques that may or may not need to be considered with respect to Cyber Security, noting the potential of Ex p with its inherent controls that could be an example that may need to be addressed but felt that an IECEE certificate should be capable of addressing the Ex concerns.

Mr Amos concluded that we need to keep a watching brief of the work of IECEE and IEC CAB WG17 and noted that he is a member of both Groups and called on all members to contact him if they wish to share any specific issues or concerns over Cyber Security and how it impacts in the Ex field.

The Chair thanked Mr Amos for his presentation and his on-going work at ensuring that IECEx interests are addressed in this very complex area.  The Chair also noted that the issue of persons and functional safety which impacts on the Ex safety and could be susceptible to Cyber Security issues.  He then invited the meeting to raise any questions or comments.   

AU raised the issue of controls associated with rotating machines is another example of areas that need to be addressed with Mr Amos agreeing but also suggesting that IECEE could address this.

Mr Duffy agreed with Mr Amos that as part of functional safety and industrial automation the issue of controls would be addressed regardless of the type of rotating machine.

Mr Coppler, TC 31 Chair informed the meeting of discussions within the USNC for TC 31, raising questions over the different methods to determine a Cyber Security threat to an Ex protection technique and in applying IEC 62443 standards may well be dependent on the conditions of use  of the device.  He remarked that the view within the US is that if an Ex protection concept incorporates software or digital logic as part of its protection then a Cyber Security Risk Analysis shall be performed to determine if a Cyber Security threat is present to the Explosion Protection noting that IEC 62443-4-1 is one method of performing the risk analysis that maybe used.  He further advised that if it is then determined that there is a cyber security threat then the product should comply with IEC 62443-4-1 and IEC 62443-4-2 noting that the security levels vary and that these should be documented.

Mr Coppler then raised that there are some issues that should be addressed within TC 31 and SC 31J that could be regarded as Ex specific that may go beyond the IEC 62443 series and that this will be a topic for discussion within IEC TC 31.
In discussion, Mr Coppler agreed to provide Mr Amos with latest thinking in this regard that will be raised within TC 31.

Following further general discussion the meeting appreciated the information from Mr Coppler with the meeting agreeing to record the following decision, with the US requesting a summary of Mr Coppler’s explanation to be captured in these minutes.
Decision 2018/12 (ExMC/1436/DL)
The Meeting accepted the report provided by Mr Amos (as circulated as ExMC/1400/R) and also noted CAB/1737/R as a report from CAB WG17, Cyber Security.

It was agreed that the IECEx Cyber Security Study Group continue to monitor the work of the IECEE CTF WG (now redesignated as IECEE CMC WG31) and take no decisions regarding IECEx Certification with respect to cyber security matters at this point in time.

The meeting also noted the advice from the USNC on their work on this matter.

Israel suggested the value in having prepared for the next IECEx meeting some guidelines with Mr Amos advising that IECEE are taking the lead role as part of the CAB decision and noting that this is still early stages and agreed that while a target date could be useful, given the current status, perhaps Mr Amos could prepare a simple guideline document.
UK commented that such a guideline could be as simple as if an Ex device contains software then IEC 62443-4-1 needs to be addressed with Mr Coppler advising that it may not be that straightforward and that further discussion is to be had within TC 31 on this area.

Following further discussion the Chair commented that while an important issue we need to be careful not to be duplicating any work being done within IECEE and IEC CAB, with the meeting concluding that this is still early days, with Mr Amos undertaking to provide an updated report at the next ExMC 2019 meeting

The Chair introduced this item, noting requirements of the new IEC CA 01 Edition 2 of the Harmonised Basic Rules that requires that in each of the IEC CA Systems, Member Bodies are to report on an annual basis their efforts to support full representation of all their respective stakeholders.

The Chair then explained that a questionnaire was issued as a survey of member bodies with the Secretary advising that the template of the survey was developed by the CAB WG11 to provide consistency across all Systems.  This was issued as ExMC/1398/Q and the results of the survey presented in ExMC/1429/R.

In presenting the results the Secretary thanked members for their cooperation and timeliness to help complete this and drew the meeting’s attention to the Executive summary and also informed the meeting that all responses received have been tabulated as an Annex to the report.

He concluded that in summary there is indication that the relevant stakeholders of Manufacturers, End Users, Repairers, Regulators and Conformity Assessment Bodies are being represented by the respective member Bodies and that while this annual reporting is something relatively new for IECEx that we note the results and report them to CAB accordingly. 

Mr Paulsen, was most encouraged by the approach that IECEx had taken in issuing the survey and compiling them in this fashion and advised this is an opportunity for countries to share their experiences and approaches and requested that this report be included with the IECEx Report to CAB
UK noted that in the past, we have had difficulties in gaining End Users involvement and suggested that at the next update of the Questionnaire that End Users be added as a separate category.  The meeting agreed with the following decision recorded.

The Chair called on the Convener of ExMC WG4, Dr Munro to present his report.

Dr Munro referred to his report, ExMC/1407/R noting that this report covers activities of the Group since the last ExMC meeting noting that while Recommendation 1 refers to additional roles for ExMC WG4, this may be overtaken if ExMC accept the decision to form a new Group.
Dr Munro then outlined the status of Assessors coming from larger ExCBs and ExTLs.

He then outlined the background behind the proposals to establish a new Group “IECEx Assessment Group” to enable the role of WG4 to be handled by a more permanent Group.

He also informed the meeting that WG4 conducted a review of all existing Assessors to check on their current capabilities, noting that this was done using a new and more detailed application form.  This resulted in 5 Assessors being recommended for removal due to them not sending back the completed form and their lack of involvement in the IECEx.  He also referred to the updated Assessor Guide, OD 032.
Dr Munro then advised of the WG4 work in collaboration with IECEE now have an updated Checklist for the new ISO/IEC 17025, with a recommendation that IECEx also follows the same application timeframe for the new ISO/IEC 17025 to align with ILAC being 30 November 2020 and that new applications from ExTLs after 30 November 2019 must use the new ISO/IEC 17025.
Dr Munro then outlined the documents that WG4 is seeking acceptance by ExMC and noting that this is likely to be the last report from WG4 he wished to thank all members of WG4 for their long standing and active input to the work.

The Chair thanked Dr Munro and the WG4 for their very important work noting that this underpins the credibility of the Schemes we have in IECEx.  The Chair then referred to the 4 Recommendations of the WG4 and opened the floor for discussion.
UK sought clarification over the WG4 Report ExMC/1407/R stating that in Clause 4b the reference should be Annex A.2 c and not ‘d’.  The second point raised that item ‘e’ which makes reference to witness auditing being conducted of ExCBs noting the difficulty this may present. 

RU sought clarification over the term “Top 10 Bodies” in the phrase “Chris Agius to approach top 10 of IECEx bodies to request they put forward at least one assessor candidate (if they are not already providing an assessor) of the Report ExMC/1407/R with the Secretary and Dr Munro clarifying this is meant as the top 10 certificate issuing bodies by number of certificates issued, given their activity in the scheme. 
On the Recommendation of ExMC WG4 of converting the ExMC WG4 to the new IECEx Assessment Group, the Chair called for any comments to the proposal, with the meeting indicating its support for the formation of this new Group.

UK commented that the name of this new Group does not seem to be clear with the meeting agreeing to the US suggestion to refer to this group as the “IECEx Assessment Group” or “ExAG” for short, in order to be consistent with the reference to other Groups in IECEx.

AU sought clarification over the mention of “all matters as related to assessments” as part of this new Groups Terms of reference and questioned would this involve the appointment of Assessors with the Secretary reminding the meeting that the ExMC appoints experts to become Assessors and included on the list of Approved Assessors with the Executive Secretary responsible for the appointment of specific Assessment teams based on availability, competence to match scope of the Body being assessed and general rules of the schemes.  In terms of maintenance of documents this is intended to be covered by the new ExAG for documents relating to assessments.

UK noted the reference to inclusion of witness assessments of ExCBs while they are conducting on-site audits of manufacturers and noted the challenges that this may present, including issues of timing.

Mr Sinclair as ExSFC Chair, commented on the reference to introduce ‘witness assessments” of ExCBs and noted that this is an important element concerning the IECEx Services scheme noting almost all work is done on the site of the Service Facility, thereby limiting site assessment visits to the Service facility offices may not provide a complete picture of the competence and capability of a Service Facility.  Regarding the issue of membership of the new ExAG, Mr Sinclair raised that there could be some conflict/issues relating to balance and composition of representation on the ExAG and suggested this is something that the new ExAG will need to monitor.

The Chair concluded that there are a number of areas that we could consider for improvements but suggested that in order to move forward that this meeting should approve the formation of the new ExAG Group and assign them the first task to review its constitution and consider any proposals for improvement in its working and report back to the ExMC.

The meeting indicated its agreement with the Chair’s proposal and agreed to record the following decisions.

The Chair then called on the meeting to consider the draft new OD 032 as prepared by the WG4 also noting the document from CN, ExMC/1434/CD with CN advising that they wish to see OD 032 updated to make it clear that the Secretary has a role in approving of the cost estimates and itinerary of assessments, noting that the Secretary does have an oversight role but the OD 032 does not make this clear.
Dr Munro, responded that while he agrees with the intent of the CN proposal, he considers these are requirements whereas OD 032 is intended to be a guidance document and if there is support for the CN proposal then ask that the new ExAG to take these on-board during the next update of OD 003.

US noted the current work of the Secretariat and questioned the value in assigning additional tasks.

8.2.1
Report from 2018 ExTAG Meeting


Members to receive a report on the 2018 ExTAG (Ex Testing and Assessment Group) Meeting and associated ExTAG Training Workshop from ExTAG Chairman, Prof Xu Jianping.

The Chair invited Prof XU as ExTAG Chair to present his report, with Prof XU informing the meeting that ExTAG held a Training Workshop last Monday followed by one and a half days of Technical discussions over 18 and 19 September 2018.

Prof XU presented his report (ExTAG(Cannes/ExTAGChair)04 available from the 2019 Meeting Website https://www.iecex.com/meeting-and-events/2018-annual-meetings-of-the-iecex-system-cannes-france/meeting-documents/extag-2/ 
Prof XU expressed the ExTAG appreciation for the hosting of the ExTAG Training Workshop and Technical Session by the FR National Committee.
He outlined the various items covered during the Training Workshop, according to the Workshop agenda, ExTAG/516/Inf, noting that the Workshop provided valuable exchanges of views and was most appreciated with agreement to hold another Training workshop next year with a focus on the issue of management of QARs.  He also advised that presentations from the Training Workshop are placed on the IECEx 2018 meeting website at https://www.iecex.com/meeting-and-events/2018-annual-meetings-of-the-iecex-system-cannes-france/meeting-documents/presentations/ 
Prof XU outlined the background behind the various Technical Exchanges during the ExTAG Technical Sessions of Monday and Tuesday this week:

· Spark Assessment for the combination of resistive, capacitive and inductive Parameters. 
· Calibration of Humidity Chambers
· Construction requirements for flameproof enclosures with an internal source of release
· Use of new IEC Standard IEC 62784
He expressed his appreciation to have so many experts from TC 31 and SCs and MTs present including the TC 31 Chair Mr Coppler.

Prof XU gave an update of the activities of the Ex TAG Working Groups and the discussions concerning both issued and draft Ex TAG Decisions noting that they are extremely valuable at ensuring a common approach by all ExTLs and ExCBs operating in the IECEx 02 Equipment Scheme.
He also highlighted the work of the ExTAG WG10 regarding Proficiency Testing and the PTP program and its value along with planned updates to be prepared to the OD 202 form consideration by ExMC at a future meeting.

In concluding Prof XU detailed the following items that the ExTAG wish to raise with the ExMC for this meeting:
1. ExTAG Members agreed that the matter concerning withdrawal of the DS 2015/001A be referred to ExMC for decision, considering that no consensus was reach during ExTAG meeting.

2. ExTAG supports the proposed revised edition of OD 035 relative to IECEx Proficiency Testing Program circulated as ExTAG/490B/CD with the minor additional change proposed during ExTAG Meeting and agreed to recommend to the ExMC that the draft Operational Document proceed to publication.
3. ExTAG recommends that ExMC considers the document ExTAG/500/CD relative   to CoCs for Ex Equipment against performance standards for further guidance to ExTAG on this matter, noting the ExTAG decision to refer this matter to ExMC and possibly ExMC WG1 for consideration. 
The Chair thanked Prof XU for his report noting the importance of the work of ExTAG in providing a forum for ExCBs and ExTLs to come together to ensure consistency.  The Chair opened the floor for any comments or discussion concerning the ExTAG Report.
AU raised the issue of item 1. DS 2015/001A noting that ExMC need to make a decision on its future noting that the IEC TS 60079-46 has now been published, raising that there was no clear decision on a proposal from ExTAG to ExMC.
The Secretary gave some background behind the ExTAG discussion on the DS 2015/001A noting that no clear agreement was reached during the ExTAG meeting concerning a withdrawal date for the DS 2015/001A.
UK agreed with the AU view that there was no clear ExTAG decision taken concerning the timeframe for withdrawal of the DS with the ExTAG Secretary agreeing that the proposal from ExTAG was to bring this forward for a decision from ExMC to decide on a timeframe for withdrawal of the DS. 

The Chair then called on the meeting to take a discussion on the withdrawal of DS 2015/001A.

The ExMC Secretary then reminded the meeting of the different options for the withdrawal of the DS 2015/001A, noting the previous decision taken that an ExCB and ExTL must have ISO 80079-36 and -37 within their scope in order to qualify for IEC 60079-46, given that -46 covers non-electrical items whereas DS 2015/001A was issued to address electrical items only.

On this basis the ExMC Secretary proposed that ExMC agreed to a set date by which Certificates according to DS 2015/001A as a set date would be clear to everyone. 

AU referred to the DS 2015/001A and the message that states that this DS is an interim measure until TC 31 produces a publication covering Assemblies which it has since done and that there are many ExCBs with this new IEC 60079-46 within their scope and suggested that the DS needs to be withdrawn immediately.

UK indicated their support for the Secretary’s suggestion that a set time of 1 January 2020 when the DS is to be withdrawn.

US, FR, DE, IT, CN, KR supports the proposal of the Secretary

AU does not support the proposed withdrawal of the DS on 1 Jan 2020 as AU previously supported the DS on the basis that it would be withdrawn when a standard was available.  However did understand that there may be projects in hand which could be concluded but no new applications.

Following additional discussion including a suggestion from Dr Munro regarding a possible shortening of the time period for the withdrawal of DS 2015/001A the meeting agreed to record the following decisions.  

Decision 2018/28 (ExMC/1436/DL)
The Meeting accepted a verbal report from Prof Xu Jianping, ExTAG Chairman on the 2018 ExTAG (Ex Testing and Assessment Group) Meeting and associated ExTAG Training Workshop as published as ExTAG(Cannes/ExTAGChair)04.

Decision 2018/29 (ExMC/1436/DL)
The majority of members (noting AU’s objection) attending the Meeting supported the proposal that the use of ExTAG DS 2015/001A be withdrawn from use for IECEx Certification on 1st January 2020.  After this date no Certificates can be issued based on DS/2015/001A.

8.2.2 
Operational Document OD 024 – ExTAG Report to ExMC concerning the updating of OD 024 in light of work conducted within the ExTAG WG6 Working Group.


ExTAG WG6 held a meeting in June 2018 in Weimar and will report to the 2018 ExTAG Meeting in Cannes.


ExMC will be asked to consider any proposals that may arise from the 2018 ExTAG meeting concerning its consideration of the latest draft update to IECEx OD 024.

The Chair then referred the meeting to the draft Revision of IECEx OD 024, ExMC/1411/CD also noting that members have been given a copy of a similar document used in the IECEE, OD 2048. And called on the meeting to consider these documents.

UK noted that the draft new OD 024 in ExMC/1411/CD does not show the tracked changes compared to the current OD 024 with the meeting noting that there is good reason behind this as stated in the introduction to the document but at this point they wish to abstain from voting on the document.

US also noted why for this document there are no tracked changes showing but did advise their support of the document but wish to see a definition of a “Testing Program” in a future edition but did not want to see this draft be held back.
Dr Munro, advised the meeting that one of the tasks dealt with by the ExTAG WG6 was to re-organise/restructure of the OD 024 and advised that producing a red-line version in this case would be meaningless as the entire document would be showing in redline.  He further advised that there are really no technical changes to the document.
DE supports the document.  

CN raised concern over the text regarding to Additional Testing Facilities.

The Secretary then displayed an edited version of ExMC/1411/CD which include clarification of “Off-Site” testing facilities in the heading.  Dr Munro suggested that the definition of Testing Facilities should exclude ATFs, with the US suggesting at 3.11 in the document this could be clarified.
During discussions the meeting undertook an editing exercise of the draft and finalised an updated version of ExMC/1411/CD, issued as ExMC(Cannes/Sec)05 and agreed for this to proceed for publication, noting that while there could be additional items to improve the document, the changes made today are considered significant improvements and a desire by the membership to not delay publication of the Revised OD 024.
In conclusion the meeting agreed to record the following decision.

Decision 2018/30 (ExMC/1436/DL)
The Meeting approved the publication of the revision of IECEx OD 024 as proposed in ExMC(Cannes/Secretariat)05 OD024 Modified following the 2018 ExTAG Meeting.   The meeting also supported the US proposal for future topics on 

· definitions of testing programme entail 

· how much witnessing is needed for a partial witnessing 

· requirements for ATFs

to be considered by ExTAG WG6.

The Secretary informed the meeting that ExTAG agreed for the ExTAG WG6 to continue its work and plans to meet during the 2019 IECEx Operational Meetings, where the items raised here will be dealt with.
8.2.3
Operational Document OD 202 – ExTAG Report to ExMC concerning the updating of OD 202 IECEx Proficiency Testing Program in light of work conducted within the ExTAG.


The meeting to receive a status report on the IECEx Proficiency Testing Program 

Documents for Noting:

· OD 202 -  PTP Rules
· ExTAG/527/R – Report from the ExTAG WG10 Convener
· ExMC(Cannes/DE)02 – Discussion paper from DE
The Chair noted the detailed report from the ExTAG WG10 Convener Mr Krause during the ExTAG meeting earlier this week as reported by the ExTAG Chair in his report yesterday and called on the Secretary to provide any additional information.
The Secretary informed the meeting of background to the ExTAG/527/R as dealt with during the ExTAG meeting this week and the meeting of ExTAG WG10 also held during this week.  He further informed of the recommendation from ExTAG WG10 is that while noting the updated edition of OD 202, WG10 would like to work on further updates in order to assist improving the document addressing matters such as Additional Testing Facilities.  He informed of the ExTAG decision to support ExTAG WG10 to continue work on a further update to OD 202, with the Secretary also suggesting and the meeting agreeing that the DE paper ExMC(Cannes/DE)02 also be referred to ExTAG WG10 for their consideration.

The Secretary then reported on the status of the IECEx PTP Program and its implementation noting that participation has now been made mandatory by the previous ExMC Decision and now reflected in the updated IECEx 02 Rules of Procedure.  As a result the Secretary advised that due to this the Secretariat issued a circular to all ExTLs and ExCBs reminding them of the need to participate.  He further mentioned that the ExTLs fell into one of the following 3 categories:-

1. Those that are/have been participating in all PTP Programs

2. Those that have participated in some but not all Programs

3. Those that are yet to register to participate in any PT Programs

The Secretary advised the meeting that they have targeted those falling under category 3 reminding them that unless there is immediate attempts to participate, non participation constitutes non-compliance with the IECEx Rules for which may result in suspension of the ExTL’s participation in the IECEx Scheme.  To this point he also noted the quick and positive response from those ExTLs contacted by the Secretariat and further advised that this along with other matters is an element under constant monitoring by the Secretariat.

The Secretary then called on Dr Lienesch, in the absence of Mr Krause, to offer some additional information with Dr Lienesch, informing the meeting further on discussions of the ExTAG WG10 meeting held earlier this week in Cannes and gave some general information on the PTP programs managed by PTB including the planning of Programs related to Intrinsic Safety, also noting some of the challenges in gaining sufficient and appropriate samples for the various programs.

The Chair thanked Dr Lienesch for his update and invited any comments or questions.

US raised the concern over ExTLs that may not be participating with the Secretary clarifying that the ExTLs they have contacted are where the ExTLs are not participating in programs that are within their own ExTL scope.

The Chair, informed his concern of those ExTLs that have not participated and informed the meeting that he has received personal endorsement from the manufactures, end users and regulators supporting that IECEx is operating such a PTP as this gives the added confidence for the IECEx Scheme and hence gives his full support to the Secretary to maintain a monitoring role with the PTP Provider PTP.

The Chair further remarked that the membership must be aware that there are to be some sanctions against ExTLs that may not be participating and that this is something that will also be overseen by the IECEx Executive.  He then invited any additional remarks.

DE advised that they support the statement of the Chair and that this addresses the general concerns of Germany and support their discussion paper being discussed within the ExTAG WG10.  DE also sought some additional continuous reporting from the Secretariat to the Executive on the status of the PTP.  DE also noted that action is required where there maybe some unsatisfactory results from the ExTLs even those participating and recommend that rather than the OD say “may” take action this should be stating that the Secretariat “shall” take action also concerning where there are unsatisfactory results. 
FR drew the meeting’s attention to the PTP program operating in the IECEE CB Scheme and outlined the practise within IECEE concerning both non participation as well as unsatisfactory results and suggested that the Secretariat explore the activity of the IECEE.  The Secretary advised the meeting that in developing the IECEx OD 202, that they had consulted with the IECEE Secretariat and we should note that the OD 202 is very closely aligned with the corresponding OD from the IECEE but agreed that they should consult with IECEE Secretariat in this regard. 

In conclusion the Chair proposed and the meeting agreed to record the following decision.
Decision 2018/31(ExMC/1436/DL)
The Meeting accepted a report from Dr Lienesch of PTB (on behalf of Mr Krause) on the status of the IECEx Proficiency Testing Program and supported the ExTAG WG10 recommendation to continue work on a revision of IECEx OD 202 taking into account the DE proposal in ExMC(Cannes/DE)02 

8.2.4 
Revision of OD 035 - Process for the preparation and approval of Decision Sheets.
To consider proposed changes to OD 035, that are currently being considered within ExTAG following their 2018 Cannes Meeting.

· ExTAG/490B/CD – Proposed changes to OD 035
The Chair, informed the meeting that a revision of OD 035 was undertaken within the ExTAG and discussed earlier this week with document ExTAG/490B/CD detailing the proposed changes.  The Secretary also advised that this was discussed during the ExTAG meeting this week, noting that there is also a proposal that Decision Sheets should also be able to be issued to cover matters relating to IECEx rules and ODs in addition to Standards.

The Chair invited the meeting to consider the proposed changes and raise any questions or comments.

US advised of their support for the proposed changes as detailed in ExTAG/490B/CD but expressed concern over issuing Decision Sheets covering IECEx ODs and suggested that as the ODs themselves can be revised rather expeditiously and hence resources to develop a DS for an OD should be directed towards “fixing” the OD if this is necessary.

On the basis the meeting indicated its agreement to proceed to publication of a revised edition of OD 035 incorporating the proposed changes detailed in ExTAG/490B/CD and recorded the following decision. 
Decision 2018/32 (ExMC/1436/DL)
The Meeting approved the publication of the revision of IECEx OD 035 as circulated and noted that this was previously discussed in the 2018 ExTAG Meeting (in reference to ExTAG/490B/CD) with the outcome that ExTAG supported this revision as circulated.

8.2.5
Proposed new IECEx Operational Document covering Optical Radiation


During the 2017 Washington meetings there was considerable discussion concerning the issue of Ex equipment containing light sources and the impact of IEC 60079-28.  AU has submitted a proposal for a new OD to address this issue.  The meeting will be asked to consider this AU proposal which is also to be discussed within ExTAG prior to the ExMC meeting.

Document Considered:

· ExMC/1406/CD – AU proposal 
The Chair, informed the meeting of the background and discussions taken within the ExTAG meeting of the AU proposal for a new Operational Document covering Optical Radiation and invited AU to present this.

Dr Munro of AU informed the meeting that this was discussed within ExTAG in light of discussions over a draft Decision Sheet with ExTAG agreeing that the Draft DS should proceed and feels that this AU proposal is complimentary to the Draft DS being prepared within ExTAG.

Dr Munro presented the AU proposal ExMC/1406/CD advising that while initially felt that the DS would be replaced if this new OD was agreed by ExMC but advised that from the ExTAG discussions that this should be changed to allow both the ExTAG DS and this new OD to both remain.
Dr Munro informed of aspects concerning the scope of ExCBs and ExTLs relating to IEC 60079-28.
Dr Munro further advised that an initial proposal was considered during the ExMC WG1 2018 Weimar meeting following which the draft OD was based on.
Dr Munro explained that the main difference between this AU proposal and the draft DS developed within ExTAG is that the DS does not consider it to be essential for an ExCB and ExTL to have IEC 60079-28 within their scope whereas the AU proposal does with Dr Munro noting that currently of all IECEx ExCBs bodies, 39 have this standard within their scope at the moment on 18 that do not yet have this standard.  Dr Munro explained the rationale behind the AU proposing that all Bodies have IEC 60079-28 within their scope.

The Chair thanked Dr Munro and called on Prof XU ExTAG Chair to provide ExTAG remarks.

Prof XU informed that this AU proposal was discussed during the 2018 ExTAG meeting, suggesting that this proposal should for optical radiation be considered within this ExMC rather than just within ExTAG.

Mr Duffy questioned that this appears to be a matter where we have an issue being addressed by an ExTAG Decision Sheet but yet the matter appears still not to have been addressed within the Technical Committee responsible for the Standard.  
TC 31 Chair, Mr Coppler informed that the Maintenance Teams for IEC 60079-28 and  Working Group WG40 on Luminaires have been working together noting that the initial approach when IEC 60079-28 was introduced was that if a light source within a certain wavelength and a certain energy density then it fell under the scope of IEC 60079-28 IEC 60079-0, since then questions are being asked about the different types of light sources and while there was an attempt to add more clarification in the standard, this has now perhaps introduced some confusion.  Mr Coppler further informed of some of the recent information and discussions at the Split 2018 TC 31 meetings which has now been directed to the updating of the ExTAG Decision Sheet.

Mr Coppler then recapped over the basics from the original approach to IEC 60079-28 and expects that there will be some conclusions from the upcoming Busan TC meetings next month.

Mr Paulsen, as CAB Chair appreciated the update from the TC 31 Chair and informed the meeting that there is a feedback mechanism between the Standards side of IEC and the Conformity Assessment side, with the IECEx Chair complimenting the good cooperation between IECEx and TC 31 and asked the meeting if we can await for the work of TC 31 or move forward with the AU proposal.

Dr Munro outlined the differences between the technical requirements of the standards and the consistent approach of certification which is intended by the use of standard rules and Operational Procedures (ODs).

ES advised that from a certification approach that it is important to ensure consistency when issuing IECEx certificates.
UK outlined their concern in the suggestion that an OD be introduced that forces all ExCBs to have IEC 60079-28 within their scope.

US supported the UK position.

The meeting undertook further discussions with AU raising the need to consider all energies as potential sources of ignition with Mr Coppler TC 31 Chair, commenting that the initial judgement as to whether or not a light source falls under the scope of IEC 60079-28 should be taken once it is know what the device is and its component datasheet and looking at the characteristics of the device and if they fall within the scope of the IEC 60079-28 and if so then the assessment to IEC 60079-28 will be required noting the additional expertise for such an assessment.

UK reminded the meeting that this issue has been under discussion for some time and we need to reach a conclusion.  UK further remarked that the General requirements standard IEC 60079-0 now includes requirements covering Light sources and hence bodies must the necessary expertise to make judgement according to IEC 60079-0, noting that all Bodies have IEC 60079-0 in their scope and must have been assessed to be able to make judgement according to the IEC 60079-0 requirement.

DE supports the statement of UK.

The Chair noted support for the UK position from US, DE, NL, ES, CA and DK  

In conclusion the meeting agreed with the Secretary’s suggestion to ask ExMC WG2 to review the TCD requirements and if any additional guidance is required to highlight the need for competence requirements for ExCB and ExTL Staff when assessing the requirements of IEC 60079-0 regarding light sources and to have the AU proposal referred to ExMC WG1 for consideration.  The meeting further agreed to the US proposal to include input from the TC 31 WG40 regarding the TCD guidance.  The meeting recorded the following decision.
Decision 2018/33 (ExMC/1436/DL)
The Meeting considered a proposal from AU, as circulated as ExMC/1406/CD, noted that the 2018 ExTAG meeting discussed and recommended that the matter be referred this to ExMC WG1 – the ExMC meeting supported this.   The ExMC Meeting also agreed that ExMC WG2 be asked to review TCDs with continued input from MT 60079-28 and IEC TC 31 WG40 sought.

8.2.6
Any other ExTAG Matters


Members are invited to raise any other matters relating to ExTAG.

The Chair invited any additional matters concerning ExTAG to be raised with Prof XU as ExTAG Chair seeking confirmation whether or not ExTAG Decision Sheets can continue to cover items that are not just restricted to IEC Standards.

The Secretary clarified that the ExTAG Decision Sheets are an instrument used by ExTAG to support its role of ensuring a common approach to testing and certification among the bodies and hence can cover procedural matters in addition to matters to related to Standards.
The Secretary further pointed out that the discussions today were focused on the desire from ExMC that should an IECEx Operational Document (OD) be found to not be clear and require interpretation then rather than have ExTAG issue a DS, it is preferred that ExTAG use the resources to suggest changes to the offending OD.

The Chair thanked the Secretary for this clarification noted that this was the understanding of the meeting. 

8.3 
Report from Working Group ExMC WG1 – IECEx Rules


Members to receive a report from the WG1 Convener, Mr Marty Cole following the WG1 Meeting held May 2018 in Weimar and consider the WG1 Recommendations to ExMC contained within the WG1 Report.

The Chair called on Mr Cole as ExMC WG1 Convener to present his report.
Mr Cole presented his report, ExMC/1393/R, advising that the WG1 held a meeting as part of the 2018 Operational Meetings held in Weimar and outlined the 5 Recommendations contained in the report, for which specific decisions were taken under the following Agenda Items.

Mr Cole gave a summary of the background behind each of the recommendations, with Dr Lienesch giving supporting comments for the re-activation of ExMC WG8 “Regulatory Recognition”.

The meeting indicated its support for the re-activation of ExMC WG8 and appreciated the offer of Dr Lienesch to take on the role of Convener noting his role within the UNECE Working Party 6.
The Chair thanked Mr Cole for this report and invited the meeting to raise any questions or remarks with the US advising their appreciation for the on-going work of ExMC WG1 and does endorse the re-activation of WG8 but asks that the bulk of their meetings be held as teleconference to enable experts from Regulatory bodies to participate whom would not otherwise be able to travel.

US also raised concern over the Recommendation 3 concerning the content of Certificates and listing of all manufacturing locations that while listed on the QARs do not support them all being listed on Certificates.

The Chair called for any other remarks and with none received proposed and the meeting agreed to record the following decision.
Decision 2018/34 (ExMC/1436/DL)
The Meeting accepted the ExMC WG1 report contained in Document ExMC/1393/R and endorsed ExMC WG1 Recommendations 2 and 3 (other ExMC WG1 Recommendations in ExMC/1393/R are covered by the following Decisions).  

8.4
Proposed Requirements for IECEx Additional Testing Facilities (ATF)  


ExMCWG1 formed a Special Task Group under the leadership of Simon Barrowcliff.  An initial proposal was reviewed by WG1 during its 2017 UK meeting, with an updated version being prepared during its Weimar meeting.  A final proposal is now submitted for ExMC approval in Cannes 2018, which includes proposed changes to IECEx 02.


In additional, ExMC WG1 proposes changes to IECEx 02 to address matters relating to cooperation among multiple ExCBs and ExTLs

The Chair then called on the meeting to consider the above documents as prepared by the ExMC WG1, and presented as part of the WG1 report, with the Secretary advising that the Principles document, ExMC/1261A/DV which led to the proposed revision to IECEx 02.

The Chair invited the Convener Mr Teather to present his report.

Mr Teather presented his report ExMC/1417/R via power point presentation also providing some background to the issue and importance of Ex Production Quality Control and the role of ISO/IEC 80079-34.

Mr Teather reminded the meeting of the need for ExCBs to be recording “Objective Evidence” that demonstrates conformity with requirements.

He then outlined the Proposed Implementation of the new edition of ISO/IEC 80079-34 and the 2 Recommendations from the WG5 2018 Weimar meeting (re ExMC/1417/R).
Mr Teather then presented document ExMC(Cannes/WG5 Convener)03, (Revised QAR form) in detail as this is aligned with the new Edition 2.0 of the ISO/IEC 80079-34.

The Chair thanked Mr Teather for his extensive report and the work of WG5 and called for any questions or comments.

AU supported in principle the proposed transition from WG5 but suggested a 2 year period is required to allow time for manufacturers to implement the updated Standard.  UK supported the AU proposal.

AU questioned how “Special Conditions of Safe use” would be covered during an audit when these are detailed on the certificate, with Mr Teather advising that this would be expected to be captured as part of the documentation review during the site audit.

The meeting undertook a general discussion on the need for the site audit of manufacturers to include a review that ensures that the information on Certificates including special conditions of use are captured, with the meeting noting the provision for recording of information on the new updated QAR form, ExMC(Cannes/WG5 Convener)03, Clause 5.3 f) and also Annex A.2 among other areas of the new QAR form that capture this.    

The Chair then requested the meeting to consider the recommendations from WG5 with the change as proposed by AU that a 2 year transition period be applied. 

AU then suggested the need for an editorial “clean up” of the draft new F-001 (QAR Form) to remove the examples shown so as to have a clean version.

RU raised the need to retain both versions of the F-001 (QAR) Checklist during the Transitional period.

NL questioned the inclusion of standards content in an IECEx Checklist with the Secretariat to check on this point.

RU also noted the error in 2.4 and 2.5 of the new F-001 Form as they both have the same heading “Composition of Audit Team” when it appears to be an error for 2.4.
In conclusion the meeting agreed to record the following decision.

Decision 2018/38 (ExMC/1436/DL)
The Meeting accepted the ExMC WG5 report contained in Document ExMC/1417/R and 

· accepted ExMC WG5 Recommendation #1 as amended to read

Use of new IEC Standard IEC 62784


To receive an update on the situation of new IEC Standard IEC 62784 - Vacuum cleaners and dust 
extractors providing equipment protection level Dc for the collection of combustible dusts – Particular requirements, and latest discussions concerning TC 61 and TC 31
The Chair called on the Secretary to provide an update concerning the application of IEC 62784, reminding the meeting of the discussion from the last meeting.

The Secretary advised the meeting that ExTAG took a discussion on this new Standard earlier this week where it was noted that there is work underway for an amendment to the Standard which will address the maintenance issue and that IECEx should await the conclusion of this amendment prior to introducing this.  He further noted that the issue of capability of ExTLs and ExCBs to be able to assess to this new standard was also raised.

The Secretary further advised that feedback from the TC 31 with advise from the TC Chair that experts within TC 31 feel that ExTLs and ExCBs with Dust Standards within their scope should have sufficient capability to asses to this new IEC 62784.  

Therefore recommends that once the new amendment has been published that the new edition of the Standard is published that the Executive consider the TC 31 recommendation and finalises the capability requirements for including the standard into the scope of ExTLs and ExCBs.  He further noted that this was an agreed approach from the ExTAG.
FR raised the issue of scope extension for ExTLs and ExCBs and felt that any decision on scope extension requirements should await the publication of the amendment.  On this basis the meeting agreed to refer the scope extension requirements to the Executive for them to make a decision once the amendment to IEC 62784 has been published.  US indicated their support noting that simply referring to dust standards would also capture the IEC 60079-0 General Requirements Standard. 

The Chair thanked the Secretary for this verbal update with the meeting agreeing to record the following decision.
Decision 2018/40(ExMC/1436/DL)
The Meeting accepted a verbal report from the Secretary on the status of the new IEC Standard IEC 62784 - Vacuum cleaners and dust extractors providing equipment protection level Dc for the collection of combustible dusts – Particular requirements, and latest discussions concerning TC 61 and TC 31 and agreed to wait for publication of the amendment to IEC 62784 prior to inclusion in the IECEx 02 Scheme. The Meeting also agreed that Scope Extension requirements will be determined by the IECEx Executive in the interim.

9.1 Report from the IECEx Marks Committee Chairman, Mr Timothy Duffy

Members to receive a report from the ExMarkCo Chairman, Mr Timothy Duffy on the activities of the ExMarkCo (IECEx Conformity Mark License Scheme Committee) since the 2017 ExMC Meeting.  


Document Noted:

· ExMC/1402/R - Report on the 2018 IECEx Mark Committee meeting
The Chair invited the ExMarkCo Chair Mr Duffy 

Mr Duffy gave his report via a power point presentation which covered all agendas topics under this agenda.

Mr Duffy outlined the current status of ExCBs that are participating in the ExMark Licensing Scheme as well as membership of the ExMarkCo Committee.

He reported on the updating of the registrations of all Logos of the CA Systems and the updating of IECEx Guides.

He also informed on the matters relating to misuse of the IEC and IECEx Mark and logos advising the meeting that the Secretariat and ExMarkCo maintain an on-going monitoring role of any cases of misuse and called upon all members of IECEx to inform the Secretary of any cases that need investigation or action.  He also advised that while the Secretariat are working thru some current cases there are no serious cases of misuse that need to be brought to the attention of the CAB.  Regarding the matter of misuse of the IECEx Mark and Logo the meeting agreed to record the following decision. 
Decision 2018/41(ExMC/1436/DL)
The Meeting accepted the ExMarkCo report contained in Document ExMC/1402/R, confirmed that there are no current matters that require IEC CAB attention regarding misuse.   

Mr Duffy outlined the ExMarkCo’s discussion on raising the awareness of the IECEx Mark and referred to the previous survey that was undertaken and reported on during the ExMC meeting last year.  He then outlined the various promotional activities and instruments for marketing and promotion noting working with WG13.
He then outlined the concerns raised within ExMarkCo on the access to the Mark License by manufacturers and referred to the decision 2017/50 from the 2017 meeting, ExMC/1330A/RM, noting the options 2a, 2b and 2c with the ExMarkCo suggesting that based on legal advice from IEC agreed to proceed with the recommendation 2b “Participation in the IECEx Mark Licensing System by all ExCBs involved in the IECEx 02 Certified Equipment Scheme”

 On this basis the ExMarkCo propose the following Proposal

PROPOSAL 2: ExMC agree that all ExCBs operating in the IECEx 02 Scheme must also participate in the IECEx Mark Licensing System according to IECEx 04 and update IECEx 02 accordingly., eg 11.1.1 to add the following additional bullet:

· “The certification body shall undertake to enter into a License agreement with the IEC to enable it to become an IECEx Mark License issuing Body according to IECEx 04.” 

As a result, ExMarkCo notes changes are required to OD 422 and request ExMC approval.

The Chair thanked Mr Duffy for his report and invited the meeting to discuss the report and proposal from ExMarkCo.

AU feel that for many years the Mark License scheme has stagnated and feel that further marketing or promotion will not improve the situation and suggest that rather than promotion the License scheme should wind down.
DK, UK and DE support AU believe that there is little demand for the Mark.

Mr Duffy, recalled the discussions from the Washington 2017 meeting was that the meeting agreed that there had not been sufficient promotion of the Mark Scheme and noted that there are no real costs to administer the Mark License system and further remarked that one of the inhibiting factors concerning demand is the current limitation that not all ExCBs offer this this service, noting that the view from Last ExMC meeting was and action to look at making this a more useable program.  Mr Duffy further added that there are a number of options and opportunities that should be explored before considering any winding down of the scheme.

Mr Cole, as IECEx Vice Chair and WG13 Convener considered there is value but agreed that there should be the IECEx Certificate included as part of the Mark.

DK supported Mr Duffy in that simplifying the rules and there should be moves to explore improvements before considering any winding down.

AU commented that the use of the IECEx On-Line Certificate system plus that the IECEx Certificate number appearing on the product serves the needs of manufactures and that the Mark itself is not adding any additional value.

In discussion, the meeting noted that of the 57 ExCBs only one third of the ExCBs have the Mark License within their scope which itself causes an impediment to accessing the license.  The meeting also noted that there could be some confusion within the OD 422 which may be misinterpreted to read that the ExCB issuing the Mark License must also conduct the surveillance audits, which is not the case and again could be seen as a further inhibiting factor.

US remarked on the number of certification marks and concerns with an increasing number with the ExMarkCo, Mr Duffy advised that from discussions within the US concerning a plethora of Marks that as a manufacturer understands the concern of Marks on products and reminded the meeting of one of the desires of the IEC was to prevent new additional marks being introduced from emerging economies.  
AU suggested moves towards removal of the Mark and any resources assigned for promotion of the Mark be assigned to promotion of the IECEx website.

NL expressed concern over the number of Licenses that are issued today and that access should be voluntary and would not support a mandatory approach with Mr Duffy clarifying that the proposal from ExMarkCo is in line with that of NL to make this a voluntary scheme but only that all ExCBs shall be in a position to offer this license.   

DE and the UK indicated support for the AU and US concerns over space for Marks.

AU further commented on the value of the on-line certificate system and the well known IECEx logo which is displayed both on the certificate and on the IECEx website.

Mr Cole commented on looking at seeing how this Mark can be promoted and recommended to take a further year to consider this issue.

AU did not support allocating any additional time or resources. 

The Secretary, noted that while the ExMarkCo report and recommendations were issued well in advance of the meeting, there had not been any proposals received to cease the Mark License System and suggested to take Mr Cole’s proposal and ask ExMarkCo to consider all matters raised here and to review the current rules and ODs to see where improvements and added value can be gained and report back at the 2019 ExMC meeting.

NL supported the Secretary and Mr Cole’s proposal on the basis that the Mark License scheme remains voluntary with the Secretary reminding the meeting of the ExMarkCo proposal that use of the Mark is NOT made mandatory for manufacturers to use but that all ExCBs be in a position to be able to issue the license.

GB, Mr Sinclair, from an ExCB that is also a Mark License issuing ExCB informed the meeting that of the inquiries they receive from holders of IECEx Certificates that they issue, once the manufacturers become aware that the ExCB cannot issue a Mark license for all certificates, the manufacturers loose interest.  Therefore access to the Mark license is a real problem.

Mr Sinclair further remarked on the need to address the competence issue of all ExCBs to be able to issue a Mark License and suggested that perhaps, the ExCBs responsible for the QARs could be the body responsible for issuing the Mark License.

AU does not support allocating any additional time and feels this will make no difference and reverted to their original proposal.
NL raised the concern of possibly setting a precedence in requiring ExCBs to participate both the IECEx 02 Equipment Scheme as well as Mark License Scheme with the Secretary confirming that this is not the case but need to be careful.

The Chair, concluded that on the basis that there is little financial burden in maintaining the scheme, eg no annual fees to Member Bodies nor ExCBs and no royalty fees etc and proposed to leave ExMarkCo to take all these issues on board and report back at the 2019 ExMC meeting.

AU felt that they had put forward a proposal to wind down the ExMark Scheme which they feel had support from various members.
Mr Brenon of FR reminded that there are a number of Mark Licenses that are being used today and while only of limited number these should be considered and not ignored.

AU remarked that they feel they had made their position clear at the 2017 ExMC meeting and were not aware that they had to submit any proposals for this meeting.  AU further commented on the mechanisms for winding the scheme down that needs to also be considered.

The meeting in noting some use of the Mark License System and then noted from the Secretary the limited costs for the on-going operation of the scheme plus the report of the survey at the 2017 ExMC meeting which did reveal complexities with the operation of the Mark License system concerning accessing to Mark License Certificates by manufacturers as not all ExCBs that issue an IECEx CoC can issue a Mark License.

On this basis the Secretary proposed that ExMarkCo look at how they can improve the system.

CH referred to the previous discussion within IECEE concerning the PV Mark scheme and how this was wound down within IECEE and supported the AU proposal.

The meeting noted the requirements of the Basic Rules concerning the provision of documents that require a decision with FR supporting the concern of not sufficient time to consider a significant proposal for the closure of one of the IECEx Schemes.
US also felt that this is too big a decision to take today regarding the closure of a Scheme of the IECEx and feels it is not appropriate.

AU sought an indication of Members of how they feel with the Chair advising that while there was a report from ExMarkCo was submitted in due time according to the request of the ExMC 2017 meeting to consider ways and mechanisms to improve access to the IECEx Mark License which they have done with their report and takes notice of remarks from some members such as FR and US that Members are not in a position to take a decision today regarding closure of the Scheme.

UK sought clarification whether the agenda for next year’s meeting be made clear whether or not the IECEx Mark Scheme would continue or not with the Secretary suggesting that the action to ExMarkCo is to review its position in light of the discussions today and report back to ExMC with either a proposal with justification of why the IECEx Mark License scheme should continue or not.

The view put forward by some members at this meeting for this closure of the IECEx Mark License Scheme was noted.

On this basis the meeting did not support Proposal 2 from ExMarkCo but agreed for ExMarkCo to prepare a justification for retaining the Mark License Scheme and report back at the 2019 ExMC meeting when ExMC will take a decision whether or not to continue with the Scheme.  On this basis the meeting recorded the following decision.
Decision 2018/42(ExMC/1436/DL)
The Meeting did not endorse Proposal 2.  The Meeting also agreed that ExMarkCo prepare for next year a justification for retaining the Mark License Scheme at which time ExMC will take a decision whether to continue or close the Scheme.

The Chair invited Mr Sinclair as Chair of the ExsFC to present his report

In delivering his report Mr Sinclair advised of the last meeting of ExSFC being held in Weimar, 2018 as part of the IECEx Operational meetings.

He advised that while rather active in having documents updated and issued, he is concerned over the low participation from the membership of ExSFC in attending meetings, in terms of representation from National member Bodies and ExCBs themselves.  On this point the meeting noted and agreed to a suggestion from the IECEx Executive for a review of membership requirements with the Executive agreeing to undertake this review.
Mr Sinclair informed the meeting that the ExSFC continues to operate and conduct their work according to priorities given that their terms of reference covers a range of 5 separate subset of Service activities and gave a summary of each.  He also outlined the approach being taken within ExSFC to combine inspection activities of Part 14 and Part 17 of the IEC 60079 series.  He noted that for following agenda items the meeting will be asked to approve various documents for publication.

Mr Sinclair in noting the work of ExSFC made a special note of appreciation for the assistance from BR experts in progressing a number of the documents.

He also noted the need to include “non-electrical” requirements within the Services related standards and noted that this has been raised within TC 31.

He also outlined the status of each of the ExSFC Working Groups.

Mr Sinclair, raised a matter related to the need for promotion and publicity for the IECEx Services Scheme and noted work by Mr Thurnherr as well as the Secretariat and WG 13 to improve the situation.

Members to receive a report from the ExPCC Mr Peter Thurnherr Chairman, concerning the work of ExPCC since the 2017 ExMC Meeting.

The Chair invited Mr Thurnherr as ExPCC Chair to present his report.
Mr Thurnherr presented his report ExMC/1387/RM reminding the structure of the ExPCC with its 4 Working Groups:
· WG1 – IECEx CoPC Rules

· WG2 – Units of Competence

· WG3 – Question Bank

· WG4 – Qualification of Training Bodies
He then outlined the current work and activities of each of the ExPCC WGs, noting the importance to ensure the work on each of the documents are mature and not to have to keep changing rules.

Mr Thurnherr then advised the status of the question bank and the work on the specification for the software for the single question bank used for all ExCBs

He then advised of work concerning the IECEx Recognised Training Provider (RTP) Program and the planned RTP workshop to be held early in 2019.  He drew the comparison between Proficiency Testing Program in the IECEx Equipment to provide consistency among ExTLs and the similar need in the IECEx CoPC Scheme.

He then showed examples of some problems found in the field largely due to the lack of competence in industry, which is why ExPCC see the value in running a workshop for RTPs.

He then gave the background to the following Recommendations included in his report:

RECOMMENDATION #1: that the ExMC appoint Mr Thurnherr as ExPCC Chairman for a second term commencing 1st January 2018 and Mr Allen as ExPCC Deputy Chairman elect
RECOMMENDATION #2 that a revised fee structure for CoPC Certificates be considered by the IECEx Executive:

1. That further consideration be given to the proposal in ExPCC_102_CD for a ‘bulk processing discount’ and this needs to include details of prices for different quantities of certificates processed by the IECEx Secretariat for fees statement preparation

2. That the IECEx Secretariat consult with IEC Finance on the possibility of pre-paying for a committed quantity of certificates (with no credit if the quantity is not achieved) where the Certificate cost is negotiated on the basis of the committed quantity

3. That the Certificate fee could be based on the number of Units of Competence covered by each Certificate

RECOMMENDATION #3: that the ExMC permit the ExPCC to prepare and publish ExPCC Decision Sheets

Mr Thurnherr also informed of promotional activities underway within ExPCC and work on developing a flyer.  He also referred to the recent IECEx Conferences in Split and Jakarta as assisting in this regard.
He then concluded by advising that the next meeting of ExPCC is scheduled for May 2019 as part of the 2019 series of IECEx Operational meetings.

To provide for any further discussion in relation to the IEC/ILAC/IAF Cooperation. Secretariat to report.
The Chair called on the Secretary to provide a verbal report on the matters relating to the IEC / ILAC / IAF Cooperation with the Secretary advising that as reported previously IECEx along with the other IEC CA Systems are signatories to the IEC / ILAC /IAF Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) which provides the basis for cooperation between the organisations in areas such as Joint IECEx / Accreditation body assessments and the ability to utilise accreditation as part of the IECEx qualification and monitoring process of ExCBs and ExTLs.

He further advised that to facilitate this cooperation there is an IEC/ILAC/IAF Steering Committee that meet annually with the next meeting planned for October in Busan, ahead of the IEC General Meeting.

The Secretary advised of some of the items that have been raised by the IEC CA Systems including IECEx seeking clarification from IAF and ILAC.  He also noted some of the items that remain under dialog among the Steering Committee including:
· Use of Peer Assessment

· Joint assessments

· Clarification over whether or not competence of ExTL staff to perform circuit analysis forms part of Testing Laboratory assessments by Accreditation Bodies that are members of ILAC

· Others

The Chair thanked the Secretary for this verbal update and invited any comments or questions.  None were raised with the meeting agreeing to record the following decision.

OIML / IECEx Cooperation

In noting introduction of the revised OIML-CS Certification Scheme early 2018 (formerly the OIML MAA introduced 2006) covering metrology equipment, it is noted that measuring equipment will fall under the scope of both the IECEx Certified Equipment Scheme and also the OIML-CS Schemes.  In an attempt to reduce costs and delays to manufacturers of Ex measuring equipment, it is proposed that OIML and IECEx explore synergies between the two organisations and possibilities’ for cooperation.
The Chair called on the Secretary to report on the update of cooperation between OIML and IEC and how IECEx is impacted.
The Secretary informed the meeting of the long association between both IEC and OIML with more recent times some activities within OIML regarding Conformity Assessment that also impact on similar areas covered under the IECEx scheme and that there could be benefits in both OIML and IECEx looking to consider synergies between the two activities and possible areas of cooperation to the benefit of industry.

The Secretary then informed of initial meetings between the Chair and Secretary of IECEx and President of OIML and the Assistant Director of International Bureau of Legal Metrology which has led to both Dr Schwartz and Mr Dixon being with us today.   
The Secretary then suggested and the meeting agreed to first receive an address from the OIML President and then to take a discussion in terms of the value to explore possible areas for cooperation.
The Chair thanked the Secretary with the meeting agreeing to moved to item 12.2.1.
12.2.1 Address by the OIML President, Dr Roman Schwartz


The meeting to receive an address from the OIML President providing the background to OIML and the updated Certification scheme, introduced 2018
Document Considered:

· ExMC/1430/Inf – Report from OIML
The Chair invited Dr Schwartz to address the meeting with Dr Schwartz commencing by thanking for the opportunity for him and Mr Dixon to be here today and noted the long standing cooperation between IEC and OIML and informed of the planned upcoming attendance at their October meeting by the IEC General Secretary and CEO.

Dr Schwartz then gave a ppt presentation (circulated as ExMC/1430/INF) which outlined the background of OIML which is largely an International Standards setting organisation.

He then outlined the areas of their work in the fields of Legal Metrology.  Noting the membership of the OIML.

He then outlined the work of their Technical Committees.

Dr Schwartz then outlined the various priorities including addressing the needs of stakeholders and also for closer cooperation with other organisations.  He then handed over to the Executive Secretary of the OIML-CS Certification Scheme and Assistant Director International Bureau of Legal Metrology, Mr Dixon who gave an introduction of the OIML-CS Scheme.  He informed of the re-launch of the certification system, with the first meeting of their new Management Committee early this year.

Mr Dixon gave the background to their previous certification scheme which as established back in 1991 and the newly re-launched scheme, in 2018.

He then advised the details of the new Certification System which is a single Scheme that replaces the previous 2 scheme model.  He also outlined the Management structure which includes the appointment of an Executive Secretary.

Mr Dixon then advised of the current 19 Measurement categories in the OIML-CS system, noting some of these that also span across to the IECEx area.  In terms of cooperation with the IECEx and IEC, Mr Dixon mentioned the previous discussions with IEC and appreciated the work of IEC and IECEx and has included an acknowledgement in their Rules document.

Mr Dixon, noted that the objectives and general operation of certification systems of both IECEx and OIML are common and could present an opportunity for both IECEx and OIML to explore areas of possible cooperation.

DE questioned the issue of new projects within OIML regarding legal metrology with Dr Schwartz that there are some countries where there are no legal metrology systems in place so OIML are seeking to assist these countries.
In considering possible areas and benefits in any form of cooperation the Chair moved to agenda item 12.2.2

12.2.2
Consider the formation of a Joint Working Group between IECEx and OIML


The meeting will be asked to consider whether they support the formation of a Joint Working Group between IECEx and OIML to explore synergies and areas where the two organisations maybe able to cooperate with the aim of making use of existing systems and practices in order to reduce cost and time to market for manufacturers of Ex equipment covered by both IECEx and OIML-CS Certification schemes.   
  
The Secretary addressed the meeting noting that at this very early stage both the IEC/IECEx and OIML share a common goal, this being “the prevention of wasteful duplication of effort”.

With this in mind, the Secretary proposed that at this stage all we can do is to decide if we wish to invest in the exploring of possible areas of cooperation and then to come back and report to our respective Management Bodies of IECEx and OIML.

To facilitate this “exploration” of ideas the Secretary proposes that this meeting of ExMC agrees to propose to OIML the formation of a Joint Working Group of IECEx and OIML that would start to explore possible areas of cooperation for this Group to report back to both IECEx and OIML.

US in indicating their support for exploring such cooperation questioned whether or not calling this a Working Group could be regarded as a step too far forward at this stage and maybe an AdHoc group would be more appropriate.

The Secretary requested that the meeting indicate whether or not it supports forming a group comprising experts from both IECEx and OIML regardless of what it is called, with the task of simply exploring possible areas for cooperation, noting that any outcome from this group would need to be reported to and approved by the respective management Committees of both IECEx and OIML.  On this basis the meeting indicated its agreement to forming such a group.

On this basis the Secretary proposed and the meeting agreed to the following Terms of reference of this proposed Joint Group, noting that this will need to be considered and agreed by the OIML-CS Management Committee.
The Secretary suggested the following membership with the Convener of the proposed Joint Group from OIML and the Secretariat activities from the IECEx.

“To consider possible opportunities for cooperation that result in use of existing testing and certification deliverables that provide industry with a reduction of cost and time to market for manufacturers and Testing/ Certification Bodies of Ex equipment covered by both IECEx and OIML Schemes”

Decision 2018/65 (ExMC/1436/DL)
The Meeting supported the formation of a Joint Working Group between IECEx and OIML to explore synergies and areas where the two organisations may be able to cooperate with the aim of making use of existing systems and practices in order to reduce cost and time to market for manufacturers of Ex equipment covered by both IECEx and OIML-CS Certification schemes.  The terms of reference and proposed membership discussed at this meeting was also endorsed. 

The Chair, thanked Dr Schwartz and Mr Dixon for being with us today and noted the meeting’s support for this exploring of cooperation and looks forward to a positive response from the OIML side.
{Secretariat Note:  During the October 2018 meeting of the CIML (International Committee of Legal Metrology) of the OIML, a decision was taken to agree with the formation of a Joint Group between the IECEx and OIML as detailed above.}

Members are invited to raise any other items of a general nature that may impact on the IECEx System.

The Chair invited the meeting to raise any general matters

DE raised the question of when a certificate is issued in error and whether or not a new certificate with a new certificate number is to be issued or can a correction be made by simply “up-Issuing” the certificate to the next revision?
The Chair called on the Secretary to respond with the Secretary advising that according to general certification practise, a certification decision is required to be taken on a case basis which would take into account the nature and severity of the error.  He highlighted as an example an editorial error in terms of incorrect Model reference of a product covered by a certificate, in which case it may be appropriate to “Up-Issue” the certificate with a statement in the up issued certificate that this new issue replaces all previous issues which are cancelled.  Alternatively there maybe justification for the complete cancellation of a Certificate and issue of a new certificate with a new certificate number.  In noting the implications for Product Marking and the like, it would be paramount for the ExCB to consult with the manufacturer concerned in arriving at a final decision.

The Secretary further remarked that consideration needs to also be given concerning product previously supplied and reminded the meeting that when an IECEx is cancelled there is a clear statement that appears in the Certificate stating the effective date of cancellation and also whether or not product previously supplied is impacted by this cancellation.

The meeting accepted the explanation and response from the Secretary.

13.1    ExMC WG2 - Development of Technical Guidance Documents 

Members to receive a report from the ExMC WG2 Convener, Ms Katy Holdredge on progress of work since the 2017 ExMC Meeting.  
The meeting is also asked to note that in order to ensure the ongoing work of this important WG, the IECEx Chair approved the change in Convenorship from the previous Convener, Mr Steve Bentham of AU to Ms Katy Holdredge of US and seeks the ExMC endorsement of this change.  The meeting will also be asked to approve a revised edition of the IECEx TCD as prepared by EMC WG2

The Chair called on the Secretary to inform the meeting of the change of Convenorship of WG2 with the Secretary informing that as the previous Convenor appeared to be no longer available for this role the IECEx Executive appointed the Deputy Convener, Ms Holdrege from US to act as Convener in order for the work to continue, subject to ratification of this appointment by the ExMC.

At this point the Secretary called on the meeting to endorse the appointment of Ms Holdrege as ExMC WG2 Convener with the meeting agreeing to record the following decision

Decision 2018/66 (ExMC/1436/DL)
The Meeting endorsed the proposed change in Convenorship from Mr Steve Bentham of AU to Ms Katy Holdredge of US.
The Secretary noted with appreciation the previous work of Mr Bentham with the meeting agreeing to record their appreciation in the minutes.

Ms Holdrege then presented a report of the ExMC WG2 work.

Ms Holdrege presented ExMC/1408/R advising that WG2 held a meeting in Weimar as part of the IECEx 2019 Operational meetings and have 5 recommendations for ExMC to consider, contained in their report.
Ms Holdrege explained each of these recommendations, noting that Recommendation 1 had just been dealt with.

Recommendation 1:  That ExMC endorses Katy Holdredge as ExMC WG2 Convener and Steve Bentham to remain on ExMC WG2 as deputy Convener.
Recommendation 2:  That ExMC accept Revision 6 of the TCD, ExMC/1409/DV.
Recommendation 3:  That ExMC allow updates for all new editions of existing standards to be processed by the convenor of ExMC WG02 with approval from the working group members, as needed, and without the approval of ExMC to more easily keep the TCD up-to-date.  Updates for new standards will still be approved by ExMC.

Recommendation 4:  That ExMC WG04 consider clarifying their documents for how to handle poor, late or no completion of TCD in advance of assessments.
Recommendation 5:  That ExMC WG04 consider the appropriate document for the incorporating the requirements in Clause 6.2.3 of IECEx OD 024 for ExTLs and ATFs.
Regarding recommendation 2 and the draft Rev TCD, ExMC/1409/DV, Ms Holdrege advised that she had received a comment regarding the TCD section for IEC 60079-40 with suggestion that the asterix for Clauses 5.2.2 and 5.2.3 be removed and advised that she would recommend to the membership to accept this change.

UK commented on Recommendation 3 that in general they agree with this but would expressed some concern over allowing a WG to be issuing updated documents to go directly for publication but did understand the need to move forward with changes.  

The Chair, indicated support for the ability to be able to adapt quickly to changes and also supports the principle of Recommendation 3, with Ms Holdrege advising that as the TCD forms the basis for the evaluation of technical capability of TLs and that we have IECEx assessments of TLs occurring on an on-going basis it was felt that it is necessary to be able to update these as Standards are updated.

The meeting indicated general support for the principle of Recommendation 3 with the Secretary proposing and the meeting agreeing that updated editions of the TCD are to be circulated to ExMC for noting with the ability for ExMC Members to both be aware of the new edition and also the ability to raise any concerns that could be dealt with at the next ExMC meeting.  UK and the meeting agreed with this approach.

The Chair then called on the meeting to consider ExMC/1409/DV as the revised edition of the TCD incorporating the earlier decision concerning IEC 60079-40.

With discussions on the WG2 report concluding and agreed to record the following decisions.
Decision 2018/67 (ExMC/1436/DL)
The Meeting accepted the ExMC WG2 report contained in Document ExMC/1408/R and endorsed all ExMC WG2 Recommendations except Recommendation #3.  In response to the objection to Recommendation #3, the Meeting agreed that it accepts Recommendation #3 on the basis that the Secretariat circulates revised TCDs to ExMC for information.

Mr Houeix presented his report ExMC(Cannes/ExNB)06 advising that Mr Sinclair gave a report of the IECEx Washington 2017 meetings to the last ExNB meeting.
Mr Houeix shared with the meeting details of the Second edition of the ATEX Guideline in support of Directive 2014/34/EU.

He also informed of the participation of bodies within the IECEx Proficiency testing program in the areas of 
· 2018: Temperature and humidity of test gases,

· 2019: absolute pressure measurement,

· 2020: air velocity measurement.

Mr Houeix also informed on the application of ISO 9001:2015 and the new ISO/IEC 80079-34:2018.

In conclusion he advised that the next ExNB meeting is scheduled for 5th and 6th February 2019 in Brussels.

The meeting noted the UK remarks of possible issues arising from the current BREXIT discussions and agreed to maintain a watching brief.
The Chair thanked Mr Houeix for his report and invited any further comments or questions.  None were raised.

US Regional Report
Mr Kelly from the US provided the meeting with the following verbal report:- 

US Regulatory update:
· Offshore: 

· United States Coast Guard (USCG) and Bureau of Safety and Environmental Enforcement (BSEE)

· For USCG regulated waters, in addition to US Division and Zone certifications, IECEx CoCs are directly accepted. 

· This makes the US one of only a few countries in the global Ex marketplace that directly accept IECEx CoCs.

· ATEX Directive CoCs are not accepted.  

· Mining: 

· Mine Safety & Health Administration (MSHA)

· Motors/enclosures can be designed and tested to IEC 60079-0, Fourth Edition, (2004) and IEC 60079-1, Fifth Edition, (2003), with not that many national differences. 

· Work also completed by National Institute of Occupational Safety and Health (NIOSH) comparing IEC 60079-11 and MSHA intrinsic safety requirements.   

· Onshore / Non-Mining: 

· Occupational Safety & Health Administration (OSHA)

· Responsibilities include workplace safety and the National Recognized Testing Laboratory (NRTL) program

· OSHA NRTL Directive issues:

· Current version Ex highlights: Recognizes US AEx Zone system and US/ANSI AEx Zone standards, but no reference made to the IECEx System; Restricts Ex client test data acceptance to only Ex test methodologies that are comparable to the applicable OrdLoc test methodologies for the equipment under evaluation; Requires a minimum of 4 surveillance visits per year for Ex manufacturing facilities.

· Upcoming version Ex highlights: Formal reference to IECEx System like with IECEE System; Acceptance of Ex client test data for any Ex testing in same manner as required for the acceptance of any OrdLoc client test data.

US User update:

· User community receptive to Zone system.  

· Vast majority of areas still classified under the Division system, in particular Division 2, due to issues such as Code restrictions and environmental regulations.  

· Becoming more receptive to Personnel Competency schemes as experience retires. 

US Standards update:

· Almost all IEC/TC 31 & IEC/SC 31 standards have ANSI/UL adoptions published or have ANSI/UL adoptions under development, except the following:

IECEx 2020 Forecasted Draft Budget Guide
In line with decisions from the 2007 Denver ExMC Meeting and Members request for a budget forecast, the Executive have prepared a Budget Forecast for 2020. This document has been prepared taking into account the 2017 audited accounts and 2018 and 2019 Approved Budgets and is provided for ExMC consideration and guidance when preparing the formal budget for 2020.

A final draft budget for 2020 will be prepared following the end of year results for 2018, taking into account ExMC Members decisions during the 2018 Cannes meeting and issued for ExMC approval early in 2019.


Document Considered:  


· ExMC/1404/CD - Forecasted Draft Budget Guide
The Treasurer then drew the meetings attention to ExMC/1404/CD explaining that this document represents a starting point for the development of a possible budget for 2020 and has been prepared by the Executive and presented for the Members to consider.  He further explained that this preliminary draft 2020 budget will be further reviewed in light of the final 2018 financial results to determine if any of the items require revising either up or down and that this will be done early 2019 following which a final draft 2020 budget will then be circulated again to ExMC members for a final vote. 
The Treasurer further remarked that the final Draft 2020 budget will be presented in the new format to align with the Swiss GAAP accounting standards.

He also outlined the principles used for this preliminary draft budget ExMC/1404/CD including that it is a balanced budget and that there is no increase in annual fees nor certificate fees.  He also noted the various activities and workload comprising the expenditure side of the preliminary draft budget.
The Treasurer then informed of the new format for budgets and accounts under the Swiss GAAP Accounting Standards with the Secretary displaying examples of this new format.
The Chair thanked the Treasurer for his extensive report and called on the meeting to support the document ExMC/1404/CD for use as the basis for developing a final draft budget for 2020 to be finalized during early 2019, with the meeting agreeing to record the following decision.
Decision 2018/75 (ExMC/1436/DL)
Members, in noting that a final draft budget for 2020 will be prepared following the end of year results for 2018, taking into account ExMC Members decisions during the 2018 Cannes meeting and issued for ExMC approval early in 2019 and considering the 2019 / 2020 Forecasted Draft Budget Guide contained in Document ExMC/1404/CD, agreed that it can be used as guidance when preparing the draft formal budget for 2020 for approval by ExMC and IEC CAB.

16.3
IECEx System Participation Fees 

ExMC Members are requested to consider the proposed changes to the current edition of IECEx OD 019 (Edition 7.2), Scheme participation fees.
In noting that there has been no changes to the Certificate fee for some years, the Secretariat and Treasurer raise a concern over the situation where the IECEx 02 Certified Equipment Scheme is being used to generate an ExTR or QAR or both but a resulting IECEx Certificate is either not issued within a short time or may not be issued at all, meaning the Scheme is being used with the user not contributing to the operation of the IECEx System.  The matter was discussed during the June 2018 IECEx Executive meeting and recommends that such situations attract a fee similar to the issuing of an IECEx Certificate.

Document Considered
· ExMC/1280A/DV– Proposed changes to IECEx Participation and System Fees
The Chair called on the Secretary to present the document ExMC/1280A/DV as the proposed changes to the OD 019 IECEx System Participation Fees, with the Secretary referring to discussions from the past ExMC meetings on the subject of certificate fees and the situation where use is being made of the IECEx Scheme by obtaining an ExTR or QAR where no certificate is being issued and hence no income being received by the System to cover the costs to operate.

The Secretary then informed that document ExMC/1280A/DV was prepared by the IECEx Executive and circulated to the membership and called for any questions or comments from the meeting.

UK noted their concerns as expressed during the Washington 2017 ExMC meeting over the practical application of this change and the difficulty of charging after a period of time and suggested that perhaps it maybe better to have separate fees each for ExTRs, QARs and CoCs.  The issue of liability was also raised with the Secretary clarifying that the intent is that as is current practice the liability remains with the ExCB as the Secretary invoices the ExCBs for CoC Fees and it is up to the ExCB to either recover the CoC fees from their client or absorb them into the fee structure of the ExCB.  
GB suggested this may actually further complicate the situation with the ExCB needing to charge up front and hold onto the funds for the 12 month period

US supports the changes as detailed in ExMC/1280A/DV but has 2 concerns first that this would only apply to newly issued ExTRs and QARs and not to those already issued.  The Secretary confirmed that this was the intent that this change to the fee system would only apply to new ExTRs and QARs issued and not those already issued.

The second concern raised by the US relates to partial ExTRs being caught up in this change with the Secretary clarifying that this was not the intent but rather where this no resulting certificate being issued but also noted the main concern is where the IECEx system is being used by way of issuing QARs to cover factory auditing which maybe used to support certification associated with systems other than IECEx.  The Secretary proposed with the meeting agreeing on the need for clarification.

AU accepts the principle of the changes detailed in ExMC/1280A/DV as clarified by the US but suggested that the amounts quoted in the document were too high and may result in loss of business for the System suggesting these be revised to CHF 100 for first issues and CHF 50 for second and subsequent issues of ExTRs and QARs. 
DE suggested we may need to look at an indication of how much income we would be missing by not adopting the changes as proposed in ExMC/1280A/DV with the Secretariat advising that as they see a large number of QARs being issued where there is no resulting CoC this is a matter that needs to be addressed before it gets too significant.
UK raised a matter that was identified among their User community mainly from the oil and gas industry for which the bulk of certificates apply, of the issue of the downturn in recent years and that the IECEx General Reserve seems to increase annually and appears that the previous downturn in the oil and gas industry has not been taken into account.  In response the Secretary commented that by virtue of no increases in annual dues for some 16 years plus no increase in certificate fees for past 8-9 years in itself represents a reduction in real terms as these fees are not keeping pace with annual inflation.

The Secretary summarized the views noting that there appears to be general support for the concept outlined in the ExMC/1280A/DV noting the clarification from the US, the concerns from UK and the proposed reduction in the fee level from AU and the question of analysis from DE on loss of income.
In noting that the AU proposal for a reduction in amounts contained in the ExMC/1280A/DV the Secretary sought any support from other members noting no support but equally noting no remarks or comments for or against being raised.

Mr Sinclair as an ExCB suggested that perhaps from a practical point in order to administer the fees that each component ExTR, QAR and CoC would attract an individual fee whose sum total would equate to the CoC fee we have today.  The Secretary noted that while the suggestion of Mr Sinclair would provide simplicity, unfortunately there is not a direct correlation as it is not unusual to see 1 certificate being supported by multiple ExTRs and multiple QARs, plus that the one QAR may be used by several CoCs.
The Secretary further informed that as the IECEx Executive gave careful thought in developing these changes in ExMC/1280A/DV and that perhaps we move forward on a trial basis asking the Executive to monitor implementation of this.

While indicating general agreement, the meeting sought clarification over the fees for QARs that are “up-Issued” following surveillance audits with AU questioning the amount that would be charged with the Secretary reminding the meeting that such fees for up-issues of QARs ONLY apply where THERE IS NO CoC ASSOCIATED WITH THAT QAR.  For QARs issued to support an IECEx CoC there is no QAR fee applied as this is covered within the CoC fee, as per current practise.

NL noted the correction required to ExMC/1280A/DV that 4.4.2 should be showing 5 years.

In conclusion the meeting agreed to record the following decision.

The Meeting considered the draft revision of IECEx OD 019 as circulated as ExMC/1280A/DV and agreed that it proceed to publication and that any invoices be based on documents published after the publication of the revised IECEx OD 019 and does not apply to ‘partial ExTRs’ and that the IECEx Executive to clarify the up-issue of QARs (with reference to ExTAG/164/INF and Clause 4.2.1 of IECEx OD 011-2).   Also noting that Clause 4.4.2 of ExMC/1280A/DV needs to be corrected to 5 year period before publication.

BR outlined their proposal concerning possible new ways of working at future meetings by re-arranging the meeting program that would allow the Training Session to be held on the Friday.

BR then outlined their second proposal regarding Training sessions highlighting the new IEC Masterplan and the need for IEC to be more agile sought greater use of skype, webEx or other electronic means for remote working that would assist in reducing time and travel costs.

BR also added the value of recording the various training sessions for use by those that were not able to be present which also assist with time differences.

The Chair thanked BR for this proposal and the very clear explanation and justification of the proposal and invited the meeting to comment or raise questions.

US thanked BR for the proposal and looking at proposal 2 first and extends strong support for this BR proposal to optimise recorded training sessions.

For item 1 US has sympathy with BR but feels perhaps there maybe other mechanisms that should be explored and asked that the Executive should look at other ways with the Secretary supporting the US suggestion to ask the Executive to explore the BR Proposal 1 further.
On the issue of BR Proposal 1 the Secretary reminded the meeting that the Assessor Training actually includes both the “ExTAG Training Workshop” as well as the dedicated “Assessor Training” thereby for this year the actual length of the Assessor Training was spread over 2 days.

On the issue of BR Proposal 2 the Secretary supported both BR and US in exploring ways of holding remote conferencing and offered to take an action to explore this further.

US agreed with the Secretary regarding the length and content of the Assessor training but also feels that having these sessions recorded would be very valuable to all within IECEx.

FR supported the US suggestions.
UK felt that BR Proposal 1 needs a little more thought noting that this could be difficult if the training is applicable to the Monday ExTAG meeting when it is being held on the Friday.

The Chair then recalled the view of trying to be more efficient with the meeting planning.

AU supports attempts to add efficiency in the meeting program.

US added that to add efficiency to the meetings perhaps documents that are listed for noting do not need to be opened for full discussion.
The Secretary informed the meeting of the practise in some areas of IEC including the CAB and IECEE where use is made of “Consent Agenda” where items are identified for noting and the membership have a period of time for the members to consider whether or not they wish to have the items listed for discussion.

Mr Duffy outlined the approach of using the concept of a Consent Agenda but also reminded of the document distribution timeline advising that this has increased efficiency in the various meetings.

The meeting then took a brief discussion on the practicalities of using the concept of a Consent Agenda noting the experience of the IECEE as well as CAB and the inherent value.
The Chair suggested that we can ask the Executive to take on board the discussions from today and to look at experiences of other systems and proposed with the meeting agreeing to record the following decision.
