Background

The IECEx Conformity Mark was considered at the ExMC meeting held in Denver, USA on 27, 28 September 2007 (see Document ExMC/413/RM, Agenda item 12 and Action items 17, 18, 19, 20, 21). The following documents were noted. 

· IECEx 04 – IECEx Conformity Mark Regulations (pending approval from CAB and Council Board)

· OD 022/Version 1 – Procedures for the granting of the IECEx Conformity Mark 

· OD 023/Version 1– Terms and Conditions concerning the IECEx Conformity Mark

Following subsequent approval from CAB and the Council Board of IECEx 04 the three documents have been published on the IECEx website.

The ExMC agreed to the establishment of a formal Committee (subsequently approved by CAB). The Committee will be known as the IECEx Conformity Mark Committee, ExMarkCo and will manage all ongoing aspects of the Mark. Mr Timothy Duffy will be the convenor of this new committee. 

Also the ExMC agreed that fees associated with the use of the Mark be deferred until 2009. The new IECEx Conformity Mark Committee, Ex MarkCo, has been requested to develop a final proposed fee structure for consideration by the ExMC.

First meeting of ExMarkCo

The first meeting of ExMarckCo has been set for 12 March 2008 in Singapore.

Invitation to ExCBs to apply for License

The IECEx Secretariat is now in a position to accept applications from ExCBs seeking to obtain a license from IEC to enable them to issue an IECEx Conformity Mark License to manufacturers. Such applications or inquiries received by the IECEx Secretariat prior to 29 February 2008 could be considered at the first meeting of ExMarkCo on 12 March 2008.
Please note that all applications from ExCBs are to be processed in line with OD 022, including the Agreement contained in Annex A, and IECEx 04.
