Description / Scope

This Working Group was re-convened in September 2019 to monitor and support the work of PT 60079-46 in maintaining IEC TS 60079-46, and to provide feedback to ExTAG regarding any issues needing ExTAG consideration.
As a result of discussion during the Remote ExTAG Meeting 2020 it has been agreed that ExTAG WG14 be placed on standby. 
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ExTAG WG 14 Meetings Since 2020 ExTAG Remote Meetings

Issues for ExTAG Consideration

The following issues since the 2020 ExTAG remote meetings are submitted for ExTAG consideration…

1. Concerns expressed by IEC/TC 31 AG 55, “Specific Conditions of Use”, regarding Equipment assemblies are proposed to be assigned to ExTAG WG 14 to address.

2. ExTAG/661/CD proposed to be assigned to ExTAG WG 14 for comment prior to being circulated for overall ExTAG comment.

3. ExTAG WG14 proposed to be moved from standby to active status if any of the above two issues are assigned to it.
