	4. Report / Discussion on Action Items
Members reviewed the assigned Action list (refer Annex 1 to this Agenda) from the
· December 2020 ExMC WG1 meeting 
· 2021 ExMC meeting as follows:
WG1 to consider the FR proposal ExMC(2021 Remote/FR)03 regarding the listing of ATF scopes noting the remarks of US, DK and AU [refer Item 4.1 of ExMC/1826/RM]


with the outcomes that 
1. The IECEx Secretariat is tasked to continue work on Action #3 – Dec 2020
2. Mr Omerovic asked that Action regarding requirements for drawings be withdrawn on the basis that this work is underway by another IECEx ExMC WG – this was agreed
3. Regarding the FR proposal and noting the US, AU and DK comments on this during the 2021 ExMC meeting, this ExMC WG1 meeting agreed that ATFs should NOT be permitted to promote their organisation as separate bodies within IECEx and that all communications between applicants and ExTLs and ATFs must be done via the associated ExCB.   As the basis for the FR proposal is unclear the following Action was assigned:

ACTION #1 – May 2022
IECEx Secretariat to invite the FR NC to describe the problem that their proposed solution is intended to solve.


	5. Outcome of ExMC WG1 Report and Recommendations to the 2021 ExMC Meeting
Members noted, without comment, the ExMC’s acceptance (via Decision 2021/17) of the May 2020 ExMC WG1 report submitted to ExMC as ExMC/1710/RM and also that the 2021 ExMC Meeting 
· Approved, via Decision 2021/19, the publication of IECEx OD 009, Edition 4.4
and 
· via Decision 2021/18 requested more work on the revision of IECEx 02 as originally circulated as ExMC/1697/DV.    The outcome of this work is outlined in Agenda Item 7 following 


	6. IEC Conformity Assessment Systems Harmonised Basic Rules
Members received a report from the IECEx Secretary regarding the status of IEC Basic Rules:
· IEC CA 01 Edition 2.4 – IEC Basic Rules (noting that Edition 2.5 will soon be published)
· IECEx 01-S, Edition 2.1 – IECEx Supplement to IEC CA 01 (that will be updated to Edition 2.2 to align with IEC CA 01, Edition 2.5)


	7. Proposed amendment to IECEx 02 Rules 

7.1 Members noted the approval vote by members on ExMC/1697A/DV to approve the publication of IECEx 02, Edition 8.0.

7.2 Members discussed the need for any further revisions/amendments of IECEx 02 to address the comments from DK, IR and USA as outlined in ExMC/1799/RV.   [Note that the AU NC editorial comments on ExMC/1697/DV and ExMC/1697A/DV have been included as relevant in IECEx 02, Edition 8.0].  The outcomes of these discussions are as follows:
a) Mr Cole advised that the US NC intend to submit further comments on IECEx 02 in the form of a business case supporting their negative vote on ExMC/1799/DV.   It was agreed by the meeting that the US NC need to submit actual proposals for the change of text of IECEx 02 and this needs to be provided as soon as possible to enable consideration in the next revision of IECEx 02 and that other proposed changes to IECEx 02 will not be delayed to await a US NC proposal.
b) The comments (largely editorial) arising from the IEC CAB review of IECEx 02, Edition 8.0 to be included in the next revision of IECEx 02

c) Mr Bleshoy to lead an ad hoc Group comprising the following members to further develop the proposed revision to Clause 8.3.7 of IECEx 02.  This needs to be provided as soon as possible to enable consideration in the next revision of IECEx 02.

7.3 Members discussed and supported a proposal from the Secretariat for Edition 8.1 of IECEx 02 that includes:
· treatment of Item 7.2 above regarding DK comments, 
· clarification of manufacturer audit frequency requirements,
· other suggested edits and some editorial corrections.

7.4 Members considered a report and proposed revisions of IECEx 02 and IECEx OD 009 from Dr Munro as Convenor of ExMC WG18, Revision of IECEx OD 233 regarding terms and definitions across various IECEx publications and forms as they do / should be revised to accommodate the requirements of IEC 60079-33.  The outcomes of these discussions were as follows:

ACTION #2 – May 2022
Mr Amos to update the draft revision of IECEx 02, Edition 8.0 to include the revisions proposed by Dr Munro (noting that the meeting agreed that ONLY ExCBs can issue an endorsed ExTR).

ACTION #3 – May 2022
Mr Amos to prepare a draft revision of IECEx OD 009, Edition 4.4 to include the revisions proposed by Dr Munro.

ACTION #4 – May 2022
Dr Munro to prepare a document that outlines the background to his proposals and it is intended that this will be provided to the ExMC to assist in their considerations of the proposed revisions of IECEx 02 and IECEx OD 009 as agreed above.


	8. Revision of IECEx OD 209
Members considered a suggestion from TestSafe Australia and supporting comments submitted by Mr Brenon that IECEx OD 209 requires revision of the 3rd bullet point in Clause 10.2 to clarify if an assessment is required prior to reinstatement of a suspended certificate where the suspension was in response to major non-conformities.   In discussions on this, members noted that the item for Rating D in the Table in Clause 6.8.1 of IECEx OD 025 indicates that an assessment is required.    Members also noted that the outcomes of ExMC WG1 discussions on this matter may necessitate a request from ExMC WG1 to ExMC WG5 for revisions to IECEx OD 025.   A draft revision of IECEx OD 209 was prepared during this meeting and this will be submitted to the next ExMC meeting for approval to publish.

RECOMMENDATION 2022/01: that ExMC approve the publication of IECEx OD 209, Edition 1.1 as prepared by the May 2022 meeting of ExMC WG1
