TECHNICAL COMMITTEE 31: EQUIPMENT FOR EXPLOSIVE ATMOSPHERES
Report from IEC TC 31 JWG 50 (standards coordination with IECEx) to IECEx ExMC Meeting 8 - 9 September 2022
The last JWG 50 meeting was held May 8, 2019 as reported to the 2019 ExMC meeting.  No meeting has been scheduled since due to a reduced meeting schedule and travel restrictions.

The next meeting is planned to be in conjunction with the next in-person IECEx operational meetings, but we could schedule a web conference if IECEx MC or TC 31 feel that we need to handle any issues sooner.  
Since the Last ExMC meeting, Ten DS drafts have been run through the liaison process, with all responses returned by the due date except for one for which we requested a one-week extension due to MT response delays.
AG55 Specific Conditions of Use met again May 11 to continue work on recommendations, which will be submitted with the report to TC 31 in October.  Then, a decision can be made on how to disseminate the information to the WGs and request that they consider these recommendations.  the AG will need to monitor the implementation of the comments and work with IECEx to develop a DS as was previously determined to be the best way to document the portions of the recommendations that applied to IECEx. 
As always, we welcome your comments and suggestions for improvements in cooperation between TC 31 and IECEx.
