In 1992 S-Komisija became the national authorized body for testing and certification of Ex-equipment and technical supervision of plants in areas at risk of explosive atmospheres in the Republic of Croatia. In 2002 the status was changed by Government decision published in the “Official Gazette” no. 60/02, which established the Agencija za prostore ugrožene eksplozivnom atmosferom (officially shortened 
to Ex-Agencija), as a public non-profit institution that carries on the activities of S-
Komisija.

The last one was done on 29th April 2016 (Document: PQ C-62/1). 
The ExCB / ExTL are covered therein as well and goals are defined and was found    to meet the requirements of the IECEx.

The National HAA Accreditation according to 17025 and 17065 does not cover all the 
standards which are in scope of this assessment. 

For those standards and therewith the related types of protection that are covered by 
that HAA 17025 and 17065 accreditation the procedure according to OD003-2, Edition 
2.0, 2015-01, clause 2.2 is applicable(mid-term/5 years re-assessment interval)..


However, there are the following standards and therewith the related types of 
protection that are not covered by the HAA 17025 accreditation:


- IEC 60079-13; pressurized rooms “p” and


- IEC 60079-26; EPL Ga and


- IEC 60079-27; FISCO and

- ISO 80079-36


- ISO 80079-37 (EN 13463-5, -6)


For these standards and related types of protection the clause 2.3 of OD003-2 is 
applicable, that leads to an annual surveillance assessment.

As soon as HAA has taken over these standards the surveillance procedure can set 
up to the mid-term/5 years re-assessment interval.
