a) The Brazilian NC suggests to avoid the selection of assessors from CB’s that have

agreements with the applicants (see 2.7 agreement with TÜV and one assessor from

TÜV).

b) The sentence “please select and prepare a suitable enclosure or a non-metallic

material” in the table of the witnessed test does not make clear that the tests were really witnessed.
Secretariat Response
a) We have confirmed the independence of the assessor concerning EETI and also noted that Mr Thierry Houeix was operating as Supervising Lead Assessor
b) We have confirmed with the team that the tests mentioned in the report were actually witnessed 

The Secretariat notes the BR comments and will seek to ensure further clarity with assessment team’s future reports. 
KR Comment
Only accept IEC 60079-0, IEC 60079-1, IEC 60079-7 because test engineers’ careers are 

so short.   (Only 9 persons have more than 3-year career among 19 test engineers

 in the team.  Even the careers of team leader & project engineer are less than 3-year.)  

They are recommended to include IEC 60079-0, IEC 60079-1, IEC 60079-7 rather than,

all of the scope they applied.
Secretariat Response
The Secretariat advises that during the Secretariat review of assessment information, it was confirmed that the body holds CNAS accreditation for all protection concepts.  This plus the assessment team’s findings and some experience in issuing test reports provide objective evidnce to support the current scope of application.  However, as with all ExTLs, the IECEx System is to monitor the on-going capability via mid term and re-assessments.
US Comment
Clause 2.12.1, Supporting documentation: Table associated with 2.12.1, the inclusion of parenthetical statements associated with each of the referenced clauses makes it unclear that the tests/measurements were actually witnessed.

Secretariat Response

The Secretariat advises that consultation with the Lead Assessor confirms that all tests listed were actually witnessed as per assessment plan.
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
