Chris Agius acted as Chairman for the meeting and opened the meeting at 0900 on day 1 welcoming members.
Apologies were received from the other members.

Item 1: approval of the draft agenda

The draft agenda was approved.

Item 2: Status

Status was confirmed based on ExMC/722/R and ExMC/723A/RM, agenda item 11

Item 3: new items since ExMC Split 2011

Item 3.1: requirements for energy efficiency

· Considerations: rewinding of motors generally do not adversely affect the efficiency of the motor. The EASA document could be included in the assessment of repair shops. Reference must be made to IECEx 03. Requirements for energy efficiency are not in conflict with IEC 60079-19. It must be assessable, e.g. by training, measurements, etc.

· Decision: It was agreed to include the statement provided by John and EASA/AEMT. The referenced document shall be made as a mandatory minimum requirement within the new OD 015-3. 

· Actions: the document reference must be included in OD 015-3, and the EASA document must be made available on the IECEx website. John Allen to inform EASA and to ask EASA to have a system in place for informing IECEx when they are commencing any revision to have IECEx input.

Item 3.2: requirements for high voltage machines

· The meeting noted that discussion is still in progress with John Allen to come back to ExMC WG10 with a draft report following the Oslo TC31 WG27 meeting

Item 4: new structure of IECEx 03 scheme

· Decision: the document structure is confirmed as the starting point for today but noting that IECEx will need to adjust as IEC standards are updated. Also noting the need to have clear criteria and assessment methodology for the IECEx peer assessments of ExCBs.

· Actions: Theo to revise the document to show the structure as decided in Geneva.

Item 5: review of IECEx 03-5

Proposed changes are accepted with some remarks/changes (summarized):

· Throughout the document: no “and/or”, always: repair, overhaul and reclamation

· Throughout the document: mists to be excluded

· 5.3: reference to ISO/IEC Guide 65; review of ISO/IEC 17021 (management)

· 8.1.3: while is was decided to require a dedicated FAR for each location, the question is whether this rule also applies to the CoC. To be discussed.

· 9.11: note added regarding the use of the IECEx logo

· 9.12: wording changed; ExCB shall notify the Secretariat immediately

With these changes the document was accepted and will be forwarded to ExMC for approval.

Further actions:

· secretariat to to expand the IECEx Bulletin to accommodate expansion of IECEx 03 series

· Secretariat to include the edition of the 60079-19 standard on the CoC System

· Secretariat to include the following text in all Rules 

Editions of Standards

An IECEx CoC may be issued only to the current edition of standard.  
An upgrading of existing CoCs after publishing of a new edition of an IEC Standard is required to be undertaken within a time period not exceeding 3 years.  Certificates not up graded to the latest editions within this period shall be suspended or cancelled.
Item 6: review of OD 013-5

Proposed changes are accepted with some remarks/changes (summarized):

· Throughout the document: no “and/or”, always: repair, overhaul and reclamation

· Page 6, table step 2: bullit added, checking for any suspended/cancelled CoC issued by another exCB

· Page 13, table step 23: note added regarding timing of the first surveillance audit

· Annex A: “for Repair and overhaul” added to title

· Annex B: 4 c) was added – identification of testing and measurement capabilities

With these changes the document was accepted and will be forwarded to ExMC for approval.

Item 7: review of OD 014-5

Proposed changes are accepted with some remarks/changes (summarized):

· 3.1.1: requirement added: the SF shall identify and record the range of test and measurements capabilities and limitations

With these changes the document was accepted and will be forwarded to ExMC for approval.

Item 8: review of OD 015-5

Proposed changes are accepted with some remarks/changes (summarized):

· after 4 a new clause was added regarding energy efficiency requirements for rewound motors, making reference to the EASA document “The Effect of Repair /Rewinding on Motor Efficiency”
· 5.2 (overpressure test): text is reworded, making reference to IEC 60079-1, 3rd edition

· Annex B, clause B.2: last paragraph was replaced by a new text: the SF should consider to conduct the overpressure test in case of any doubt or questions regarding the validity of the documentation or the integrity of the enclosure

With these changes the document was accepted and will be forwarded to ExMC for approval.

Item 9: review of OD 016-5

Some minor changes were made. The procedures developed by WG4 will probably be implemented / used for OD 016-5.

With these changes the document was accepted and will be forwarded to ExMC for approval.

Item 10: review of IECEx 03-5 FAR

The document was accepted without any changes and will be forwarded to ExMC for approval.

Item 11: review of IECEx 03-5 NCR

The document was accepted without any changes and will be forwarded to ExMC for approval.

Item 12: review of IECEx 03-1 (area classification)

After discussion, it was agreed that area classification is quite different from the other IECEx 03 services and requires more discussion. The issue is deferred to the next ExMC WG 10 meeting.

Item 13: review of IECEx 03-2 (design and selection)

It was decided that this document is to be updated (mainly editorial) based on the finalized version of IECEx 03-3. The same philosophy applies to OD 013-2, OD 014-2, OD 016-2, FAR and NCR. An OD 015-2 is considered not necessary. Theo / Marco to do this before the end of June.

Item 14: review of IECEx 03-3 (new scope: installation and initial inspection)

Changes were made to include initial inspections throughout the document. Chris to do a final editorial review.

With these changes the document was accepted and will be forwarded to ExMC for approval.

Item 15: review of OD 014-3

Changes were made to include initial inspections throughout the document. Chris to do a final editorial review.

With these changes the document was accepted and will be forwarded to ExMC for approval.

Item 16: review of OD 016-3

Changes were made to include initial inspections throughout the document. Chris to do a final editorial review.

With these changes the document was accepted and will be forwarded to ExMC for approval.

Item 17: review of IECEx 03-4 (new scope: inspection and maintenance)

It was decided that this document is to be updated to include maintenanc based on the finalized version of IECEx 03-3. The same philosophy applies to OD 013-4, OD 014-4, OD 016-4, FAR and NCR. An OD 015-4 is considered not necessary. Theo / Marco to do this before the end of June.
