This document contains a proposal from AU concerning delegation of certain matters to the IECEx Executive. 

This document is issued for discussion during the during the 2012 ExMC Calgary Meeting.
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AU Proposal to the IECEx ExMC Calgary meeting

Background:

At present the ExMC meetings are dealing with many items that AU perceive do not require the attention of the ExMC at the AGM.    It is suggested some of these items could be dealt with through the IECEx Executive to achieve a higher level of efficiency and thus allow more time for meaningful discussion on relevant matters during the ExMC AGM and also to reduce the number of documents to be reviewed and voted on throughout the year.
Examples:

1) Voting on reports of assessments and re-assessments of ExTL’s and ExCB’s throughout the year

2) ExMC AGM – CAB related items

3) An executive committee report that is submitted prior to the to the AGM that covers the mature and established elements of the IECEx System (Current overview report, CAB matters, IECEx membership (including new ExTL’s and ExCB’s, scope variations, scheme participation etc), CB and TL assessments, Ex Mark, IEC/ILAC/IAF cooperation, TC312, UNECE, WG summary, System promotion etc.). Member countries can then raise questions on notice and a single agenda item would cover the tabling and acceptance of the report
Proposal:

ExMC is to request the IECEx Executive Committee to give consideration to those matters they believe do not require discussion or a decision by the full ExMC and to make a recommendation to the next ExMC.   Included in the proposal will be the method proposed for each of these matters to be reported to the ExMC. 
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
