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MEETING CHAIRMAN – Mr KERRY McMANAMA, US

1. OPENING AND WELCOME – The Meeting Commenced 9.00 a.m.

Thursday 6th September 2012.

1.1 
Introduction by IECEx Chairman – Mr Kerry McManama

The Chairman, Mr Kerry McManama, declared the meeting open at 9.00 a.m. welcoming all delegates and invited guests as well as the IECEx Executive. The Chairman extended a special welcome to Mr Frans Vreeswijk, the Incoming IEC General Secretary and CEO, commenting that he would have the opportunity to see the good work we do. The Chairman thanked QPS as hosts of the meetings for their wonderful organisation of the meetings and for the excellent facilities. He then invited Mr Nick Maalouf from QPS to say a few words.  

Mr. Maalouf extended a warm welcome to all delegates adding that  it was also an honour to have the Incoming IEC General Secretary in attendance commenting that he hoped that he, and all the delegates, would  find time to visit and explore the city and the surrounding areas.
He then went on to thank the IECEx Executive for entrusting QPS  with the task of hosting the IECEx meetings. He commented that the organisation of the meetings, and the success to date, were due largely to the very hard work of Mrs Dori O’Kane and Mrs Donna Koopstra, whom he personally wished to thank.  He then advised that there are two main reasons for QPS offering to host the 2012 annual series of meetings- 

The first reason being, that QPS, wholeheartedly believe in, and fully support the IECEx System. 

The second reason, being personal, as the Convenor of the original IEC Working Group, WGEx that developed the nucleus of the System we have today and that although QPS had only relatively recently joined the IECEx, 2007, he had never, at least emotionally, left it. He continued by noting the growth of the System reminding the delegates of the following-

· As mentioned by the Secretary during the industry symposium, on the previous day, it is the 20th anniversary of the request, submitted by TC31 to the IEC, to establish a Scheme for Ex equipment.

· We now have 30 member countries, 43 Ex CBs, and 45 ExTLs, and the list keeps growing. 

· Back then, we were struggling to establish one single scheme. Today, we have four, 

· Only a few years ago, many were still wondering where the IECEx was going. Today we know that the IECEx has become the model for certification schemes globally, and is endorsed by none other than the United Nations.

· And finally, speaking of today, in Calgary, we are breaking records. We had the highest number of manufacturers and end users of Ex equipment attending the industry symposium; and we have the highest attendance at an ExMC meeting.

He concluded that we do have plenty of good reasons to celebrate and with this he wished all members a productive meeting. He then turned the meeting back to the Chairman, Mr. McManama.
The Chairman thanked Mr. Maalouf for his words and, also, for reminding the delegates of the System’s considerable success. He recalled the early days of the System and commented on the extraordinary growth and development when looking at the present day.

He also welcomed the CAB members present Dr Alexander Zalogin (RU) again, Mr. Joe Gryn (CA) and Mr Michel Brenon (FR) as well as Mr Terry Hazel, PCIC Europe, Mr Jacques Lavard from TOTAL, who is replacing Mr. Patrick Leroux, and Mr. Ron Collis incoming IECEE Chairman. He then invited the Incoming IEC General Secretary – Frans Vreeswijk to address the meeting.

1.2 Address by the Incoming IEC General Secretary – Frans Vreeswijk

Mr Vreeswijk commenced by saying that he was very happy to be present at his very first IECEx meeting and that he had considered it very important to be in Canada for the meeting . He noted the importance of IECEx to industry and its stakeholders and, as well, acknowledged the remarks of both Mr. Maalouf and Mr. McManama, commenting that the growth of the IECEx has been most impressive. He also expressed his desire to get to know each person and develop a long relationship. He concluded by confirming that the IECEx has his full support, as there is a clear industry need for the services provided by IECEx.

OVERVIEW OF IECEx SYSTEM ACTIVITIES AND CURRENT POSITION 


Document noted:

· ExMC/749/R – Overview Report from the Secretariat

The Chairman invited the Secretary to present the report. The Secretary commenced by advising that a correction was required under Item 2 - of ExMC/749/R Membership, the revised figure to be 43 ExCBs accepted and not 47. The Secretary then went on to highlight a number of items contained in the report which indicate a steady increase in growth. He referred the meeting to Table 1A of the report which shows a growth in draft CoCs from 499 in 2008 to 1150 as of July 2012. He then drew delegate’s attention to Table 1C of the report which showed an increase in the numbers of companies/organisations holding IECEx Equipment Certificates which has increased from1496 in 2010 to 2538 as of July 2012.

The Secretary then went on to inform the meeting of some the main areas of activity carried out by the secretariat. These include support to ExCB and ExTLs as well as to industry. Also the day to day liaison with ExCBs in relation to the daily monitoring and reviewing of data on both the CoC Online web site as well as the IECEx web site. 
The Secretary reminded Delegates of the new IT monitoring feature for the Listing of "Out of Date QARs" and "CoCs linked to Out of Date QARs" as an additional monitoring tool both for ExCBs to assist in their managing the scheduling of surveillance audits and the on-going review of the system and ExCB performance by the Secretariat and Executive.
He advised of the constant liaison with the IEC IT department as well as the excellent cooperation with IEC TC 31. Before concluding the secretary noted that E-mails are increasing and are now approaching close to 20,000 since the last meeting.

The Chairman asked the meeting if there were comments or questions in relation to the report. AU asked that future reports, as required by OD 003-2, under Item 4 (d) of the report include the number of ExTRs and QARs reviewed. It was agreed that this be taken on as an Action Item. The Chairman thanked the secretary for his very comprehensive report acknowledging the continued and sustained year by year growth of the IECEx System.

REPORT ON IEC CAB (Conformity Assessment Board) MATTERS

The Chairman introduced this item by reminding members of the role and responsibilities of the CAB. He advised that the IECEx System reports on its activities to the CAB twice a year, with the next meeting being held in Oslo in October 2012.  He then advised that Dr Hiromichi Fujisawa, the IEC CAB Chairman and IEC Vice President, had sent his apologies to this years meeting saying that he was disappointed that he was unable to attend but had sent his kind regards and best wishes for a successful meeting. The Chairman concluded by pssing on Dr Fuijsawa's wishes to be able to attend the IECEx meetings in Brazil 2013.

5.3.2 IEC Young Professionals Programme CAB Decision 31/16


  The Chairman commenced this item by advising that the IECEx Executive, during their Paris meeting, had agreed to encourage Young Professionals to participate in the IECEx System commenting that their presence, in the role of observers, at future meetings would be most welcome. He noted that the IECEx Secretary, Mr Chris Agius, and ExPCC Chairman, Mr Ralph Wigg, had participated in the last two Young Professionals Programmes with Mr Wigg preparing to present a workshop on Conformity Assessment at the upcoming 2012 IEC General Meeting. 



AU agreed with the Chairman’s remarks making the comment that quite a number of the delegates are aging and that we must clearly make the effort to encourage participation by young people and, also, to look to the future with succession planning in mind. The Chairman agreed with AU‘s comments confirming that succession planning is already under consideration by the executive. AU advised that a member of their delegation was a Young Professional and asked if any other Young Professionals were present. There were none.  The Chairman thanked AU for its comments asking that all Member Bodies be encouraged to support the Young Professionals Programme and further supported the IECEx involvement in the past and future Young Professional Workshops.  Theer was general agreement to support the Young Professionals Program.

The Chairman advised the meeting that, a letter had been forwarded to the secretariat by the USNC requesting discussion on the possible impact of the Draft ISO/IEC 17067- Conformity assessment — Fundamentals of product certification and guidelines for product certification schemes during the meeting. The Chairman asked the US to address the item. The US commenced by advising that National Committees have been invited to vote on this document.  The US, before doing so, is seeking input from other countries asking if any of the National Committees present have concerns relating to the impact of this document on the IECEx System, and, other Conformity Systems. The Chairman, before opening the topic for general discussion, asked if the US had carried out an evaluation of the possible impact the draft document on the IECEx system. US delegate, Mr Evans Massey, responded that there was concern whether or not System would be prepared to take on board the more onerous path. In discussing this further, comments were noted from RU, with Mr. Joe Gryn suggesting that perhaps the questions could be put to the IAF/ILAC/IEC steering committee at its next meeting. The meeting agreed with Mr Gryn’s suggestion and the decision was taken for the Chairman and Secretary to arrange for the document to be discussed at the next meeting of IEC/IAF/ILAC Steering Committee.

5.4 Any Other CAB Matters

The Chairman then offered the meeting the opportunity to discuss any concerns, particularly in relation to the operations of the IECEx System or, indeed, with IEC that they would like raised within CAB during the next meeting. CA raised the issue of SMARTGRID and its possible impact on IECEx System and asked if anything is happening. The Chairman advised there is nothing impacting on IECEx at this stage thanking CA for the question.

In concluding he impressed upon the meeting the need to keep the secretariat informed of any changes to contact details etc., reminding the meeting that the maintenance of the web site is on a day-to-day basis.

6.2     New Country Membership and other possible new Countries
The Chairman commenced this item by extending a warm welcome to Spain who had a delegate attending the Meeting for the first time. He also advised that following on from the successful UAE ESMA Conference in Dubai in March the UAE is considering membership. He concluded that there has also been interest from Ireland, Belgium and Iran and asked members to inform either himself, and/or,  the Secretary of any suggestions of other countries that may be interested in joining IECEx.

He then reminded the meeting that scope extensions within the Equipment Scheme, 02, go down to the editions of standards. He advised that even if an ExCB already has a Standard within their current scope they must complete the ExMC/271B/Inf form and declaration for inclusion of a new edition of the Standard to their scope of IECEx acceptance. The Secretary concluded that document ExMC/751/R has been submitted to the meeting for information and endorsement by ExMC. The Chairman asked if there were any questions. There were no questions raised. The members therefore noted and endorsed the report as presented.

The Chairman invited the Secretary to report. While the Secretary initially advised that there had been no changes, during the meeting JP noted that a change to the website had taken place with the removal of Serbia from the Applicant area on the site. The Secretary advised that this had been done quite recently and that it was quite correct. He thanked JP for their providing this clarification.
The Chairman thanked the Secretary for his report and invited questions.  No further questions were raised.
7
 IECEx ASSESSMENTS OF ExCBs AND ExTLs

The Chairman invited the Secretary to report. The Secretary commenced by reminding the meeting that Annual Surveillance is conducted on all ExCBs and ExTLs comprising of 

a) ExCBs + ExTLs holding acceptable National Accreditation – consisting of a review of the status of accreditation 
b) ExCBs + ExTLs without acceptable National Accreditation – consist of a an annual site visit by an IECEx Assessor.
The Secretary continued that at times it is very difficult to obtain details relating to a body’s accreditation scope due to the differing approaches and format used by the different accreditation bodies. He advised that the IECEx has raised the issue of accessing the information of accredited bodies within the ILAC/IAF forum and will continue to do so. 
The meeting noted this issue along with the importance of maintaining a surveillance program.

Rules of Procedure concerning the use of QARs

The Chairman asked the meeting to note the publication of the new edition of 

IECEx 02 - IEC System for Certification to Standards relating to Equipment for Explosive Atmospheres – Rules of Procedure. He then invited AU to introduce their proposal contained in document ExMC/792/CD. AU began by commenting that they wished to see evidence of work on QARs to show that the requirements of OD 009 are being implemented.   AU then continued by asking  if we only review summary report or do we review the complete QAR?  AU believe the text in the Flowchart should be amended to read as follows “ExCB reviews and Endorses QAR....”.  GB commented that they had looked carefully at the AU proposal commenting that some of the requirements are inconsistent suggesting, therefore, that the amendment should go to WG1. The US, in general, agreed with GB. DE agreed that it was inconsistent agreeing that improved wording is required.  FR, NL and GB agreed that OD 009 should be used rather than IECEx 02. After further discussion the Chairman asked if AU would agree that their proposal go to WG1 for discussion/resolution? AU and the meeting agreed. The decision was taken that the matter be forwarded to WG1, that is, for consideration to review IECEx 02 to be in line with OD 009.

The Chairman requested  the meeting to note the new edition of OD 009 and in doing so also consider the AU proposal contained in ExMC/793/CD. He then asked AU to present their proposal. AU advised that it is seeking an amendment to OD 009 add the following to “and reviewing QAR” commenting that, at present, there is insufficient detail on the QAR on the website, and therefore, the QAR needs to be reviewed. The Chairman commented that this proposal is similar to the previous AU proposal to amend IECEx 02 and suggested, should AU agree, that it likewise be forwarded to WG1. AU and the meeting agreed.

8.4 
Results and Discussion on Questionnaire – Acceptance of non Witnessed Tests



Documents noted:

· ExMC/717/Q – Questionnaire
· ExMC/781/R – Results of the Questionnaire 
The Chairman commenced by giving the meeting the background of the questionnaire ExMC/717/Q and the previous discussions surrounding “unwitnessed testing” within the IECEx System. He reminded the meeting that a decision had been taken in Split that a questionnaire be sent to all Member Bodies. He continued that the questionnaire had contained 5 questions and that, while extending his appreciation to the 15 Member Bodies that provided a response, he was disappointed that more did not participate in the survey. 
In recalling the responses the Chairman concluded that it appears that there is a split view of equal weight for and against the issue of unwitnessed testing and called on the membership to consider a path forward. He reminded the meeting that decisions are always on a consensus basis commenting that although we cannot control regulators, industry can apply pressure. 

AU, firstly acknowledging that it had not responded to the questionnaire and suggested that at this point the such a move towards unwitnessed tests could be seen as undermining the integrity of the IECEx System.  
Mr Duffy, US, commented as a manufacturer, that the IECEE has a robust programme model, at various levels, for unwitnessed tests and suggested that it is useful for long term tests and has proven to work well in IECEE. Mr Duffy suggested that we should consider the IECEE model for use in the IECEx. The Chairman noted that one of the fundamental differences between IECEx and IECEE is that for IECEx we have a Certificate of Conformity where in IECEE a Test Certificate is issued. CA commented that we need to get full responses from all countries to get a complete picture. Also, that it should be remembered, OD 024 is still in the early stage of implementation and needs time to be used, adding that we need to allow national committees time to consider the responses. 
During discussion comments were raised mentioning that IECEx should allow the OD 024 to mature prior ro any real significant changes. 
The Chairman further commented that we need members to review comments and then come back in 1 year. AU agreed with, and supported, the CA position. The US requested that all members understand what is being considered. 
The Chairman then commented that whether or not a programme for unwitnessed testing is allowed we still require an overall response. He reminded the meeting that the purpose of the questionnaire was just to see if there was support for the concept of unwitnessed tests from a regulatory stand point. AU raised a concern in relation to the wording of the questionnaire saying that they read the first question and then did not progress. 
Mr Sinclair, as ExTAG Chairman, suggested that we should look at rewording the questionnaire as this may help to clarify what is meant by “unwitnessed tests”. GB agreed commenting that the use of the term ‘unwitnessed” raises alarm bells, explaining that “unwitnessed” does not mean unsupervised work and suggested that unwitnessed could become “supervised”. GB agreed that we need responses from all the countries involved . The Chairman then suggested that a revision of the text take place. AU agreed advising that they would wish to participate. FR commented that they did not understand the text and therefore did not respond. NL agreed with CA that OD 024 should be given time to mature. 

The Chairman, taking on board comments received, proposed the following which were agreed by the meeting, 

1. The questionnaire be revised by the Chairman, Mr Sinclair ExTAG Chairman, Mr Collis (AU) and the IECEx Secretary and then to be reissued along with the request that all Member Bodies participate.

2. The secretariat to be actively pursue responses from all Member Bodies.

8.5
Proposal from UK to Amend IECEx 02


Document noted:

· ExMC/728/CD – Proposal from UK 
The Chairman invited Mr David Stubbings to present the GB proposal contained in document ExMC/728/CD. The GB proposal being for the transfer, and use, of an ExTR to allow a new CoC to be issued, even if the ExTR was to an earlier edition, that is, more than 1 edition prior to current edition. He commented that this would align with the allowance that a Unit Verification certificate can be issued to an older edition of a Standard. This would also enable a manufacturer more choice for a particular product. He also commented that there maybe occasions when manufacturer wants to move ExCBs.  The Chairman asked the meeting for comments/questions suggesting this might be a task for WG1. NL opposed the GB proposal remarking that there is enough momentum in the product life cycle, the manufacturer can decide. DE agreed with the Chairman’s proposal to refer this to WG1 for more detailed discussion. FR supported referral to WG1. CA expressed concern to having new CoCs issued to old standards. FR agreed with CA’s concerns. AU agreed with CA and FR that it needs to go to WG1.RU commented that this needs to be considered as a wider issue and feel that the scheme should stay with current edition and 1 edition prior. The US agreed with RU that the rules are clear that we should not issue a new certificate to old standards. We would be remiss to accept this part of GB proposal.  JP commented that it is not clear as to why this was being proposed.  The transfer of Certificate has not been used in IECEx. It is simple and important. Why is such a mandate necessary to use old standards? The Chairman called for further input to the discussions and concluded with Members agreement that this be forwarded to WG1 for further consideration at the same time as support retaining the current rules.

Integration of Ex s (new IEC 60079-33) into the IECEx 02 Certified Equipment Scheme



Document discussed/considered:

The Chairman introduced this item by reminding members that this had been an Action Item from the Split 2011Meeting. He continued that at the time the decision was taken to refer this topic to the IECEx Executive and WG1 for guidance. The Chairman advised members that the item had been discussed during the June Paris Executive Meeting with the recommendations, as included in ExMC/778/CD, 

· that the current project, at present being undertaken by ExTAG WG09, be transferred to the IECEx Executive. 
· that the IECEx Executive produce a draft document, taking into account work already carried out by ExTAG WG9, for circulation to the ExMC for comment
The Chairman asked if the members agreed with proposed recommendations. The Chairman was advised that ExTAG agreed with the transfer of this work from WG9 to the Executive with AU and CA giving supporting comments. As there were no further questions the decision was taken that the Executive prepare a document for the Brazil 2013 ExMC Meeting. 
8.7
Inclusion of new Standards produced within IEC SC31M – Non Electrical Standards 

The Chairman introduced this item by again reminding the members that this had been an Action Item from the Split 2011Meeting, where the decision had been taken that it be referred to the IECEx Executive.  He advised that there had been detailed discussion during the June Paris Executive Meeting, with the Executive recommending, that an ExMC WG be developed to undertake work to enable the integration of new IEC SC31M Standards, namely ISO 80079-36, ISO 80079-37 and ISO/IEC 80079-38 into the System. He then requested that the members support the proposed WG with the ‘Terms of Reference’ being the Bullet Points contained in the Calgary Agenda ExMC/763C/DA, namely: 

· the need for ExTRs

· a proposed system / procedure for qualifying ExTLs and ExCBs, both new and existing Bodies

· what additional expertise/tools would be necessary concerning assessment of ExTLs and ExCBs

· other issues as necessary

AU advised that it supported the proposal to form a new WG and wished to propose an AU delegate as Convenor. The US, GB, DE and CA also supported the proposal along with NL, CN, IT, FR and KR. AU then proposed Mr. Jim Munro to be the convenor. The members agreed and Mr. Munro accepted the role of Convenor. The Chairman thanked both AU and Mr. Munro. He then asked for member bodies to nominate experts to the new WG. AU, US, UK, DE, NL, CA, CN, IT, FR, KR and JP agreed to nominate experts. The Chairman thanked the various asking them to send their nominations to the secretariat.

Mr Sinclair advised that this proposal came out of discussion held during the UAE IECEx Conference held in March of this year. He continued that the purpose of a second form of Annex would be to allow any relevant Conformity Assessment details for the equipment to be recorded in a single place. The Chairman then asked if there were any questions or comments. The US asked if such an Annex would be mandatory. After some discussion US and AU supported the proposal on the basis that it be voluntary. FR also supported the proposal but on a voluntary basis only. CA agreed with US, AU and FR adding that the information could be useful for end users and regulators. CN also supported the proposal on the basis that the CoC clearly indicated that an annex existed. Before concluding, and taking note of the comments received the Chairman asked if it was necessary for the proposal to be referred to WG1. It was agreed that Mr Sinclair and the Secretary would prepare a draft document, taking onboard comments from meeting and WG1 for the preparation of an Operational Document for final approval by ExMC. The Chairman thanked Mr. Sinclair and the secretary for taking on this work.

9.1.3 Guidance for the use of the IECEx Logo


Document Noted:

· IECEx 01B - Guidance for the use of the IECEx Logo
 Mr Duffy advised that document IECEx 01B Guidance for the use of the IECEx Logo has been published since the Split Meeting. He advised that this document provides guidance for all organizations wishing to use the IECEx Logo (e.g. manufacturers), as well as an explanation of the differences between the IECEx Logo and the IECEx Conformity Mark. The meeting noted the publication of the document.

9.1.4 Revisions to IECEx 01B and IECEx 04A

Mr. Duffy also reminded the meeting of document IECEx 04A Guidance for making applications for and use of IECEx Conformity Mark which provides guidance for applicants wishing to gain IECEx Conformity Mark Licenses (e.g. manufacturers). He advised that the document also provides guidance on the use of the Marks on products and packaging and other material showing the steps and processes required for manufacturers to gain, and use, an IECEx Conformity Mark License. Mr. Duffy noted comments received, relating to references of the IECEx Mark, in the logo guidance document.  He advised that ExMarkCo will be reviewing both documents, IECEx 01B and IECEx 04A, in order to remove redundancies and, also, to take into account other possible uses of the IECEx Mark. The meeting noted the two documents agreeing that the documents be reviewed, and revised, when necessary. 

9.1.5 Procedures for issuing IECEx Mark Licenses, OD 022 and use of the Mark for Unit Verification Certification

Mr. Duffy commenced by advising that this item had been an Action Item from the Split 2011 ExMC Meeting. He went on to outline the proposal to allow the Mark to be used with Unit Verification Certificates acknowledging that there are obstacles such as those discussed during the ExMarkCo June Paris Meeting-

· Unit Verification process does not require ongoing monitoring

· Possible need for verification of logo on marketing literature

· Conformity Mark associated with a Unit verification should require the use of a serial number in the same manner as the Unit verification certificate.

Mr. Duffy advised that ExMarkCo considered the obstacles mentioned, and, after discussion were recommending proceeding, provided, there would be additional inspection of marketing / publicity documentation. The possibility of a simplified QAR was also discussed.   AU asked how it was proposed to use surveillance. Mr. Duffy suggested by asking Manufacturers for documentation. The ExMC Chairman asked the meeting if they agreed with the ExMarkCo Chairman’s proposal. After some discussion it was agreed that ExMarkCo move forward with the development of Rules to allow the use of the IECEx Mark for products covered by IECEx Unit Verification.

9.1.6 Increased Exposure and use of the IECEx Mark on Certificates of   Conformity (CoCs)

Mr. Duffy commenced by advising that this item had also been discussed during the ExMarkCo Paris Meeting.  In an effort to increase the exposure of the IECEx Mark, the ExMarkCo Members are seeking ExMC approval to explore the possibility of having a link or indication on those CoCs that are linked to an existing Conformity Mark. 

He advised that ExMarkCo is seeking approval for the following two items by the ExMC as follows:

a) 
the display of the Conformity Mark on a CoC linked to a Conformity mark; 

and

b)     no fee will be charged for the up- issue of a CoC to show the link to the Conformity Mark.

After some discussion, and taking one proposal at a time, the meeting agreed that the Conformity Mark be displayed on a CoC linked to a Conformity Mark, and, that no fee to be charged for the up- issue of a CoC to show the link to the Conformity Mark. 

9.2 Notifications of misuse of the IECEx Conformity Mark.  

Mr. Duffy commenced this item by reminding the meeting of the CAB request to be aware of any matters relating to the misuse of the IECEx Conformity Mark. The Secretary then reported that a successful conclusion, to an issue of use of the IECEx name, had been resolved. He advised that, while at present there were no major issues, members should be vigilant as to examples of misuse and please inform Mr Duffy, as Chairman of ExMarkCo, or the secretariat. AU advised that a misuse of the Mark appeared on ‘Linked In’. Mr. Duffy asked if there were any other examples. There no other items raised. In concluding, the ExMC Chairman reminded the meeting that the IECEx System, as the first to use a Mark, has a responsibility to maintain the integrity of both the System and the IEC.

9.3 Other Matters relating to the IECEx Conformity Mark System 

The ExMC Chairman asked if there were any other matters to be discussed. Mr. Duffy advised of a proposal raised within ExMarkCo regarding the reporting in QARs for overseeing and monitoring of the use of the Mark by ExCBs, advising that this is being worked on between WG5 and ExMarkCo. Mr Duffy also informed the meeting of the work being carried out to address the issue of “Confidentiality” among ExMarkCo Members being developed within ExMarkCo and IEC Central Office. He remarked that during review of applications to participate in the work of IECEx, and the preparation and review of assessment reports, there is much discussion on sensitive information which must stay within the Committee and it was therefore felt that a “Confidentiality Agreement” would be appropriate. 

AU congratulated Mr. Duffy on an excellent report while, at the same time, raising the issue of marketing and promotion of the Mark, noting the HazardEx publication as an example of an appropriate publication. The meeting agreed with AU, and it was also suggested that promotion could be considered within ExMC WG13 IECEx System Business Development. CN raised concerns about the proposal of  having an indication on a Certificate that is linked to a License, asking if we would then have two levels of certificates, one attached to a mark and one not. Mr. Duffy advised that any certificate connected to a Mark license would have a Mark Logo displayed on the certificate. The meeting took note of CN concerns but suggested that we try it and see how it works. NL asked if it is possible to have a record of those who have the Mark in order to report on misuse. Mr. Duffy commented that some information already exists on the CoC web site, suggesting that we need to look at that first and determine if any additional information was required. CA raised concern over the vacancies that still exist on the ExMarkCo Membership asking if we do not fill these positions what will be the affect on the membership. Mr Duffy agreed that the positions need to be filled but that at this time it is having no real impact.

 Mr. Duffy thanked the members for their time and also thanked the Mark Committee for their work. The ExMC Chairman also thanked Mr. Duffy and the committee for their excellent work.

The Chairman invited the Secretary, Mr Chris Agius, as acting Convenor of WG10, to report. Mr. Agius commenced advising that this report is being presented on behalf of the WG10 Convener, Mr Theo Pijpker by advising that WG10 had held two meetings since the Split 2011 ExMC Meeting, one in Sydney, October 2011, and one in Geneva, June 2012. He advised that the WG has progressed with its work to integrate additional Ex related Services beyond Ex Repair, as initially decided during the Paris 2008 ExMC Meeting.  He continued that as a result of the work carried out WG 10 is now seeking approval, by the ExMC, of a new document structure as set out in ExMC/746/Inf Proposed new IECEx 03 Document Structure.  
The Chairman called on the meeting for their approval of this new proposed numbering structure. AU suggested that the numbering structure begin with ‘3’ rather than ‘0’ e.g. OD 313-5. 
The Chairman asked if there was any reason why this suggestion would be unacceptable. Mr. Agius commented that the WG was just following the existing numbering system but agreed that it was a good suggestion, given the numbering format used for the IECEx 05 CoPC Scheme. The members then agreed with the document structure outlined in ExMC/746/Inf, but with the numbering of ODs to start with numeral 3 (such as OD 313-5).

Mr, Agius advised that as part of the previous ExMC decision for the integration of additional Ex related Services into the IECEx Certified Services Scheme, WG10 proposed that the updated versions of the current suite of Rules and Operational Documents (IECEx 03, OD 013, OD 014, OD 015, OD 016) be issued to move the current IECEx 03 Scheme for Repair into the new document structure. Referring to the earlier decision he reminded the meeting that these will now begin with the new 300 series numbering, he then requested approval by the meeting. 

RU raised concern over the time they required for approval of the documents listed in 10.1.2 and also those included in Agenda Items  10.2.2, 10.2.3 and 10.2.4 requesting a longer comment period. RU advised that they were not prepared, at the present time, to accept the documents. RU continued that they are positive about these documents and the activities of WG10 but require futher consultation among by National Committee commenting that it would be difficult to introduce these documents within RU without such.  The Chairman asked RU how much additional time was required. RU advised that with translation and circulation 3 months would be needed. The Chairman thanked RU for the clarification and then  suggested that as the documents listed in 10.2.1 essentially already existed could RU approve just these documents with the meeting to then consider a longer period for the rest of the documents. RU advised that they would not insist on a 3 month period for these documents but would for all other documents listed. As a result a revised document, 
ExMC/782/CD – Draft Revision of IECEx 05 IECEx CoPC Scheme Rules, with proposed changes included in the introduction, has been prepared for approval by the meeting. The Chairman then asked if there any comments or questions. As there were no comments the document was approved for publication by the meeting.

He commented that, in fact, there had been very little change to the content of this document. He advised that the revision of OD 504 had caused the committee to re-look at OD 503 ExCB Procedures for issuing and maintaining IECEx Certificates of Personnel Competence now restyled to align to OD 504. He pointed out that the proposed changes to ExMC/776/CD, Draft revision of OD 503, were included in the introduction. Mr. Wigg advised that a few final minor editorials are required to this document. The Chairman asked the meeting to consider the documents for publication. 
The meeting considered the documents agreeing that ExMC/774/CD, ExMC/775/CD, ExMC/776/CD, ExMC/777/CD be forwarded for publication once the minor editorial changes to ExMC/776/CD were made. The Chairman thanked the committee for all their hard work. He then asked if there were any further comments or questions. DE commented that while the work completed by the committee, as well as the growth within the scheme, was very impressive there is some concern that a large percentage of CoPC are only for Unit 1.  DE suggested that Unit 1 is of real value only when coupled with an additional unit commenting that the qualification of a person with Unit 1 only, does not express expertise. The Chairman commented that he understood the DE concerns thanking them for their comment. The ExPCC Chairman responded to the DE comment and agreed that this should be referred to ExPCC for consideration. The Chairman thanked Mr. Wigg and the ExPCC for all their hard work.

The Chairman commenced this Agenda Item by providing the meeting with the background behind the idea of evaluating training bodies, commenting that Trainers wish to become involved within the IECEx.  He reminded the meeting that this had first been proposed by NO during the 2008 Paris Meeting. Now the USNC in their letter, ExMC/761/CD, is asking the question “How can an ExCB that issues an ExCoPC Certificate be assured that the training the individual has received is of value and is comprehensive? “ . He then invited Mr. Paul House, on behalf of the USNC AdHoc group responsible for the proposal, to present document ExMC/761/CD. Mr. House commenced his presentation by explaining that the main aim of the proposal is primarily to assist industry in the improvement of safety at Ex facilities, and to support and promote Regulatory requirements for safety in Ex installations. He listed two Primary Objectives: 

(1) A complementary program to the Certification of Personnel Competency Scheme (ExPCC)--To provide assurance that Ex education/training towards CoPC is from a Qualified Training Centre Program

and

  (2)
 The program also provides Industry with IECEx Recognized Training for independent employee evaluations--This provides assurance their employees have access to suitable
He then continued to explain, in detail, the USNC proposed targets and programmes relating to training centres, as well advising that the group has produced draft documents covering various areas including rules and procedures. 

The Chairman thanked Mr. House and the USNC/IECEx for all their work in developing this proposal. He then asked for any questions/ comments remarking that there is a lot to think about, in essence, the move into qualifying Trainers to participate within the ExPCC. 
DE commented on the proposal, as detailed in ExMC/761/CD, expressing caution that IECEx Certification of Training or Training Bodies may in fact lead to an implied endorsement of training that may prove to be inadequate. The US commented that it would be of great benefit to have a system in place to evaluate training that reflects competence within the Ex area, concluding that the training proposal as presented obviously needs additional work and would support moving this forward. AU supports the concept of training evaluation/certification, advising we need to be clear what it is that we are seeking to assess and certify, “The Training Bodies” or “The Training Material” or “Both”. CA supported AU in the question. Mr. Bill Fiske, made a personal comment, noting the US proposal, remarking that it puts IECEx close to becoming an accreditation Body and that issues relating to IAF/ILAC may need to be considered. FR supported the proposal on the basis that there is clear separation between activities of the ExPCC and assessment training. NL commented that the IECEx does perform peer review on top of accreditation asking how many trainers would have experience of training in Ex. Mr. John Allen, advised that GB has concerns that assessment of training organisations may have a potential to devalue the ExPCC Scheme suggesting that we need to be cautious to ensure we do not appear to create “short-cuts” that end users may take. RU advised that it supports the US initiative contained in ExMC/761/CD and feels that the ExPCC Scheme will be incomplete if training is not included. NO also supports the US proposal but not sure where, or how to introduce it, commenting that we must choose the shortest way to achieve best results. BR advised that it does not support the proposal expressing concerns of possible conflict of interest between ExCBs. 
Following further discussion, AU suggested that a WG be formed to explore the proposal and issues raised, in depth and then to report at the Brazil 2013 IECEx Meetings. GB and BR supported the formation of a WG. 
Following further discussion, the Chairman proposed, and the meeting agreed, that the best way forward would be to establish an ExMC WG. It was agreed the membership of the WG would comprise of the Executive with Member Bodies to submit nominations of their experts to the Secretary with a maximum of 2 experts per country. In concluding the Agenda Item it was agreed that the Chairman would act as the Convenor of this new WG.
12
IECEx SYSTEM – GENERAL MATTERS

12.1
General Overview of the IECEx System

The Chairman invited the Secretary to report. The Secretary gave a general overview of the IECEx System and its individual schemes activities since the last ExMC meeting in Split. He then advised that the Secretariat is receiving a growing number of general and scheme specific enquires direct from industry for equipment, services, and persons as in many instances there is uncertainty as to where to go for such information, eg the right contacts. Guidance is often sought on documents etc. and, as well, on occasions as difficulty on locating Certificates by numbers. There is also, still, confusion relating to ATEX certificates and the differences between an ATEX Certificate and IECEx. 
In concluding the Secretary remarked that such enquiries are evidence that IECEx is being thought of more and more when individuals are addressing Ex areas and installations and advised from his perspective such inquiries are very much welcomed as it provides an opportunity for the IECEx to add real value to industry.  The Chairman thanked the Secretary for this overview and invited questions.  No questions were raised.
12.2
IEC / ILAC / IAF Cooperation

The Chairman opened this item by referring the meeting to CAB/1068A/R: Report of the IEC-ILAC-IAF Steering Committee. The Chairman sought comments/questions. AU, having considered the document and its recommendations questioned the need to have this type of co-operation at all, reminding the meeting that the peer assessment process is the solid foundation upon which IECEx sits and should not be compromised. In response the Chairman advised that there would be few that would disagree with this, adding however, that some level of cooperation with Accreditation Bodies may help to reduces costs, especially where Accreditation Bodies make use of the IECEx assessment process and therefore there is some imperative keep channels open for some cooperation. CA commented that within the IECEx System we have peer assessment which is robust and which contributes greatly to trust between ExCBs and users, concluding that among the Ex industries peer assessment is regarded as providing a greater level of confidence than accreditation and that within the IECEx we have the “IECEx way” and do not need to adapt to any other system.  
The Chairman noted the robustness of the discussion suggesting, however, that we support communication and dialogue with ILAC/IAF where possible under the MOU providing the credibility of the IECEx is not impaired.

Mr. Joe Gryn advised that within CAB there is a lot of discussion with the primary reason for co-operating with ILAC/IAF  accreditation as a requirement for many bodies to co-operate at national level and, as well, has value to ‘keep good will’. 
RU advised that the issue has been long standing on the IECEx agenda and that they have disagreed with co-operation between IECEX and ILAC/IAF from the beginning. RU continued, that as we now have more than 40 ExCBs and ExTLs within system and expressed concern that in extending cooperation with IAF/ILAC as maybe suggested within IECEE, would see inferior bodies enter the System which would be unacceptable.  The Chairman commented that it should be noted that the IECEx and the IECEE are quite different and that IECEE may have fewer problems with co-operation with IAF/ILAC than the IECEx, which is a heavily regulated field.  He then summarised the position of IECEx as follows with the meeting confirming the position and requesting that this be taken to CAB - 

IECEx Postion on Cooperation with IAF/ILAC:

That while supporting the on-going dialogue between IEC Conformity Assessment Schemes and ILAC and IAF under the IEC / ILAC/IAF MOU that the following be maintained – 

· the decision making forum concerning Rules and Procedures of the IECEx System reside with ExMC

· the established peer assessment procedures and processes of the IECEx that have ensured credibility of the Schemes remain

· to note that IECEx operate Schemes and Programmes outside the scope of operation of most Accreditation Bodies 

· the opportunities for cooperation with joint assessments appears to be difficult in some circumstances

The meeting agreed with supporting on-going dialogue.

12.3
Approval and maintenance of Documents (re Action Item 13 from Split 2011 ExMC Mins – RU Proposal)

The Chairman advised that the RU proposal, from the Split 2011 Meeting, relating to the development and maintenance of IECEx documents had been discussed during the Paris, June 2012, IECEx Executive meeting.  The Chairman advised that as a result of discussions the recommendation is that the Executive continue to consider the proposal, particularly in relation to permanent documents, e.g. ExMC/251A/CD. In response RU commented that this had been somewhat of a long standing issue within IECEx.  Mr. Grudtsyn, RU, continued that we have such a variety of documents within the IECEx System ODs, Decision Sheets etc., it is important to maintain credibility and once again requested the re-enforcement of the role of National Committees when preparing documents. After discussion it was agreed for this to be pursued within the Executive and the RU request that the role of National Committees concerning the approval of IECEx Rules and Procedures be re-enforced.

12.4
AU Proposal for certain matters to be delegated to IECEx Executive

 
Document considered:

· ExMC/791/CD – AU Proposal 


The Chairman opened this agenda item by inviting Mr. Ron Collis, AU, to speak on the proposal. Mr. Collis advised that each year we see the IECEx System gorw in both new services, Members and activity and that the aim of the AU proposal is that some of the items discussed during the annual ExMC meetings could in fact be handled and decided within the IECEx Executive, in order to achieve a higher degree of efficiency. AU further explained that undoubtedly certain items need to be dealt with during the annual meeting, but that these items should be items requiring meaningful, more detailed discussion and decision taking. 
RU expressed support for the AU proposal suggesting that it, along with RU’s earlier proposal, be combined for discussion within the Executive. 

The Chairman invited further comments/questions suggesting that if the meeting agrees with the proposal contained in ExMC/791/CD then it be referred to the Executive for consideration, and the preparation of a report to come back to the ExMC. The meeting agreed and no questions were raised.

13
OTHER WORKING GROUP REPORTS

13.1
WG1 Rules


Document considered:

· ExMC/742/R – IECEx WG1 report of Meeting held 4 June 2012 
Paris

The Chairman invited the Secretary, Mr Chris Agius, as Convenor of WG1, to report. Mr. Agius commenced his report by first thanking INERIS, FR for hosting the WG1 Meeting. He reminded the meeting that the Split meeting Actions had previously been dealt with. He advised that the revision of OD 009 - IECEx Certified Equipment Scheme, Procedures for the Issuing of IECEx Certificates of Conformity, IECEx Test Reports and IECEx Quality Assessment Reports had been published in May 2012. He then referred the meeting to item 4.1.3 of the WG1 report, Split Action Item 12, relating to terms “audit” and “assessment” to be clarified.  He advised that although the WG1 members could understand that there could be some confusion with the terms, and that “audit” can be considered one element of an “assessment”, it was agreed that there was no immediate need to revise the terms at this time. The Secretary, however, remarked that terms can be confusing even between English speaking countries, and the recommendation  has been made by the WG, that a separate document be prepared that contains all the various definitions used within the IECEx Documents. The Chairman asked if the meeting agreed with the WG1 recommendation, Recommendation 1 of ExMC/742/R. The meeting agreed. 
The secretary then moved to the second recommendation of the report relating to attachments as part of a CoC. There was considerable discussion with the meeting agreeing to the WG1 recommendation (Recommendation 2 of ExMC/742/R) that an attachment to an IECEx Certificate of Conformity could be included for which contained additional information and not seen as an integral part of the certificate and that the logo should not be attached.  
The Secretary then referred the meeting to Item 4.4 of the WG1 report covering Certificate Life, consideration of whether there is a need to introduce a requirement to “update” Component Certificates to later Editions of standards.  There was much discussion with the decision being taken that WG1 be given additional time to finalise a proposal concerning life of component certificates. The secretary advised that there is a firm commitment from WG1 that a proposal will be prepared for Brazil ExMC meetings. The Chairman thanked the Secretary and WG1 for their excellent work and invited questions.  No questions were raised.

13.2
IECEx WG5 Management of Quality System Assessments of Manufacturers


Document considered:

· ExMC/743/R – IECEx WG5 report of Meeting held 4 June 2012 in Paris

The Chairman invited Mr. Jeff Olson, as Convenor of WG5, to report. Mr. Olson commenced his report by advising that the WG5 meeting had been held at the same time as WG1, and, likewise wished to thank INERIS, FR for hosting the WG Meeting. Mr Olson reported that ExTAG/247A/Inf, which sets out the transitional 

requirements, as well as a comparison checklist, between both the new ISO/IEC 80079-34 and old IECEx OD 005-1 had been published and is available from the IECEx web site.  He remarked that the document, issued for the assistance of manufacturers and ExCBs, has been well received with feedback by those using it, being positive. He advised the meeting that during a discussion about the different time frames for auditing a manufacturer holding ISO 9001 certification, being a maximum interval of 18 months, and one without being a maximum interval of 12 months. It was also suggested, as a result of discussion, that the IECEx Rules should be clarified that ISO 9001 certification should only be issued by an appropriate body (i.e. an IAF accredited body). The Chairman asked Mr. Olson if there are any proposals requiring ExMC support/assistance. Mr. Olson responded that WG 5 will come back later with a proposal relating to this matter, and that, should the WG require any support they would certainly come back to the ExMC. The Chairman asked the meeting to note the report of WG5, in particular on the issue of limiting the allowance for manufacturers holding ISO9001 must be issued by an ISO 9001 Certification Body accredited by an IAF member, remarking that we look forward to receiving a  proposal from WG5 on this matter. The Chairman thanked Mr. Olson and WG5 for their excellent work. 

13.3    IECEx WG2 Development of Technical Guidance Documents 

Documents considered:

· ExMC/789/R  Report from the Convenor of WG2 - Development of Technical Guidance Documents (TGDs)

· ExMC/765/Inf  A proposal from the US/NC IECEx Member Body: 

concerning TGD 60079-14, -17 and -19

The Chairman invited Mr. Steve Bentham, as Convenor of WG 2, to report. Mr. Bentham commenced his report by commenting that the WG had been somewhat ambitious with the targets set during the Split 2011 ExMC Meeting and had not been able to reach all the targets set, but had completed a number of them. He then proceeded to advise the meeting of the work which had been carried out since the Split meeting via correspondence and during discussions. The first item reported being the suggestion from the WG to change the title of TGDs from, “Technical Guidance Documents” to “Technical Compliance Documents”, TCDs. Commenting that the WG believe that the name TCD better represents the nature and purpose of the documents and are seeking support for this change from the meeting. The Chairman asked if there is any opposition or comment relating to this change. As there was none the name change was accepted by the meeting. 
Mr. Bentham thanked the meeting. He then advised that a new streamlined format TCD has been prepared by the WG 2 advising that they had commenced work on this new format with type of protection Ex‘d’ so then each of the other techniques could use the same template.  He further advised that the TCDs will be prepared in suites for each scheme, one for Equipment and one for Services. He then requested feedback once this new template is prepared from both the users and from assessors. 

Mr Bentham also advised that the WG had discussed the USNC proposal as contained in document ExMC/765/Inf regarding TGDs for IEC 60079-19 and -14 and -17 noting that a TGD for 60079-19 is already available, though not in the new format. He informed the meeting that the WG would be prepared to develop TCDs for 60079-14 and 17, but that it does have a priority to attend to the TCDs for the existing Standards in the IECEx Certified Equipment Scheme first. He then suggested, that a way in which to expedite these new documents, would be for the USNC to nominate a person who could look at updating the current TDG for 60079-19 to the new format document, and then, to provide a first draft to parts 60079-14 and 60079-17. In response the US proposed that both WG10 and WG2 together both work on TCDs for these Standards. Mr. Jim Munro suggested that as the TCDs are being prepared in suites, 60079-19 will be separate for some time and that later, if we require TCDs for 60079-14 and 17, they will form part of the Services Facility suite. The Chairman asked if the meeting agreed to the proposal that WG2 to work with WG10, the meeting agreed to the proposals contained in ExMC/765/Inf. The Chairman thanked the Convenor and the WG2 members for all their hard work.

13.4 
IECEx WG4 Technical Reference Group for Assessment of ExCBs and ExTLs




Document noted:



ExMC/788/R - Report from Mr Jim Munro the Convener of ExMC WG4 Assessor Working Group. 

The Chairman invited the WG4 Convenor, Mr. Jim Munro, to report. Mr. Munro advised that quite a bit of work had been completed since the Split meeting. He informed the meeting that WG4 had met in Paris on 5 June 2012. He then reported that since Split the number of assessors had remained stable and that no new Lead Assessors has been appointed. He referred the meeting to Split 2011 ExMC meeting Action Item 47, the revision of the Assessor report form to cover IECEx 02, 03 and 04 Schemes. He reported that a template had been prepared and forwarded to, and approved by, the IECEx Executive. 
He then referred the meeting to Split Action Item 50, WG 4 to prepare guidelines on how assessments teams approach the assessment of ExCBs and ExTLs for compliance with OD 024 and also prepare a check list against OD 024, advising that the WG is seeking guidance from ExMC as to what should be done with this register, taking the decision that the item be discussed within this meeting. The Secretary advised that an internal register with agreements and also date of expiry is held at the Secretariat. The Secretary further suggested that if there are any questions at the time of a re-assessment the team could contact the Secretariat. The Chairman asked if this is acceptable. The meeting agreed that the current arrangements of the Secretariat should continue.  

Mr. Munro then referred to Split ExMC Action Item 48, A feedback mechanism on the performance of Lead Assessors and Assessors to be prepared as well as a feedback mechanism from assessed bodies to be prepared. Then to be forwarded to the ExMC for final approval, and the WG proposal contained in ExMC/788/R. After discussion the meeting agreed with the WG proposal for a team meeting to be held at the end of the assessment, provided time is available, if not to be carried out by e-mail, to discuss outcomes, performance and effectiveness may be a possible solution. The meeting agreed that the feedback process would be very beneficial and look forward to further reporting on this feedback. Mr. Munro thanked the meeting saying that in many instances this was already being carried out.  He continued that in relation to feedback on the assessors carrying out assessments, it is proposed by the WG that during the opening meeting, the lead assessors advise the body being assessed/re-assessed that they are welcome to provide feedback on the process or on the performance of the assessors at the end of the assessment either, directly to the assessors, or to the IECEx Secretariat. He advised that the WG feels that the current practice of the assessment team is sufficient at this point in time. FR asked if a feedback form has been prepared for the assessor team to provide to the body being assessed/ re-assed. Mr. Munro advised that this has yet to be completed. FR suggested that the WG look at preparing a harmonised feedback form. The meeting agreed. 

Mr. Munro then advised that the WG is seeking guidance on the allowable time for concluding an assessment, that is, in closing action items from an assessment. Commenting that, on occasions, there is a poor approach to providing information back to the assessment team and that the WG would suggest that the current time of 12 months to clear issues before the need to schedule a re-visit is considered too long.  Mt Munro advised that the WG recommends a period of 6 months to close out items raised during reassessments before the need to instigate a follow up site visit.   The Chairman invited discussion on this proposal. CA suggested that it would prefer the time be established by the assessment team itself as they are aware of the outstanding issues, and, perhaps the complexities which could be involved. FR agreed but suggested that it could be a combination of the two that is, the assessment team decision but, in some instances, a restricted time period, depending on response time from the body assessed. The Secretary suggested that if urgent action is required issues should be forwarded to the Secretariat to assist in finding a resolution. Mr. Munro advised that the WG is referring to “ordinary assessments/re-assessments” where a six month time period is not unrealistic. He commented that the assessment team would not be dogmatic with the suggested time period but would take into account actions raised.  FR suggested that if the problem is a response time problem then a time period should be imposed. CA agreed with the FR suggestion. GB commented that people tend to work to deadlines, but expectations that majority should be cleared in 3 months, and certainly closed by 12 months, is reasonable. NL suggested that a mechanism should be in place to enable the assessor/assessment team to make a decision if there is no, or little, response. After considerable discussion on the issue the Chairman sought agreement from the meeting. The meeting agreed that at the closing meetings of assessments, the assessment team shall document a time frame for the closure of all items with an expectation that all items be closed within 3 months. Any items open after 6 months may result in the Secretary arranging a second site assessment, following consultation with the Assessment Team. The Chairman thanked Mr. Munro and the WG 4 for all their work.

13.5
IECEx WG11 Trade Agents


Document considered:

· ExMC/762/CD – Initial Draft Operational Document

The Chairman invited the Convenor, Mr. Ron Sinclair, to report. Mr Sinclair introduced ExMC/762/CD Draft Operational Document noting there is an industry need to address the differing manufacturing and distributing arrangements. Mr Sinclair referred the meeting to item B3.1 of document ExMC/762/CD relating to restricted nature of information. He advised that the document is a work in progress and that the WG is asking the ExMC if Members feel that the WG is moving in the right direction?  
The Chairman opened the item for discussion with NL commenting that cross reference would involve considerable effort – OEM and trade agents have to inform the ExCB.  Mr. Sinclair advised that this will be addressed in ANNEX A of the document again, reminding the meeting, that it is a work in progress. RU raised their concerns commenting that this initiative to issue certificates to trade agents may not be in line with current IECEx practise, questioning the detail of a Scheme issue such Certificates, with the Chairman reminded the meeting that a previous decision had be taken to address this issue within IECEx which is why WG 11 was formed and also noted that this report of WG11 is report of early work and additional work is needed. 
Mr. Sinclair highlighted that the work to date within WG11 is to build on the current allowance in Clause 9.8 of IECEx 02 “Certification Procedures for Licensed Equipment” and that the WG is attempting to prepare a document for this purpose but does accept that there are a number of issues for the WG to address. 
NL and GB commented that the use of “Licensed Equipment” is a very common practise and that IECEx needs to provide clear operational procedures for dealing with this.  GB also commented that Trade Agents appear as a manufacturer on the certificate. The Chairman also remarked that this is common in EU and also in US. FR raised that we need to consider whether or not the manufacturing site remains on the certificate as per current practise, suggesting that one option maybe for use of a Coding System to identify the manufacture by code system which appears on CoC to still provide traceability of the manufacturer without disclosure. Mr. Sinclair commented that traceability of the actual manufacturing site can exist in the paperwork behind the certificate. 
The Chairman asked the meeting if there is support for the way the WG is proceeding with B3 do we support transparency. The meeting agreed that the degree of transparency offered by B3 of the draft in ExMC/762/CD is sufficient at this time but that WG11 take note of comments from the meeting concerning the listing of manufacturer on CoCs. The Chairman then asked Mr. Sinclair if he had any additional comments/questions. Mr. Sinclair advised that the WG is seeking permission to take on the work related to requirements for surveillance and supervision of Stockist and assemblers previously discussed in ExTAG. The Chairman asked if the meeting agreed that the WG take on this work. The meeting agreed. 

13.6
IECEx WG 13 Business Development


Document considered:

· ExMC/779/CD – IECEx WG 13 Draft Business Plan following the  Meeting held 5 June 2012 in Paris

The Chairman invited the Convenor, Mr. Maalouf, to report. Mr Maalouf commenced his report by reminding the meeting that there is a current Business Plan. He continued that the document, prepared by WG13 and to be considered by the meeting, is a proposed update of the current Business Plan for 2013 to 2016. He gave a brief outline of the updates which include:

· Re-structuring to provide a closer focus on key aspects of the IECEx Operation and Service Deliverables

· Greater recognition of Stakeholder interests

· Expansion to recognize the areas of risk

· Enhancement of Objectives + new Objectives concerning IEC TC 31 and UNECE

He advised that the WG has discussed and identified new promotional activities and reviewed new service offerings e.g. Non-Electrical Standards. The Chairman thanked Mr. Maalouf and asked the meeting if they had any questions or comments. GB suggested that the name of the document be renamed, from Business Plan, to Business Strategy. Mr. Munro commented that the particular term might become confusing. AU commented that we have terms and strategy and suggest that we should keep the title as Business Plan. After further discussion it was noted that a majority supported retention of the current term of “Business Plan”. 
AU raised that, although a Users Group has been included in the Business Plan under Item 3.2 (b), it has never moved forward and that this needs to be acted upon. AU also suggested that an Item (f) be added to 10.2 to “include review of Test Reports”. After discussion of the AU proposal it was decided that this be referred to the WG 13 for consideration before Brazil 2013 Meeting. The Chairman then advised that he had a couple of proposals for the WG to consider-

· What is missing is financials – would ask the WG to consider the financials of the past, today and next year - to look backwards as to how valid our assumptions of forward estimates have been. 

· Suggest that the WG prepare a financials forecast to 2016

AU and GB both supported the Chairman’s proposals. The Convenor then asked the Chairman if the budget itself would be part of this forecast.  The Chairman responded, that it would not be, but that the forecast could provide data points to assist in the preparation of future budgets. He continued that the work of the WG will help determine how effective estimates and projections have been in the past. He advised that he, the Treasurer and the Secretary would be available to assist the WG concluding that we look forward to the next report by the WG, following their planned June 2013, Buxton meeting. 
The Chairman asked if there were any further questions/comments. AU wished to congratulate Mr Maalouf and WG13 Members for their excellent Business Plan. The Chairman also thanked the WG commenting that we look forward to receiving an updated version of the draft, having taken into account various comments received, for consideration prior to Brazil 2013 Meeting.

13.7  
WG14 – IECEx Good Working Practise, Convener, Mr Evans Massey

The Chairman to the opportunity to invite the Convenor, Mr. Massey, to provide a status report. Mr Massey proposed that as the work of the WG has been completed, the WG should be disbanded. He added, however, that if needed in the future the Convenor would be prepared to offer his services once again. The Chairman thanked Mr. Massey and the WG members accepting the proposal that the WG be disbanded. It was noted, with appreciation, Mr. Massey’s offer to remain available if any future assistance is required. The meeting thanked Mr Massey.

ExTAG MATTERS

14.1
Report from ExTAG Calgary Meeting



The Chairman invited the ExTAG Chairman, Mr. Ron Sinclair, to report. Mr Sinclair commenced by reporting on the ExTAG training workshop, held Day 1, 3 September 2012, chaired by Mr. Brenon, the ExTAG Secretary. He advised the meeting there had been about 100 attendees and that it had been a very successful day commenting that the workshop has become an integral part of the ExTAG Meeting agenda. He then gave a brief recap noting that there had been 4 Speakers/Presentations-

· IECEx On-Line Certificate System New Features and Updates September 2012  -  Mr. Wal Robson 

· IECEx process for exchange of ExTRs among ExCBs Information required Customer/Manufacturer expectations Review of experiences - Mr. Dave Adams 

· ExTAG Training Workshop Calgary 2012 - QAR related Issues Mr. Ron Sinclair

· IECEx Certificate of Personnel Competencies Scheme ExCB perspective - Mr. Thierry Houeix

He advised that these presentations had been very well received with a few major points arising from discussions –

· Most clarifications relating to ExTRs are for Intrinsic safety. There was a suggestion that a training session be held to cover this area.

· The new facility on the CoC site for listing out of date QARs and Certificates with out of date QARs has proven to be very beneficial with further possible refinements to the system were discussed

·   The delegates agreed a proposal for handling Stockist/Assemblers, without having to issue their own QAR, by thoroughly auditing all the necessary procedures for the manufacturer to accept responsibility. It was suggested that this could be referred to WG11 as to how to be formalised within IECEx.

He also advised that a report of the Training Workshop was available on the IECEx Web Site Meeting page as Green Paper ExTAG(Calgary/Sec)05, along with copies of the presentations.

The ExTAG Chairman went on to report on the ExTAG Technical Meeting which was held Day 2, on the Tuesday. He advised that there had been 15 formal decisions primarily relating to ExTAG Decision Sheets and commented that it was gratifying that, via lively discussion, there were successful resolutions to outstanding comments and that, as a result, there were no items to be forwarded to the ExMC. 
He reminded the meeting that, as discussed during Split 2011, ExTAG Members are obliged to attend meetings, and that thanks to the Secretariat’s following up with individual cases, attendance at ExTAG meetings is very strong.  He also recapped over the extreme value in both ExCBs and ExTLs keeping up to date with IECEx requirements but also the networking opportunities among the Bodies and industry / Regulators / end Users and Service Providers given that ExTAG meetings are held alongside ExMC meetings and indicated ExTAG’s support any ExCB/ExTL that may be in the position of not attending for three consecutive years, brings into question their ability to be up to date with IECEx procedures and rules and hence highlight the need for a possible special IECEx assessment.

He advised that a ‘Closed Session’ had been held with a number of issues being dealt with, one being the transfer of QAR activities from one ExCB to another ExCB, reminding the meeting of the previous days discussion relating to the introduction of the QAR “out of date” listings, on the certificate database, which had proved to be a most valuable tool, revealed a number of areas requiring ExCBs to address. He further advised that these were being resolved between the IECEx Secretariat and ExCBs. 
Another item discussed was the transfer of information between ExCBs, particularly in relation to questions and/or clarification of information, with the reminder that this should always be done in a timely and co-operative manner. The language of supporting documentation was also discussed, how much should be available in the English language with the recommendation that language responsibilities be made clearer to the manufacturers.

The ExTAG Chairman then reported on the work carried out by the ExTAG WGs.

He commenced with ExTAG WG1 Preparation of assessment and test report forms ExTRs.  He informed the meeting that although Mr. Kelly, WG1 Convenor, had been unable to attend the Meeting he had provided a comprehensive report in ExTAG/272/R Report from ExTAG Working Group 01 (WG01): Preparation of assessment and test report forms (ExTRs) of the extensive work carried out since the Split 2011 Meeting. The ExTAG Chairman commented that the work of WG1 is essential to the effective working of the System and expressed his thanks to both  Mr. Kelly and the WG1 members for their continuing, and, excellent work and also to UL for their on-going support of both WG1 and the IECEx. 
He advised that ExTAG WG3 Documentation and Drawing Requirements had been in need of a replacement convenor and that he was pleased to report Mr. Ron Webb, GB, had been nominated and accepted the role of convenor. He advised  that although WG3 document, OD 017 ed.4 Operational Document - Drawing and documentation Guidance for IEC Ex Certification – for use by Manufacturers and ExTLS, had been published and made available on the IECEx Web Site, in May of this year, there were still a couple of outstanding issues to be addressed. He commented that this document is a very helpful tool, used assist customers when preparing their documentation. 
Mr Sinclair continued by reporting that WG6,Rules of Procedure for testing at other locations had reported that there had been little activity within the WG since the Split 2011 ExTAG Meeting.  He also advised that ExTAG WG9 Ex 's' requirements  has completed work on preparing initial documentation and that this has now been passed to ExMC for further action .  He then moved on to ExTAG WG10 Proficiency Testing advising that Dr. Johansmeyer had reported on behalf of Dr. Klausmeyer, (the WG10 Convenor), who had been unable to attend the Meeting. Dr. Johannsmeyer had given a Powerpoint presentation indicating that the WG had had been very active in monitoring the Proficiency Testing programme run by PTB. The ExTAG Chairman commented that this has been an extremely successful exercise providing a great deal of detail, advising that it will be available on the IECEx web site.  He suggested that a special note of thanks to PTB for their leadership, as well as the costly investment in this work, be recorded. 

Mr Sinclair continued by reporting that four ExTAG Decision Sheets had been approved and had been published and available on the IECEx web site. He advised that another two Decision Sheets, requiring minor modifications, would be soon be available with a further two being sent back to the originators and two being forwarded to TC31 Maintenance Teams for consideration of possible changes to Standards. 
In concluding he thanked the ExTAG for all their work, and also, once again thanked QPS for their excellent host arrangements for the 2012 ExTAG meetings and advised that his report ExTAG(Calgary/Secretariat)04 was available on the IECEx web site.

The ExMC Chairman, Mr. McManama, thanked Mr. Sinclair for his comprehensive report. He asked the meeting if they had any comments or questions. There were no questions or maters raised.

The Chairman invited Members to raise any other ExTAG matters for discussion. There were no other matters raised.

IECEx INTERNET BASED “ON-LINE” CERTIFICATE OF CONFORMITY SYSTEM

15.1
General matters 
The Chairman invited the Secretary to report. The Secretary reminded members of updates to the IECEx “On-Line” certificate system including the introduction of a major new feature including two new listings:

a) Certificates linked to “Out of date” QARs and 
b) List of “Out of date” QARs.

This new On-Line feature was welcomed by ExCBs as an essential tool to assist them in managing the growing number surveillance visits as they see more and more IECEx Certificates being issued, noting that these lists were only visible to each of the particular ExCBs concerned as well as the Secretariat for both administration and monitoring  purposes. 

The Secretary was pleased to report on the excellent cooperation they receive from ExCBs in addressing some of the QARs that have fallen out of date.
He the briefly outlined the major overall features of the IECEx “On-Line” Certificate system which included:

•
The version of the Certificate on the Web was the “Master” copy.

•
All certificates were located in the one place hence no need to 



navigate individual ExCB websites .

•
Data backed up by the IEC Central Office.

•
All numbers were automatically generated and started with “IECEx”

•
ExCBs can only edit Certificates within 14 days of Date of Issue.

•
Certificates can only be “Suspended”, “Cancelled” or “Deleted” by the Secretariat 

He thanked the ExCBs for their cooperation with the Secretariat on all issues raised.

The Chairman expressed his appreciation for the work of the Secretariat and the IEC IT Department concerning the development and on-going enhancements of both the IECEx Website and On-Line Certificate System, especially these latest features and tools.

REPORT FROM IEC TC 31


Document considered:

· ExMC/785/R – IEC TC 31 Chairman’s report {to be issued}

The Chairman commenced this item by reminding the meeting that the TC31 Chairman, Mr Munro, reports on the activities of the TC on an annual basis and holds the position of Ex-Officio Member of the ExMC. He then invited Mr. Munro to report. Mr. Munro commenced by advising that last Plenary Meeting of the TC had been held in Melbourne on 29th and 30th October 2011. He highlighted various items of the work-

· definitions – a critical part of the work carried out by TC31

· a new project to develop a first edition of a technical specification, with a title proposed by the WG of ‘Explosive atmospheres -Requirements for process sealing between flammable or combustible process fluids and electrical systems had been approved. He reminded the meeting of the TC procedures for commencing new work with the proposal going out to membership of the TC for approval before commencement.

· that an IEC TC 31 Interpretation Sheet should be published in the near future for IEC 60079-28 (optical radiation) to clarify the scope of the existing standard, including implications for IEC 60079-35-1.  

· that TC 31 had agreed to establish a liaison with TC 2 Rotating Machinery with the logistics for working together currently being explored.
Mr Munro then informed the meeting that the TC 31 Chairman’s Advisory Group held a meeting in Northbrook, Illinois, USA on 26th and 27th April 2012. He again highlighted some of the items-

· CAG agreed that Good Working Practice include guidance for convenors and officers as to how the TC should be reporting information so that it is most affective 

· CAG supported preparation of an Interpretation Sheet for IEC 60079-11 and IEC 60079-15 (addressing nL and nC [enclosed break]) to address the permitted limits of an expanded temperature and atmospheric pressure range.

He then referred to areas of TC31 support of the IECEx such as the Redline Standards demonstrated to date by the publication of IEC 60079-0 Edition 6, IEC 60079-11 Edition 6 and IEC 60079-18 Edition 3.  He advised the meeting that he is preparing an article for Hazard Ex. He then referred to the formation of the new ExMC WG for non-electrical equipment, of which he is now convenor, suggesting that a meeting be held in March next year with a second possibly in June reminding anyone wishing to participate on the WG to contact the Secretariat.

The Chairman thanked Mr. Munro for his report asking the meeting if they had any comments or questions. FR requested that future TC31 Chairman reports include matters relating to the coverage, or involvement in, the Ex area by other Technical Committees for example successful correspondence with TC 18 Electrical installations of ships and of mobile and fixed offshore units.

17.1
Update Report

The Chairman invited the Secretary to report on behalf of Ms. Lorenza Jachia of the UNECE and Mr Frank Lienesch, PTB. The Secretary commenced by advising that while Ms. Jachia held their UNECE Ex-Sector meeting earlier this week in Calgary, and participated in the IECEx Industry Workshop she apologised for not being able to stay for the ExMC meeting but prepared a report for the Secretary to present.

The Secretary then advised that a UNECE Meeting had been held on Monday, 3rd September, as part of the Calgary 2012 IECEx series of meetings, he commented that the meeting had been both very well attended and received. He advised members that a comprehensive Powerpoint presentation outlining the aims, goals and co-operation between the UNECE and the IECEx is available on the IECEx Web Site. The Secretary also advised that the UNECE would be participating in the PCIC Middle East Conference to be held on 12-13 November in Abu Dhabi as part of a Joint Paper being presented by IECEx and UNECE and had also expressed interest in participating in a possible IECEx event to be held in the Asia Region as a follow up to the very successful IECEx / UNECE / ESMA Joint International Conference held in Dubai, March this year.
The Chairman then took the opportunity to thank the UNECE for their very informative report outlining the importance of the collaboration between IECEx and UNECE commenting that IECEx looked forward to continuing our working relationship with the UNECE.

The Chairman invited Dr. Alexander Zalogin, IECEx Vice Chairman, to report. Dr Zalogin reported that he would be attending an ‘EU-Russia Industrialists' Roundtable’ meeting in Kazan, RU, in October 2012. He then gave the meeting a preview of his very informative Powerpoint presentation covering the history, co-operation, aims and projections of the IRT. The Chairman thanked Dr Zalogin and asked that he continues to keep ExMC informed on the outcomes of the work of the IRT.

ExNB GROUP REPORT 

The Chairman invited Mr. Thierry Houeix Chairman of the European Notified Bodies Group for ATEX to report.  Mr. Houeix advised that the last ExNBG meeting had been held on 17th and 18th November 2011 with the next meeting to be held in Brussels 15th and 16th November. He advised that Mr. Sinclair had reported to the group on the 2011 ExMC series of meetings including the introduction of Unit Verification by the IECEx referring to document -

OD 033 - IECEx Operations Manual – IECEx Unit Verification Certificates as well as advising them of the UNECE publication “Common Regulatory Objective where it is written that IEC TC31 and IECEx is world best practise.
Mr. Houeix referred to the New Legal Framework, advising that nine European Directives will now be modified including the ATEX Directive. He continued that, although the ATEX Directive has been included, there have been no changes to the technical requirements or to the assessment procedures. He also advised that EN 80079-34:2011was harmonised on 18 November 2011 and has superseded EN 13980:2002. 
The Chairman thanked Mr. Houeix for his informative report.
19
REPORT FROM PCIC EUROPE
The Chairman invited Mr Hazel, Secretary of PCIC Europe (Petroleum and Chemical Industry Committee) to give his report.  Mr. Hazel presented a ppt report on PCIC Europe activites, including the 2012 Prague Conference and the upcoming PCIC Middle East Conference in Abu Dhabi, November 2012. Mr Hazel thanked the meeting for the opportunity to present. He advised that the PCIC Europe is located in Switzerland and set up Under Article 60 of the Swiss Civil Code. He advised that a face familiar to the IECEx, Mr. Patrick Leroux, is the Chairman of PCIC Europe. He informed the meeting that membership of PCIC Europe is made up of the following-

· End Users

· Engineering and Consultants

· Manufacturers

· Others

He advised that the first PCIC Europe conference had been held in Basel on 27-28 May 2004 with 160 attendees from 15 countries and 29 paper presentations. He informed the meeting that an annual conference has been held every year since then, with 20% of the papers dealing with Ex matters, saying that the conference for 2013 is to be held in Turkey. He advised that there was an upcoming panel discussion covering ‘Arc Flash’ commenting that there is a big hole in standardisation in this area, particularly in Europe, and that, although, work has been done in the US we need IEC to provide a vision on the subject. He went on to request that the IEC create a link to PCIC Europe to enhance exchanges between end users and standardization working groups. He also commented on the value of ExCBs involvement in PCIC Europe, commenting that this would enhance feedback to IECEx, acknowledging that to date there has been excellent dialogue between IECEX and PCIC Europe with the many papers on IECEx being presented at PCIC Europe Conferences. 

He concluded that the message to IEC and IECEx is to become a part of the PCIC Europe activity in order to get the most benefit from the technical discussions. The Chairman thanked Mr. Hazel on behalf of the meeting, for both his attendance and his most informative presentation.

During general discussion a question was posed to Mr Hazel concerning access to Papers on IECEx previously presented at PCIC Europe Conferences with Mr Hazel confirming that he will make them available to the IECEx Secretariat for possible posting to the IECEx Website.
