BUXTON
Buxton is a spa town in Derbyshire, England. It has the highest elevation of any market town in England (300m). Located close to the county boundary with Cheshire to the west and Staffordshire to the south, Buxton is described as the gateway to the Peak District National Park.
Travel Between The Palace Hotel and SGS Baseefa Meeting location:

Delegates are advised that while there are plenty of taxis in the Buxton centre, it is advisable to book a taxi the evening prior through the hotel staff.  Approximate cost for a one way trip to SGS Baseefa meeting venue is approx. £7.00 (usually taking a maximum of four people) and takes about 10 mins. 

The nearest bus stop to SGS Baseefa is at the end of Staden lane, about 300 metres.  There is one regular bus per hour from Buxton Market Place plus others irregularly, so this is not normally a recommended route.

PUBLIC TRANSPORT
TRAIN:

Frequent services run between Manchester Airport and Manchester Piccadilly Station with TransPennine Express and Northern Rail. They run 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.
Trains to Buxton, from Manchester Piccadilly run every hour, with additional trains at peak periods. The duration of the trip from Manchester Airport to Buxton is approx 1 ½ hours, plus any time waiting for a connection at Manchester Piccadilly. BUSES:

There is a direct bus (Service 199) from Manchester Airport to Buxton, running half-hourly for most of the day, hourly on Sundays and in the evenings.  Timing varies during the day because of expected traffic delays but typically takes 1 ¾ hour, which is usually quicker than the train and has the advantage of no changes and significantly less cost. The airport rail and bus stations are both accessed via the walkway between terminals 1 and 2.

At Buxton, alight from the bus at the rail station.  The Palace Hotel is 100 meters walk

CLIMATE AND CLOTHING

During the months of May and June the average temperature for Buxton is between lows of 5˚C  and highs of 22˚C. Periodic rainfall occurs year round.

CREDIT CARDS

American Express, Diners Club, Eurocard, MasterCard, Visa and some other credit cards are accepted in most hotels, restaurants and shops, although both American Express and Diners Club are less acceptable.

CURRENCY

In the United Kingdom the currency is the Pound Sterling £ (GBP). Banknotes are issued in the following denominations: £5, £10, £20, (and rarely £50). Coins in use are called Pence and are issued in the following denominations: 1p, 2p, 5p, 10p, 20p, 50p, £1, £2. (£1= 100p).
