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INTRODUCTION

In response to the ExMC Action Item #29 from Calgary 2012 outlined below:


AU Proposal for certain matters to be delegated to IECEx Executive
ExMC members agreed (at the Calgary 2012 meeting – refer ExMC/819A/RM) that the AU proposal contained in ExMC/791/CD (and outlined below) be referred to the Executive for consideration and preparation of a report to come back to the ExMC, regarding items to be delegated to the Executive.

AU Proposal to the IECEx ExMC Calgary meeting

At present the ExMC meetings are dealing with many items that AU perceive do not require the attention of the ExMC at the AGM.    It is suggested some of these items could be dealt with through the IECEx Executive to achieve a higher level of efficiency and thus allow more time for meaningful discussion on relevant matters during the ExMC AGM and also to reduce the number of documents to be reviewed and voted on throughout the year.
the following report and proposal for ExMC consideration is provided to the 2013 ExMC Fortaleza meeting.
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The IECEx Executive discussed the AU proposal (ExMC/791/CD) and a list of additional items suggested by the Secretariat in Buxton on 6th and 7th June 2013 and agreed that the following tasks and responsibilities could, subject to ExMC approval, be delegated to the IECEx Executive:

1) supervision of the processes of voting on reports of assessments and re-assessments of ExTL’s and ExCB’s throughout the year
2) initial action on ExMC AGM – CAB related items
3) the preparation of an Executive committee report that is submitted prior to the to the AGM that covers the mature and established elements of the IECEx System and will include the following:

· a System overview 

· CAB matters

· IECEx membership (including new ExTL’s and ExCB’s, scope variations, scheme participation etc) 

· CB and TL assessments, 

· Use of the IECEx Mark 

· IEC/ILAC/IAF cooperation 

· TC31 activities 

· UNECE and IECEx 

· ExMC WG activities 

· System promotion strategies and activities 

It is expected that Member countries could then raise questions on notice and that a single agenda item for the AGM would cover the tabling and acceptance of the report

4) supervision of the processing (by the Secretariat) of applications for new Member Bodies prior to CAB consideration

5) supervision of the preparation (by the Secretariat in conjunction with IEC CO) of invoices, financial statements and reports related to the IECEx System operations

6) Initial handling of complaints and instances of breaches of IECEx Rules of Procedure prior to advice to the ExMC or the IECEx System Board of Appeal

7) Supervision of actions subsequent to decisions by the ExMC or Board of Appeal in response to breaches of the Rules of Procedure.

8) Approval of assessors

9) Appointment and removal of assessors to the panel 

10) ExCB and ExTL scope extension application approvals

These will be supported by the ongoing work of the Executive Secretary and Secretariat staff in fulfilling the requirements of IECEx 01 Edition 6.0, Clause 8.7
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
